GENDER BUDGET 2021-22: AN OVERVIEW

1. Introduction

The Gender perspective in development emphasizes the need to assess the relative levels of
status of women (including girls) on various development indicators like education, health,
income, safety, survival, work participation, participation in decision making etc. The
indicators point towards the attainment levels, identify gender-gaps and the need for

improvement through policies, programmes and schemes of the Government.

Gender Budget has been recognised as a tool with potential to directly promote women’s
development and empowerment through allocation of resources for women oriented
programmes and schemes. It entails identifying and reflecting needed interventions to
address gender gaps in sector and local government policies, plans and budgets. It also aims
to analyse the gender differentiated impact of revenue-raising policies and the allocation of
resources. Further, Gender Budget is useful for monitoring the gender-related policy goals

and targets including United Nations Sustainable Development Goals 2030 (SDGs).

2. Background of Gender Budget in Karnataka

Gender Budget in Karnataka has evolved from the national level initiatives. The Women
Component Plan (WCP), introduced during IX Plan (1997 —2002), was the first major step
taken by the Government of India to address women related issues and requirements on a
systematic basis. The WCP ensured that not less than 30 per cent of funds/benefits were
earmarked for women under the various beneficiary oriented schemes implemented by the
Ministries / Departments. In 2004, the Ministry of Finance (Gol) constituted an Expert
Group on ‘Classification of Government Transactions’ headed by Dr. Ashok K Lahiri, 7o
examine the feasibility of and suggest the general approach to Gender Budgeting and
economic classification’. The report titled Report of the Expert Group Constituted to
Review the Classification System for Government Transactions (July 2004),
recommended the Classification of GB Schemes into two parts; Part A reflecting Women
Specific Schemes i.e., those which have 100 per cent allocation for women and Part B
reflecting Schemes that have significant allocation for Women, i.e., those schemes where
at least 30 per cent of the allocation is for women. Following the recommendations of the
Committee, Gender Budget Statement 20 was introduced in the Union Budget for the
year 2005-06 for the first time. In the Budget speech 2006-07, Union finance Minister

highlighted the significance of gender budget as “Gender based budgeting helps to
15



prioritize and orient public expenditure to reflect the concerns of women. To give focus to
this, a Gender Budget Cell would be set up in the Finance Department to identify the
quantum of resource allocation and expenditure for women and proper translation of
policy commitments. (para 25)”. From 2017-18 onwards, Gender Budget Statement has
been published under Statement No. 13 of Expenditure profile in the Union Budget.

Karnataka has been one of the leading states to undertake various initiative towards fiscal
reforms and public expenditure management. Fiscal Policy Analysis Cell (FPAC) under
Finance Department (GoK) was set up in 2007 to support ongoing fiscal reforms
programmes in the state. Karnataka State was also chosen to implement Gender Budgeting
as a pilot. Gender Budget Cell was created in FPAC in January 2007 to prepare Gender
Budget and capacity building in the area of Gender Budgeting. Karnataka’s first Gender
Budget was presented in the State Budget 2007-08. Since then, Gender Budget has been
prepared and presented in the State Budget every year. FPAC was merged with Fiscal
Policy Institute in 2013 and Gender Budget Cell has been functioning at FPI. Gender
Budget is prepared by FPI every year after conducting the validation of programmes and
schemes in consultation with Department of Women & Child Development (DWCD),
GoK.

In order to further strengthen the process of Gender Budget preparation, effective
monitoring and evaluation, and allocation of roles and responsibilities to various
stakeholder departments, GoK has issued a comprehensive GO (FD 08 GIE 202, Dated:
29.01.2021). This GO broadly specifies Gender Budget related activities like Capacity
Building & Training, Orientation & Validation programmes for Identification &
classification of Gender specific programmes, Gender Budget preparation, Monitoring &
Evaluation, Data capturing & integration of various departments like Finance Department,
Fiscal Policy Institute, Department of Women & Child Development, Planning,

Programme Monitoring & Statistics Department .

3. Methodology for Gender Budget preparation

The methodology is related to the criteria adopted to identify and classify gender related
programmes and schemes in the State Budget. The preparation of Gender Budget also
entails activities in a sequential manner like issue of Budget Circular, conduct of orientation
programmes for all Administrative Departments, validation of gender specific programmes

& schemes etc.,

A. Classification of Gender Specific Programme & Schemes:

All government programmes and schemes under all the Demands for Grants are

classified into following three broad categories including sub-categories in the

Description

Under AY sub-category, programmes / schemes are
identified which are designed exclusively and specifically for
women in general and benefiting them directly. Hence, in
this category coverage of women beneficiaries is 100 per

cent.

Under AN sub-category, programmes / schemes are
identified which are designed exclusively and specifically for
women in general and benefiting them indirectly. Hence, in
this category coverage of women beneficiaries is 100 per

cent.

Under BY sub-category, programmes / schemes are
identified that benefit women directly in addition to other
groups of beneficiaries. Hence, in this category coverage of

women beneficiaries varies from 30 to 99 per cent.

Under BN sub-category, programmes / schemes are
identified which benefit women indirectly in addition to
other groups of beneficiaries. Hence, in this category
coverage of women beneficiaries varies from 30 to 99 per

Processes involved in Gender Budget preparation:

Issue of Gender Budget Circular:

Finance Department, GoK issues the Gender Budget circular to all Administrative
Departments every financial year. The circular also contains prescribed formats for
furnishing information on gender specific programmes and schemes to Fiscal Policy
Institute.

Orientation / Training Programme:

Fiscal Policy Institute organisers specific orientation and training programmes for all
the administrative departments focusing upon their programmes and schemes to be
included in the Gender Budget, in coordination with DWCD. The objective of these
orientation and training programmes is to guide and enable the departments to
correctly identify and classify their gender specific programmes and schemes as per

the criteria explained above.

Validation workshop

After conduct of orientation / training programmes for various administrative

departments, Fiscal Policy Institute organises department specific validation

workshops in co-ordination with DWCD. The purpose is to reconfirm and validate the

identification and classification of gender specific programmes and schemes. The

department wise validated and consolidated list of programmes and schemes is sent to

DWCD for concurrence.

Preparation of Gender Budget:

Based upon the validated and concurred classification of gender specific programmes

and schemes and after compiling the programme descriptions and relevant information

of all administrative departments, Gender Budget is prepared that includes overview

of the Gender Budget, category wise statements and abstracts, highlights, analysis etc.,
In accordance with the Government order cited above, methodology and processes
followed for Gender Budget preparation as explained above, the Gender Budget 2021-
22 has been prepared.
Implementation and Monitoring of Gender Budget Schemes and Programmes
Karnataka Government has evolved good and innovative practices for effective
implementation and monitoring of gender specific programmes and schemes at various

levels.
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a. The concerned line departments are responsible for the design and
implementation of the programmes and schemes and also monitoring their
monthly progress using the Monthly Programme Implementation Calendar
(MPIC) / New Decision Support System (NDSS), an online software called
Avalokana of Planning, Programme Monitoring & Statistics Department that
contains relevant data for effective monitoring of the progress of gender
specific programmes and schemes.

b. The periodical review and monitoring of progress of programmes and schemes
is done by Planning, Programme Monitoring & Statistics Department using
Avalokana.

c. Department of Women and Child Development monitors and oversees the
progress of the schemes in coordination with the Planning, Programme
Monitoring & Statistics Department through MPIC (Monthly Programme
Implementation Calendar).

d. Review and monitoring of gender specific programmes and schemes is done
along with other programmes and schemes of GoK at Taluka, District and State
levels in Karnataka Development Programme (KDP) Review Meetings.
Monthly KDP review is done at State level.

e. Periodic review of the progress of beneficiary-oriented gender specific
programmes and schemes is done by Task Force on Gender Budgeting in
Karnataka. The Task Force monitors and suggests improvements in the

implementation of Gender Budgeting in the State.

4. Highlights of Gender Budget Allocations for FY 2019-20 to FY 2021-22

Gender Budget allocations take into account 100% allocation under Category ‘A’ schemes and
30 % for all Category ‘B’ schemes, under both State and District sectors. Category-wise
programmes and schemes and allocations under various Demand Numbers for FY 2019-20
(Accounts), FY 2020-21 (BE & RE) and FY 2021-22 (BE) are given in Statements No. 1 to

Statement 6.
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The total allocations for both the categories of Gender Budgeting are given in the following

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EXPLANATORY NOTES ON CATEGORY ‘A’ PROGRAMMES AND SCHEMES

Those government programmes and schemes that are designed exclusively and specifically
for women at large and that benefit women directly or indirectly are classified under ‘A’
category. That is the reason programmes and schemes under A category are 100 % women
— centric.

The A category is further sub categorised as AY (Beneficiary Oriented) and AN (Non -
Beneficiary Oriented).

Under AY sub-category, the benefits of the programmes and schemes are provided directly
to individual women beneficiaries. The benefits of the AY category programmes and
schemes may be monetary (eg. scholarship, honorarium, incentives, loan and subsidies etc)
or non-monetary (eg. housing, shelter, employment, exclusive educational institutions for

girls & women, medical facilities & nutrition, counselling, training etc)

Under AN sub-category, the programmes and schemes benefit the women indirectly and
such benefits reach women through community, women co-operative societies, women
Self-Help Groups (SHG), infrastructure created specifically for women like hostels, training

centres, women security and safety measures etc.

100% women centric beneficiary oriented (AY) or non-beneficiary oriented (AN) schemes
covered under A category also includes specifically designed target oriented schemes that
benefit particular categories of women like Devadasis, victims of acid attack and domestic
violence, widows, adolescent girls, pregnant and lactating mothers, differently abled

women, women from SC, ST & minority background etc.

During FY 2021-22, there are 58programmes and schemes under ‘A’ Category out of

which 51 are AY and 7 are AN programmes and schemes. The allocation towards AY and
AN programmes and schemes is Rs. 4,56,330 Lakh and Rs. 2,237 Lakh respectively. As a
percentage to Consolidated Fund of Karnataka the Gender allocation towards AY and AN

programmes and schemes accounts for 1.85 % and 0.01 % respectively.

A. Beneficiary Oriented Schemes (AY)
Demand 02: Animal Husbandry and Fisheries

1. Animal Husbandry Programme for Women (2404-00-191-1-16)
This Scheme was launched in the year 2007-08. The Department of Animal Husbandry
undertakes this programme as a part of its many socio-economic development activities.
This programme has been introduced to support widows, devadasis, distressed women and
SC/ST women to lead a respectable life by providing opportunities for their sustainable
livelihood. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.900.00 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs.875.00 Lakh. Women (farmers/livestock owners) have availed the
benefit of 75% subsidy towards purchase of sheep and goat and 30% subsidy towards

animal husbandry. For FY 2020-21, no allocation was made.

Demand 05: Home and Transport

2.Free Bus Pass to Widows of Freedom Fighters (3055-00-190-0-08)
The Scheme was introduced in the year 1969 in order to sanction State Honorarium to
freedom fighters in Karnataka who have suffered imprisonment/remained underground
during freedom struggle. Accordingly, in the year 2009, a GO for providing free bus passes
to the wife/widow of freedom fighter was issued and coupons for Rs.2,000/- are being
issued each year since then. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.10.00 Lakh,
the actual expenditure was Rs.10.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of
Rs.10.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.10.00 Lakh and the number of

women beneficiaries was 500.
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Demand 10: Social Welfare

3. Micro Credit to SCs through Self Help Groups (SHGs) (2225-01-190-2-09)
Under this Scheme, financial assistance is provided to members of SHGs to take up small
businesses like vegetable/flower/fruit vending etc. The unit cost is Rs.25,000/- of which
Rs.15,000/- is subsidy and Rs.10,000/- is margin money. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs.650.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.650.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-
21, against BE allocation of Rs.1,000.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was
Rs.1,608.30 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 10,722. The allocation of
budget is utilised for women belonging to SC, through Self Help Groups along with Micro
Credit Subsidy (4225-01-190-0-03)

4.Micro Credit to STs through Self Help Groups (SHGs) (2225-02-190-2-07)
Under this Scheme, financial assistance is provided to members of SHGs to take up small
businesses. Each member is provided financial assistance of Rs.15,000/- that consists of
Rs.10,000/- as subsidy component and the rest Rs.5,000 as seed money. The beneficiary has
to make repayment in 36 instalments over 3 years to Karnataka Maharshi Valmiki
Scheduled Tribes Development Corporation Limited (KMVSTDCL). During FY 2019-20,
against RE allocation of Rs.162.50 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.650.00 Lakh.
During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.650.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to
December 2020 was Rs.325.00 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 4,334.
The allocation of budget is utilised for women belonging to ST, through Self Help Groups
along with Micro Credit Subsidy (4225-02-190-1-02).

5. Bidaai (2225-03-800-0-07)

This Scheme was launched in the year 2013-14. This scheme is implemented by the
Directorate of Minorities with an objective of providing financial assistance of Rs.50,000/-
to poor Muslim, Christian, Buddhist, Sikh, Jain and Parsi women/divorcees and widows at
the time of marriage for purchase of essential items. This programme is implemented by the
District Officer of Minorities / District Officer of Backward Classes and Minorities in each
district. The benefit is provided to the beneficiaries once in life time if the annual income of
the beneficiary family does not exceed Rs.1.50 Lakh. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs.4,500.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.12,629.00 Lakh. (The
additional budget Rs.8,479.00 Lakh was appropriated from Minority Scholarship and Fee
Reimbursement Scheme 2225-03-277-2-68(117). No allocation was made for FY 2020-21.
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6. Micro Credit to SCs through Self Help Groups (SHGs) (4225-01-190-0-03)
Under this Scheme, financial assistance is provided in the form of loan and subsidy. The
loan of Rs.25,000/- is sanctioned to every member of SHG to take up self-employment.
Subsidy is obtained from Gram Panchayat, Taluk Panchayat and other local bodies or from
Social Welfare Department. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.525.00 Lakh,
the actual expenditure was Rs.525.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of
Rs.550.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.1,072.20 Lakh and the

number of women beneficiaries was 10,722.

7.Micro Credit to STs through Self Help Groups (SHGs) (4225-02-190-1-02)

Under this Scheme, financial assistance is provided to members of SHGs to take up small
businesses. A member can avail financial assistance of Rs.15,000/- that consists of
Rs.10,000/- as subsidy component and the remaining Rs.5,000/- as Seed Money. The
beneficiary has to make repayment in 36 instalments over 3 years to the Karnataka
Maharshi Valmiki Scheduled Tribes Development Corporation Limited (KMVSTDCL).
During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.500.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was
Rs.500.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.500.00 Lakh, the
expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.250.00 Lakh and the number of women
beneficiaries was 4,334. The allocation of budget is utilised for ST, through Self Help
Groups along with Micro Credit Subsidy (2225-02-190-2-07).

Demand 11: Women and Child Development

8. Chetana and Rehabilitation of Devadasi Women (2235-01-202-3-01)
Under this Scheme, alternative livelihood opportunities are provided to sex workers. The
Karnataka State Women Development Corporation (KSWDC) provides loan facilities
through Nationalised Banks up to Rs.1.00 Lakh to take up self-employment. From the
Corporation, subsidy up to a maximum of Rs.20,000/- of the unit cost is released. During
FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.205.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was
Rs.205.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.400.00 Lakh, the
expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.263.90 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 520.
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9. Interest Subsidy for Women through KSFC (2235-02-001-0-10)

Karnataka State Financial Corporation (KSFC) provides financial assistance to women to
promote small, medium and large scale industries. The Assistance is in the form of loans
ranging from Rs.5.00 Lakh to Rs.50.00 Lakh. KSWDC provides interest subsidy @10% on
the interest charged by KSFC. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.1,000.00
Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.1,000.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE
allocation of Rs.5,000 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.2,550.00 Lakh

and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,175.

Interest Subsidy for Women through WDC (2235-02-001-0-12)

This Scheme was announced in 2018-19 budget, in order to enhance the work efficiency of
Women Supervisors working in the Women and Child Development Department. Interest
Subsidy is provided towards purchase of any two wheeler. The subsidy amount provided is
restricted to principal amount of Rs.50,000/- the loan irrespective of the cost of the two
wheeler. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.301.00 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs.19.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.151.00
Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.19.00 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 38.

Hostels for Disabled Females (2235-02-101-0-50)

To encourage women with disabilities to pursue education and employment, the Department
has been providing hostel facilities for disabled female employees, trainees and students.
During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.350.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was
Rs.319.85 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.350 Lakh, the expenditure

up to December 2020 was Rs.7.04 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 94.

CSS - Training of Anganwadi Workers & Helpers (2235-02-102-0-05)

Training is an integral part of the Scheme for all levels of ICDS functionaries. The
CDPOs/ACDPOs are trained at NIPCCID, Southern Regional Centre, Bengaluru and
Supervisors are given job training and refresher training at the Middle Level Training
Centres located at Ujire, Dakshina Kannada district. The Anganwadi Workers are given 32
days job training after their initial recruitment and refresher course training is given once in
2 years, through 21 Anganwadi Workers Training Centres located in the State. The
Anganwadi helpers are also given orientation training and refresher course training in these

centres. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.100.00 Lakh, the actual

expenditure was Rs.465.39 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.50.00
Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 is nil.

Bhagya Lakshmi (2235-02-102-0-25)

This Scheme was launched in the year 2006-07. It has been decided by the Govt. to
implement Bhagya Lakshmi Scheme through the "Sukanya Samrudhi Account Yojana" of
the Dept. of Posts, Govt. of India  from 2020-21. Budget of Rs.100.00 crore has been
earmarked for this in 2020-21. An amount of Rs.3,000/- per annum is deposited in the name
of only two daughters of single BPL families in the Sukanya Samrudhi Account for 15
years. Approximate maturity amount is Rs.1,27,000/- and withdrawal up to a maximum of
fifty percent (50%) of the amount from the account is allowed after completion of 10™
Standard for the purpose of higher education. Pre-mature withdrawal is also permissible
before attainment of 21years of age in case of marriage provided the girl child is not less
than 18 years of age. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.30,942.00 Lakh, the
actual expenditure was Rs.29,442.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of
Rs.10,000.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.3,873.00 Lakh and the

number of beneficiaries was 1,29,122.

Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao (2235-02-102-0-41)

This Scheme was launched in the year 2015. The overall goal of this scheme is
improvement in the Child Sex Ratio in 100 Gender Critical Districts of India of which five
districts are in Karnataka. (Vijayapura, Haveri, Gadag, Dakshina Kannada and Bagalkote)
Grant is released directly to the concerned District Deputy Commissioners by GOI. The
grant is utilized towards awareness creation programs. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs.100.00 Lakh the actual expenditure was Rs.99.71 Lakh. During FY 2020-
21, no allocation is made from GoK. The expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.29.65

Lakh from Gol release.

Rehabilitation of Devadasi Women (2235-02-103-0-11)

This Scheme has been introduced in districts such as Belgaum, Viayapura, Bagalkote,
Raichur, Koppal, Dharwad, Haveri, Chitradurga, Shivamogga, Gadag, Ballari, Kalaburagi,
Davanagere and Yadgir where the devadasi system was prevalent. This scheme is in pursuit
of the attainment of objectives of Karnataka Devadasis (Prohibition of Dedication) Act,

1982 and within the overarching aim of enabling economic, social and political

empowerment of women. This scheme is intended to encourage ex-Devadasi women to take
up various income generating activities and lead a dignified and decent life. Wide publicity
against this evil practice is being given through jathra awareness camps, Health camps and
various programmes and formation of Self Help Group of Ex-Devadasis. Out of a unit cost
of Rs.20,000/- ex-Devadasi women are provided 50% subsidy from the Karnataka Women
Development Corporation and 50% loan through Banks to take up various income
generating activities. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.830.00 Lakh, the
actual expenditure was Rs.830.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of
Rs.614.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.409.00 Lakh and the number

of beneficiaries was 600.

Training Programme for Women Entrepreneurs through Women’s Development
Corporation (2235-02-103-0-16)

This Scheme was launched in the year 2004-05. This Scheme has been introduced to
provide women with skills required for entrepreneurship. It provides various job oriented
and Skill training programmes to the women belonging to lower income groups and also to
widows, destitutes and differently abled women. The training programme promotes their
economic empowerment by enabling them to become self-supporting and encourages self-
employment. 41 skill based training programmes are offered every year with a duration
varying from 15 days to 4 months. Priority is given to widows, destitute women, physically
handicapped and SC/ST women with no income limit. For women belonging to lower
income groups, the annual family income should not exceed Rs.40,000/- for availing this
benefit. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.350.00 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs.350.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.100.00

Lakh up to December 2020 no expenditure was incurred.

Udyogini — Women Development Corporation (2235-02-103-0-38)

The main objective of this Scheme is to provide financial assistance to women in the age
group of 18-55 years to undertake income generating activities. The unit cost for SC/ST
eligible women is Rs.5.00 Lakh of which 70% or Rs.3.50 Lakh is given as subsidy with the
balance amount being given as bank loan. For eligible women from other categories, the
unit cost is Rs.3.00 Lakh of which 30% or Rs.90,000.00 is subsidised, whereas the balance
amount is given as bank loan. Selected beneficiaries are provided EDP training by the

Government. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.2,530.00 Lakh, the actual
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expenditure was Rs.2,540.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of
Rs.2,000.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.1,000.00 Lakh and the

number of beneficiaries was 906.

Stree Shakti (2235-02-103-0-41)

Streeshakti Scheme was launched in 2000-01 with the objective of socio-economic
empowerment of women by organizing them into Self Help Groups (SHGs). So far, Rs.1.65
Lakh Streeshakti Groups have been formed in the State. Streeshakti groups have been
provided 6% interest subsidy for the loans of Rs.0.25 to Rs.1.00 Lakh availed by them. The
members of the group are given legal awareness, training in skill development and financial
empowerment. Incentives are given to groups which have started income generating
activities and groups who have savings. An annual revolving fund of Rs.5,000/- is given to
the groups. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.1,105.86 Lakh the actual
expenditure was Rs.798.04 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.702.00
Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.90.91 Lakh, and the number of women

beneficiaries who availed the benefits was 348.

Scheme for Adolescent Girls (SAG) (2235-02-103-0-46)

This Scheme was launched in the year 2010-11. Adolescence is a significant period for
mental, emotional and physiological development among girl children. A need emerged to
formulate a new comprehensive scheme with focussed content merging the erstwhile two
schemes — Kishori Shakthi Yojana (KSY) and SABLA. During 2018-19, these schemes
were revamped as Scheme for Adolescent Girls (SAG) and is being implemented in 30
districts of the State for providing supplementary Nutrition (SNP) and Non- Nutrition
component services to out of school adolescent girls between the age of 11-14 years through
the ICDS network. For the SNP Component of the program, Central and State Share is 50%
each and for Non Nutrition Component, the sharing pattern is 60:40. For the SNP
Component, the unit cost is Rs.9.50/- per beneficiary per day for providing supplementary
Nutrition. Under non-nutrition component, adolescent girls are provided with services like
training on life skills, Nutrition & Health Education (NHEd), knowledge about family
planning, child care practices, home management, reproductive & sexual health and
vocational skill training. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.200.00 Lakh, the
actual expenditure was Rs.75.27 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of
Rs.712.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was nil.
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Suraksha - Scheme of Assistance for Acid Victims (Women Commission) (2235-02-
103-0-50)

This Scheme has been in force since 2008-09. Compensation is paid by the Karnataka
Women Commission to the victims of Acid Attack and poor women who have suffered
burns due to domestic violence and atrocity. Under the Suraksha Scheme, the victims are
getting a compensation ranging from minimum Rs.20,000/- to a maximum of Rs.2,00,000/-
for their medical expenses and for rehabilitation facilities based on the percentage of burns.
The Karnataka State Legal Service Authority is the implementation agency. During FY
2015-16, the compensation amount was enhanced from Rs.2,00,000/- to Rs.3,00,000/-. For
FY 2019-20, an allocation of Rs.1.00 Lakh was provided. For FY 2020-21, no allocation

has been provided for this program.

Scheme for Protection of Women against Domestic Violence (2235-02-103-0-52)

Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act - 2005 and Rules 2006: The scheme
under this Act and Rules is intended to provide financial relief, protection, residential order,
custody of children, temporary shelter, medical and legal aid through the court, whenever

violence occurs against women within the household.

b) Women and Children’s Special Treatment Units: For women and children who are

victims of atrocity and sexual abuse, integrated services like medical treatment, police help,
legal assistance and counselling have been provided under one roof through Special
Treatment Units since 2014-15. These Special Treatment Units were functioning in all 30
district hospitals up to November, 2019. Thereafter, these Special Treatment Units scheme
was merged with the One Stop Centres Scheme. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation
of Rs.897.93 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.723.50 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against
BE allocation of Rs.704.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.283.72

Lakh and the number of beneficiaries was 9,207.

Pension to Devadasis (2235-02-103-0-53)

This Scheme was launched in the year 2004-05. Under this Scheme, monthly pension of
Rs.1000/- is being given to the ex - Devadasis who have crossed 45 years of age in order to
enable them to lead their life independently with dignity. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs.4,772.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.4,772.00 Lakh. During FY
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2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.5,423.40 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020
was Rs.3,533.00 Lakh and 30,130 ex-Devadasis have availed the pensionary benefit.

Maatrushree Yojane (2235-02-103-0-58)

This Scheme was launched in the year 2018-19. The State government has introduced this
scheme with the objective of improving the nutritional and health status of pregnant and
nursing mothers with a view to controlling the incidence of anaemia among them and
nutritional deficiency among infants. This scheme provides Rs.6000/- for the last trimester
of pregnancy and first trimester of the lactating period. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs.22,290.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.7,824.29 Lakh. During FY

2020-21, no allocation was made for the scheme.

Pradhana Mantri Maatru Vandana Yojana (2235-02-103-0-61):

This is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme with 60% (Centre) and 40% (State) sharing pattern.
The scheme aims to provide cash incentives for improved health and nutrition to pregnant
and lactating mothers from 0-6 months, and encouraging them to breast feed and to continue
exclusive breast feeding for six months along with other IYCF practices. An amount of
Rs.6,000/- 1s paid in 2 instalments. Eligible pregnant women receive Rs.3,000/- within 6
months of pregnancy and Rs.3000/- is paid within six months of child birth. These women
beneficiaries are also eligible for financial assistance under the Janani Suraksha Yojana
(NRHM). After disbursing the due amount to the beneficiaries as per Scheme guidelines,
the Anganwadi Workers (AWW) & Anganwadi Helpers (AWH) would receive a cash
incentive of Rs.200/- and Rs.100/- respectively. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation
of Rs.5,710.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.22,982.74 Lakh. During FY 2020-21,
against BE allocation of Rs.5,700.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was
Rs.16,056.47 Lakh and the number of women beneficiary was 3,88,612.

Swadhar Greh (2235-02-103-0-64)

This Scheme was launched in the year 2016. This scheme aims to provide protection to
destitute women by providing them temporary shelter facilities. The scheme is implemented
through NGOs. The ratio of funding between Centre and State is 60:40 respectively. A total
of 52 shelters are functional in the state. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of
Rs.472.76 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.425.57 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against
BE allocation of Rs.200.00 Lakh, no expenditure was incurred up to December 2020.The

number of beneficiaries was 1,362.

Samruddhi- KWDC (2235-02-103-0-66)

The Scheme is being implemented by the Karnataka State Women Development
Corporation (KSWDC) since 2016-17 for women belonging to BPL families and running
road side business. The objective of the scheme is to prevent their exploitation at the hands
of local money lenders charging exorbitant interest rates and to help them overcome
unemployment. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.300.00 Lakh the actual
expenditure was Rs.250.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, no allocation was made.

Ujjwala Scheme (2235-02-103-0-67)

This Scheme was launched in the year 2017-18. This is a new comprehensive scheme for
prevention of trafficking, rescue, rehabilitation and re-integration of victims of trafficking
and commercial sexual exploitation. The Scheme is implemented through NGOs. The ratio
of funding between Centre, State and NGO is 60:30:10 respectively. Currently, 20 NGOs
are implementing the scheme in the State. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of
Rs.100.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.68.58 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE
allocation of Rs.100.00 Lakh, no amount was released and the number of beneficiaries was

367.

Welfare Programmes for Women (2235-02-103-0-99)

This Scheme has three components.

Hostels for Girls (1991): This Scheme is for girls from rural areas to help them to continue
education, prevent dropouts, to increase literacy rates and to provide assistance for higher
education. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.532.00 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs.532.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.495.00
Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.80.73 Lakh and the number of

beneficiaries was 2,038.

(ii) Santhwana: This Scheme is implemented to provide counselling, legal assistance,

temporary shelter and financial relief to the victims of rape, sexual harassment, domestic
violence and dowry harassment. The scheme aims to empower women by providing training
to these women to be self-reliant. At present 194 Santhwana Centres are functioning 24X7
throughout the State. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.1,380.00 Lakh, the
actual expenditure was Rs.1,256.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, no allocation was made,
however Rs.1,200.00 Lakh has been re appropriated from the Bhagyalakshmi Scheme.
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(iii) Welfare Measures for Anganwadi Workers and Anganwadi Helpers (2001): This

Scheme is intended to provide relief in case of death and reimbursement of medical
expenses to Anganwadi workers and Anganwadi helpers who suffer from critical diseases.
During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.235.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was
Rs.177.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.100.00 Lakh, the
expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.27.80 Lakh and 56 Anganwadi workers and

Anganwadi helpers availed the benefit under this scheme.

Dhanashree (2235-02-104-2-07)

This programme is being implemented from the year 2016-17, onwards. The main objective
of the Scheme is to encourage HIV infected women in the age group of 18-60 years to take
up self-employment. Under this scheme each beneficiary is provided a loan of Rs.40,000/-
and subsidy of Rs.10,000/-. The loan amount of Rs.40,000/- needs to be repaid in 36
instalments. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.500.00 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs.500.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.200.00
Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.129.92 Lakh and the number of

beneficiaries was 256.

State Homes and Reception Centres (2235-02-106-0-06)

These centres provide shelter to women and girls who are in need of care and protection.

a. State Homes for Women: There are 8 State Homes for Women functioning in the State

where women in need of care and protection are admitted. The department encourages the
marriage of eligible women by providing financial assistance. Women in these homes
pursue higher studies in colleges, with the assistance of departmental training programmes
in tailoring, embroidery, garment manufacturing, traffic policing, beautician course,
computer skills which are some of the activities undertaken by these women with the

assistance from NGOs.

b.Reception Centres: There are 4 Reception Centres in the state. These centres receive women

and girls who are in need of care and shelter as voluntary cases and those sent by the courts
under the Immoral Traffic (Prevention) Act for training and future rehabilitation. Training
Programmes like tailoring, beautician course, Mehandi application, Kitchen gardening were
undertaken for the inmates with NGO assistance. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation
of Rs.680.74 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.682.35 Lakh
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During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.674.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to
December 2020 was Rs.309.50 Lakh and 12 centres are functioning in the State (8-State
homes and 4-Reception centres). A total of 632 women have been provided residence

facility.

New Pension System for Anganwadi Workers (2235-60-103-0-01)

This Scheme has been introduced to provide contributory pension benefits to Anganwadi
worker and Anganwadi helpers who retire from service at the age of 60 years on or after 31-
03-2011. The Anganwadi workers are paid a lump sum amount of Rs.50,000/- upon
retirement while the Anganwadi helpers are paid a lump sum amount of Rs.30,000/-. On
retirement between the age of 56-60 also, the same lump sum amount is provided. The
Anganwadi workers and Anganwadi helpers in the age group of 18-55 years are required to
contribute Rs.150/- and Rs.84/- respectively as monthly instalment and an equal amount is
contributed by the GoK. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.1,000.00 Lakh the
actual expenditure was Rs.1,000.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of
Rs.1,000.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.500.00 Lakh and the

number of Anganwadi workers and helpers who benefitted from the scheme was 71,706.

Construction of Houses to Devadasis (4235-02-103-1-03)

This Scheme is being implemented since the 2009-10. Ex-Devadasis who own a site and
who do not have a house, were provided with financial assistance of Rs.1.20 Lakh as unit
cost, for house construction. The State Government in its order dated 29" December 2015
has enhanced the unit cost to Rs.1.50 Lakh in rural areas and Rs.1.80 Lakh in urban areas.
The financial assistance is routed through Rajiv Gandhi Rural Housing Corporation
Limited. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.1,417.00 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs.1,417.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, no allocation was made.

Micro Credit Financing for SHGs (6235-60-800-0-06)

Under this Scheme, loan is being sanctioned to the members of SHGs to improve their
economic status. It is intended to provide interest free loan of Rs.1.00 lakh to Rs.2.00 Lakh
to the Stree Shakthi SHGs to establish their own enterprise or small business units. During
FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.500.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was
Rs.416.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.2500.00 Lakh, an
expenditure of Rs.500.00 Lakh was incurred till December 2020. A total of 200 women

members have benefitted.

Manaswini (2235-60-102-1-06)

The objective of this Scheme is economic empowerment of women and mainstreaming
them with the society. The Scheme is to help unmarried and divorced women between the
age group of 40 to 64 year by offering a pension of Rs.600/- per women per month. During
FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.8,286.00 Lakh the actual expenditure was
Rs.8,286.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.9,000.00 Lakh, the
expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.6,755.00 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 1,26,261.

Widow Pension for Farmers Suicide Cases (2235-60-102-1-08)

In order to protect the interest of the families which were facing financial crisis due to
farmers’ suicides, Government was providing pension to the widows of the farmers who
had received compensation from the agriculture department. The monthly widow pension
amount is Rs.2,000/- and the scheme is being implemented since 2015-16. During FY 2019-
20, against RE allocation of Rs.859.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.859.00 Lakh.
During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.6,500.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to
December 2020 was Rs.733.00 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 4289.

Pension to Acid Attack Victims (2235-60-102-1-09)

To enable victims of acid attack to lead a decent and respectful life in the society,
Government is providing monthly pension of Rs.3,000/- since 2015. During FY 2019-20,
against RE allocation of Rs.12.00 Lakh the actual expenditure was Rs.11.32 Lakh. During
FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.20.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020

was Rs.9.00 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 35.

Destitute Widow Pension (NSAP) (2235-60-102-2-01)

This Scheme is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme. The objective of the Scheme is to help
destitute widows. A monthly pension amount of Rs.600/- is given to the beneficiary. To
avail the benefit, the widow should be above 18 years and the prescribed income limit is
Rs.12,000/- per annum in rural areas and Rs.17,000/- per annum in urban areas. The pension
is paid till she remarries or her children start supporting her or her income limit crosses the
limit prescribed above or till her death. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of
Rs.1,29,216.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.1,29,216.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21,
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against BE allocation of Rs.1,30,000.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was
Rs.87,009.00 Lakh and the number of beneficiaries was 17,25,335.

Mass Marriages (2250-00-103-5-10)

The Scheme ‘Adarsha Vivaha Yojane’ is a State Scheme and the objective of this Scheme is
to encourage simple and mass marriages. An amount of Rs.10,000/- (one-time payment) in
the form of a deposit for two years is paid to couples who get married in mass marriages.
During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.200.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was
Rs.52.64 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.100.00 Lakh, the
expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.3.00 Lakh and the number of women
beneficiaries was 30. The less utilisation was due to Covid-19 situation, during which there

were less number of Mass Marriages.

Vajpayee Urban Housing Scheme (2216-02-101-0-07)

The Urban Ashraya Housing Scheme was launched in the year 2000-01 and was renamed
as Vajpayee Urban Housing Scheme in 2010-11. The present unit cost (cost per House) is
Rs.2.00 Lakh of which Rs.1.20 Lakh is in the form of subsidy from the Government of
Karnataka and Rs.50,000/- can either be a bank loan or beneficiary contribution whereas
Rs.30,000/- is compulsorily beneficiary contribution. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs.12,500.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.30,936.00 Lakh. During FY
2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.15,000.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020

was Rs.24,569.68 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 2,202.

Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Urban (2216-02-800-0-04)

This Scheme was launched during the year 2015 with an aim to provide ‘Housing For All
by 2022.” This Scheme is implemented for families with annual income ranging from
Rs.87,600.00 to Rs.18.00 Lakh. This scheme is implemented, in coordination with Vajpayee
Urban Housing Scheme and Dr. B.R.Ambedkar Housing Scheme in the jurisdiction of 214
local bodies like City Muncipal Corporation, Town Muncipal Corporation, City
Corporation, Town Panchayat etc. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of
Rs.25,000.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.32,659.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21,
against BE allocation of Rs.51,500.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was
Rs.19,151.52 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 9017.
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Ashraya — Basava Vasathi (2216-03-104-0-01)

In the year 2010-11, the Government of Karnataka renamed the Rural Ashraya Scheme as
Basava Vasathi Yojane. At present, unit cost of a house is Rs.1, 50,000/- of which
Rs.1,20,000/- is subsidy from the Government and Rs.30,000/- is beneficiary contribution.
Under this scheme, the houses are allotted to hut—dwellers on priority basis. The prescribed
limit on annual income of a women beneficiary is upto/below Rs.32,000/-.Since 2013-14,
the subsidy amount has been enhanced from Rs.75,000/- to Rs.1,20,000/. Remaining
amount of Rs.30,000/- is beneficiary contribution. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs.1,43,010.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.81,587.00 Lakh. During
FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.60,000.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December
2020 was Rs.28,932.43 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 38,694.

Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Nivas Scheme (2216-03-104-0-03)

This Scheme is being implemented since 2015-16 for providing housing facility to the
houseless families belonging to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes. This scheme is
being implemented in both rural and urban areas. Under this scheme, Rs.1.75 Lakh subsidy
is being provided in rural areas and Rs.2.00 Lakh in urban areas. The prescribed income
limit of the beneficiaries is Rs.32,000/- in Rural and Rs.87,600/- in Urban areas. During FY
2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.92,185.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was
Rs.76,836.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.75,000.00 Lakh, the
expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.43,033.55 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 18,679.

In order to encourage girl students who are studying in Non-Government Institution to
pursue Higher Education, the tuition fees is reimbursed by the Government under this
Scheme. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.656.00 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs.652.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.944.00
Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.113.00 Lakh and the number of girl

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Kittur Rani Chennamma Residential School for Girls (2202-02-110-3-03):

Kittur Rani Channamma Residential Saink School for Girls located at Kittur (Belagaum
District), is a unique institution in the country for girls in the age group of 10 to 18. The aim
of this institution is to provide liberal education with special emphasis on all-round
development, discipline, leadership and sainik-training. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs.503.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.503.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-
21, against BE allocation of Rs.503.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was
Rs.252.00 Lakh and the number of girl student beneficiaries was 354.

Women’s University-Bijapur (2202-03-102-0-22)

The Women’s University was established in 2003 with the objective of empowering women
by providing higher education and training. The salary expenditure of teaching and non-
teaching staff and development grants are provided under this Scheme. During FY 2019-20,
against RE allocation of Rs.1,274.56 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.1,310.56 Lakh.
During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.1,561.00 Lakh the expenditure up to
December 2020 was Rs.826.96 Lakh and the number of girl student beneficiaries was 2,546.

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EXPLANATORY NOTES ON CATEGORY ‘B’ PROGRAMMES AND
SCHEMES
Government programmes and schemes that are not exclusively designed for women and
cover and benefit both male and female population in the state, either directly or indirectly,
are classified as B category schemes. It is prescribed that the coverage of the women

beneficiaries under B category programmes and schemes should be minimum 30% and up

to 99%.

The ‘B’ category is further sub categorised as BY (Beneficiary Oriented) and BN (Non -
Beneficiary Oriented).

Under BY sub-category, the benefits of the programmes and schemes are provided directly
to individual beneficiaries. The benefits of the BY category programmes and schemes may
be monetary (eg. scholarship, financial assistance, social security and civilian
pensions, incentives, loans & subsidies etc) or non-monetary
(eg. textbooks/uniforms/bicycles/laptops to students, free & concessional bus passes to

specific categories of people, employment oriented skill training, health facilities, etc).

Under BN sub-category, the programmes and schemes benefit the target group indirectly
and women get such benefits through creation of infrastructure like schools, hostels,
hospitals, training centres, shelters, community halls, quarters, seed farms, fish seeds

reservoirs, rehabilitation centres, community bore wells, sports facilities etc.

During FY 2021-22, there are 818 programmes and schemes under ‘B’ Category out of
which 294 are BY and 524 are BN programmes and schemes. The allocation towards BY
and BN programmes and schemes is Rs. 11, 25,798 Lakh and Rs. 21, 34,428 Lakh
respectively. As a percentage to Consolidated Fund of Karnataka the Gender allocation

towards BY and BN programmes and schemes accounts for 4.57 % and 8.67 % respectively.

Demand 01: Agriculture and Horticulture

. National Food Security Mission - Other Crops and Oil Seeds (2401-00-102-0-08):

National Food Security Mission started during 2007-08 has been continued. NFSM is a
centrally sponsored scheme under which cluster / large scale demonstrations on recent
technologies are organized. This programme is aimed to enhance higher production of rice,
wheat and coarse cereals and commercial crops (cotton and sugarcane) in a sustainable
manner in identified districts. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 17,477.00
Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 5,777.26 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE
allocation of Rs. 24,277.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 1,595.80

Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 1, 48,757.

. New Crop Insurance Scheme (2401-00-110-0-07)

As per Gol directions, Karnataka has implemented Karnataka Raitha Suraksha Pradhan
Mantri Fasal Bima Yojane from Kharif 2016 season onwards. This scheme is aimed to
help the farmers during the event of crop loss, floods due to drought, unseasonal rains and
other natural calamities. The allocation is utilized for paying State share of the premium
subsidy to implementing Insurance Companies and also for administrative cost expenses
like cost of SIM charges, equipment for conducting CCEs, Trainings and Salary for
outsourced staff, stationery and other miscellaneous expenses. During FY 2019-20, against
RE allocation of Rs. 84,500.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 26,928.00 Lakh.
During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.90,000.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to
December 2020 was Rs. 20,870.44 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 3,

55,423.

. National Horticulture Mission (2401-00-119-4-06):

The major objective of the National Horticulture Mission is to enhance quality and
productivity of major horticultural crops by adopting new innovative technology; to develop
horticulture through cluster approach; to improve standard of living of farmers by increasing
their income and to provide employment opportunities to unemployed youths. During FY
2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 18351.24 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.

4,141.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs1,7500.00 Lakh the
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expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.2,718.16 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 14,898.

4. Krishi Bhagya (Horticulture) (2401-00-800-2-48)

Krishi Bhagya Yojane has been launched to harvest rain water effectively and efficiently.
Under this scheme Krishi Hondas (Water Storage / Pond) are constructed in the field for
maximum utilisation of water. The major objectives of the scheme are to construct green
house and shade net house to cultivate high value horticulture crops like vegetables and
flowers and also to establish nurseries. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.
6,000.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs1,170.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against
BE allocation of Rs. 3,300.00 Lakh has been made for this scheme.

5. Sericulture Development Programme (2851-00-107-1-35)
Karnataka, being a leading silk growing state, has a considerable number of women engaged
in sericulture. This scheme is aimed to increase cocoon and silk production for development
of silk farming in the state. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 5,733.42 Lakh,
the actual expenditure was Rs. 1,541.45 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation
of Rs. 5,533.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.893.52 Lakh and the
number of women beneficiaries was 588.

6. Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Yojane (2401-00-800-1-05)

The objective of this scheme is to provide financial assistance to the farmer. Government of
India is providing Rs.6000/- financial assistance in three instalments of Rs.2000/- once in
four months to the eligible farmers having cultivable land. The State Government is also
providing an additional Rs.4000/- financial assistance in two instalments to all the eligible
farmers from FY 2019-20 onwards. During FY 2019-20, RE allocation was of
Rs.1,50,000.00 Lakh and during FY 2020-21, BE allocation was of Rs.2,60,000.00 Lakh

towards this scheme

7. NMSA - Chief Minister's Sookshma Neeravari Yojane (2401-00-108-1-15)

This scheme is started with an objective to encourage judicious and efficient use of water in
the State and thereby enhancing the production and productivity. During FY 2019-20,
against RE allocation of Rs. 38,250.08 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.5,154.40 Lakh.
During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 34,218.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to
December 2020 was Rs. 1,642.86 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 9250.
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8. Sub-Mission on Agricultural Mechanisation — CSS (2401-00-113-0-02)

This scheme is being implemented to promote the usage of farm mechanization and to
increase the ratio of usage of farm power to cultivable unit area up to 2.0 KW/ha. The main
objective of this scheme is to spread the reach of farm mechanization to small and marginal
farmers and to the regions where availability of farm power is low. The scheme also
promotes ‘Custom Hiring Service Centres’ to offset the adverse economies of scale arising
due to small land holding and high cost of individual ownership. During FY 2020-21, against
BE allocation of Rs. 14,314.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 857.30

Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 2,931.

9. Comprehensive Horticulture Development (2401-00-111-0-08)

This scheme is intended for providing compensation against loss suffered by flowers, fruits
and vegetable growers as they are perishable. During 2020-21, because of lockdown due to
COVID -19 and it’s adverse effects, financial assistance was given for flowers crop loss
(Maximum Rs.25,000/Ha) and vegetables and fruit crop loss (Maximum Rs.15000/Ha.
During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 13,000.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure
was Rs. 1,434.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 7,600.00 Lakh,
the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 1,509.71 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 19,804.

10. Organic Farming and Millets Programmes (2401-00-104-0-12)

This scheme is being implemented in order to encourage the production of minor millets
and to increase farmers’ income. An incentive is provided to all categories of farmers who
grow minor millets like Navane, Haraka, Korale, Same and Odalu through DBT. Financial
assistance is also provided for the organic group certification for the area brought under
organic farming. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 7,572.00 Lakh, the
actual expenditure was Rs.121.49 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.
4,850.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 43.64 Lakh and the number

of women beneficiaries was 327.

11. Rainfed Area Development (2401-00-108-1-16)

Under this programme, the focus is upon promoting Integrated Farming System (IFS)
with emphasis on multi-cropping, rotational cropping, inter-cropping, mixed-cropping
with allied activities like horticulture, livestock and agro-forestry. It enables farmers not
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only in maximizing the farm returns for sustaining livelihood but also to mitigate the
impacts of drought, flood or other extreme events. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs. 6,065.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 121.64 Lakh. During FY
2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 1,667.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December

2020 was Rs. 67.73 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 388.

Demand 02: Animal Husbandry and Fisheries

12. Incentive to Milk Producers (2404-00-191-1-17)

This scheme is aimed to provide Incentive to the beneficiaries who supply milk to Milk
Producers Co-operative Societies. Under this scheme an incentive of Rs.5/ liter of milk to
the members of MPCS is being provided. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of
Rs. 1,35,327.20 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 51,758.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-
21, Rs. 1,25,000.00 Lakh BE allocation has been made for the scheme.

13. Assistance for Development of Inland Fisheries (2405-00-101-0-03)

This scheme was launched in the name of Matsya Krishi Asha Kirana that aimed to
provide assistance for development of Inland Fisheries in the state. The major objective
of the scheme 1s to promote inland fish production and supply of fish seed at a subsidised
rate to the fishermen. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 569.00 Lakh, the
actual expenditure was Rs. 554.12 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of
Rs. 850.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 208.51 Lakh and the

number of women beneficiaries was 76.
Demand 09: Co-operation

14. Enrolment of BPL, SC, ST, BC, Minority, Women and Physically Challenged
as members of all types of Co-Operatives (2425-00-108-0-58)

This scheme was launched during FY 2005-06 and modified during 2015-16. The scheme
aims at enrolling people belonging to BPL, SC, ST, Minority, Women and differently
abled as members of all types of cooperatives, thereby enabling them to obtain the
facilities made available by co-operatives. Financial assistance equivalent to the value of
one share of the Society is provided by the Govt. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs. 200.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 201.95 Lakh. During FY
2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 200.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020

was Rs. 18.40 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 3680.
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Demand 10: Social Welfare

15. Maintenance of Residential Schools (MDRSs) (KREIS) (2225-01-277-0-65)

This scheme is introduced to provide quality education for the SC, ST and BC students in
rural areas. These residential Schools based upon the model of Jawahar Navodaya Schools
are started for students who are socially and educationally backward with the aim of
providing quality education and help them in pursuing higher studies. This scheme is
providing financial assistance for maintenance of Moraji Desai Residential Schools
(MDRS) maintained by Karnataka Residential Educational Institution Societies (KREIS).
During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 40,081.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure
was Rs. 40,081.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 51,500.00
Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 28750.00 Lakh.

16. Scholarship for Minorities and Fee Reimbursement (2225-04-277-0-04)

Under this scheme, scholarship ranging from Rs. 3500 to Rs. 7500 is provided every year
based on the admission and tuition fees paid by the Degree, Post Graduate and Ph.D.
students for all the course/subjects in Govt., Govt. -aided, un-aided and private intuitions
in the state. Rs. 1, 00,000 scholarship is given annually to the students studying M.Phil.
and Ph.D. For students studying abroad scholarship from Rs. 20,000 upto Rs. 5,00,000 is
provided for 2 years. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 10,001.00 Lakh,
the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 991.49 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 97,517.

17. Schemes implemented under - Special Central Assistance for Scheduled Castes
Component Plan (2225-01-793-0-01)

This scheme is implemented under special central assistance for Schedule Caste
Component Plan to provide infrastructural facilities in Schedule Caste colonies, income
generation schemes and skill development training programmes and also for providing
financial assistance to the schedule castes. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of

Rs. 10,000.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 5,000.00 Lakh.

18. Self-Employment Scheme (2225-01-190-2-01)
Dr. B R Ambekar Development Corporation is providing loan to unemployed youths to
take up self-employment like dairy, petty shops, provision stores, cycle shops, small

industries, business and services etc. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.
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3,250.00 Lakh and during FY 2020-21, BE allocation of Rs. 7,500.00 Lakh has been made

for this scheme.

19. Dr. B.R.Ambedkar Housing Scheme (through RGHCL) (2225-01-283-0-10)

This scheme is aimed to provide housing facility to Schedule Caste families through Rajiv
Gandhi Housing Corporation Limited. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.
20,000.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs15,000.00 Lakh.

20. Ganga Kalyana - for Schedule Tribe (2225-02-102-0-04)
This scheme is aimed to provide irrigation facility to Schedule Tribe farmers. During FY

2020-21, BE allocation of Rs. 5,000.00 Lakh has been made for this scheme.
Demand 11: Women and Child Development
21. Scholarship to the Physically Handicapped (2235-02-101-0-05)

This programme was initiated in 1972 for providing financial assistance to the differently
abled students. Incentive and scholarship is given to the students under this scheme.
During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.596.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was
Rs.181.70 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.625.00 Lakh, the
expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.6.02 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 313.

22. NPDRP Programme for the Disabled (2235-02-101-0-53)

National Programme for Rehabilitation of Persons with Disabilities (NPDRP) is a flagship
programme that aims to provide facilities of education, employment, training, economic
rehabilitation, social security and other direct facilities. This programme also includes
honorarium to VRWs, MRWs and URWs. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of
Rs. 1,322.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.6,46.92 Lakh. During FY 2020-21,
against BE allocation of Rs. 4,377.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was

Rs. 582.60 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 1711.

23. Creches for Working Mothers (2235-02-102-0-13)

This scheme was launched in the year 2017 to assist the working mothers. The Creches
look after Children up to the age of 6 years of working mothers during their working
hours, both in urban and rural areas. The end - beneficiaries are both male and female
children of working mothers. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 833.65

Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 962.99 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE
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allocation of Rs. 500.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 93.83 Lakh

and the number of women beneficiaries/ girl children’s was 2,400.

24. Integrated Child Protection Scheme (2235-02-102-0-36)

The earlier schemes for protection of children like Juvenile Justice, Open Shelters for
children in need of care and protection in urban and semi urban Areas, Adoption and Child
Line Services etc., were merged into a new scheme called "Integrated Child Protection
Scheme" (ICPS) that was launched by the Government of India during 2009-10. This
scheme is being implemented in Karnataka from 2009-10 onwards with a sharing pattern
of 60% (Centre) and 40% (State) for helping the children in difficult circumstance and to
reduce vulnerabilities towards situations and actions that lead to their abuse, neglect and
exploitation as well as their abandonment and separation from their families.

1,508.11 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 1,410.00 Lakh, the
expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 360.67 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 114.
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27. Rural Sports and Games (2204-00-104-0-32)

This scheme is aimed to provide financial assistance for conducting Mass Sports,
providing equipment to Rural Sports Clubs, Inter Youth Club Tournaments and District
Sports Awards. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 707.39 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs. 693.13 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.

28. Incentive Scholarship to High School Students for Participating at State/

20, against RE allocation of Rs. 115941.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.
1,15,941.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 1,19,000.00 Lakh,
the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs74,383.00 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 3, 56,537.

33. New Social Security (Sandhya Suraksha) (NSAP) (2235-60-001-0-02)

This scheme has been launched to save the senior citizens of above 65 years from
economic crisis and also for mainstreaming them. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs. 3,48,130.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 3,38,272.16 Lakh.

Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 1,12,900.00 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE
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allocation of Rs. 1,33,155.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.
91,082.00 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 8, 16,338.

35 Monthly Financial Assistance to Endosulfan Victims (2235-60-102-1-05)

This scheme was started to provide Financial Assistance to the Endosulfan Victims. The
Karnataka Cashew Development Corporation began aerial spray of Endosulfan in
Karnataka in 1980 as a preventive measure to control the infestation in cashew
plantations. The aerial spraying continued for two decades before it was stopped in 2000
due to the proven serious adverse effects of this insecticide and acaricide on human health
leading to developmental and reproductive delay and damage and also health hazards
among children. Under this State Sector Scheme, the Government provides stipend and
free health services for the identified victims. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation
of Rs. 1,944.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.1,936.62.Lakh. During FY 2020-21,
against BE allocation of Rs. 2,100.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was
Rs.1,455.00 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,977.

36. National Family Benefit Scheme (2235-60-102-1-03)

This scheme was initiated to provide financial assistance to the families of Below Poverty
Line (BPL), in case of death of the primary breadwinner of the family irrespective of the
cause of death. A lump sum family benefit is provided to the family under this scheme.
During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 4,110.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure
was Rs. 4,069.40 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 4,000.00 Lakh,
the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.1,593.00 Lakh and the number of women

37. National Family Benefit Scheme - Funeral Expenses (2235-60-102-1-04)

This scheme provides financial assistance for funeral expenses in case of death of a head
of the family belonging to Below Poverty Line category. During FY 2019-20, against RE
allocation of Rs7274.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 7165.85.Lakh. During FY
2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 1500.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December
2020 was Rs595.00 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 3500.

38.  Mythri (2235-60-102-1-07)
This scheme was introduced in the year 2013 to provide financial assistance to
Transgender community in order to bring them to the mainstream by providing monthly

pension of Rs.600.00 for the age group 25 to 64. During FY 2019-20, against RE
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allocation of Rs. 112.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 112.00 Lakh. During FY

42. Reimbursement of fees to Private Schools under RTE (2202-01-102-0-05)

This is a State Sector Scheme implemented since 2012-13 to provide free and compulsory
education for the children aged between 6 to 14 years in neighbourhood schools till
completion of elementary education. This Scheme aims at providing equal opportunity
for the socially and economically backward/deprived children to achieve the goals of
Universalization of Elementary Education (1st to 8th Standard). Under this Scheme
allocation is utilized for the reimbursement of fees to private elementary school students
and SC and ST students (from SCSP and STSP funds). The benefit of reimbursement of
fees is extended to LKG students on priority. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation
of Rs. 50,000.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.49,997.72 Lakh. During FY 2020-
21, against BE allocation of Rs. 55,000.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020
was Rs. 49,297.00 Lakh and the number of girl student’s beneficiaries was 2, 19,859.

43. Vidya Vikasa Scheme- Incentive for Students (2202-01-109-0-03)

This State Sector Scheme was launched in 1986 and some new initiatives were added in
2006-07. The main objectives of this Scheme are to promote children's enrolment, to
facilitate access to school and to improve self-confidence among the students. Under this
Scheme free bicycles are provided for the students who are enrolled in 8" standard in
Government and Private aided schools. In addition, free uniforms, shoes, socks, textbooks
and activity books are provided to 1% to 10" class students. During 2020-21, Covid-19
adversely affected the functioning of primary and secondary schools due to which items
like bicycles, shoes and socks etc, could not be distributed resulting to less utilization.
During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 53,811.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure
was Rs.53,811.00.Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.39,046.00 Lakh,
the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 13,655.00 Lakh and the number of girl
students beneficiaries was 28,06,379.

44. Gnana Sangama- Computer Literacy (2202-03-103-2-09)

This scheme was initiated to provide ICT Facilities to the students of the degree colleges,
implementing Tele Education in KKRDB Colleges and providing free laptops to SC/ST
students studying in Government Engineering College and Govt/ Polytechnics. During
FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 1,323.65 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.

Under Rajiv Gandhi Loan scholarship scheme, subsidy is
provided for educational loans for both boys and girls. Scholarships are also provided to
students affected by HIV and Leprosy. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs.
600.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 1.50 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE
allocation of Rs. 500.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.125.00Lakh

and the number of women beneficiaries was 6,250.

46. Computer Literacy Awareness in Secondary Schools (2202-80-003-0-05)

The objective of this State Sector Scheme is to promote quality education in Government
Secondary Schools by adopting IT based modern education technology and exposing the
students of secondary schools to computer literacy. The programmes like IT@ school
project, Tele Education, EDUSAT and Radio programmes are conducted under this
Scheme. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 1,531.00 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs. 1,531.00 Lakh.

47. Quality Assurance Initiatives (2202-80-800-0-47)

Quality Assurance involves the systematic review of educational provision to maintain
and improve their quality, equity and efficiency. Under this State Sector Scheme, the
budgetary provision is given for the distribution of laptops to SSLC toppers of District
and Taluks, KSQAAC programmes and Science programmes. During FY 2019-20,
against RE allocation of Rs. 1,404.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 1,390.78.Lakh.
During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 500.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to
December 2020 was Rs 250.00 Lakh and the number of girl students beneficiaries was
1,50,508.

48. Student Motivation Initiative (2202-80-800-0-49)
This Scheme aims to motivate the students to participate in special curricular activities

such as Prathibha Karanji, Kreedakoota, Kalotsava, Science Exhibition, Yuva Samsath
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Mela etc. in the schools at Taluk, District, State and National levels which help in
identifying the hidden talents among the rural / Government and private school students.
In addition, extra classes are conducted for the students studying in minority language
schools in rural and urban areas. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 845.75
Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.4.01 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE

49. Samagra Shikshana Abhiyana — Karnataka (2202-01-113-0-01)

‘Samagra Shikshana-Karnataka’ functions as a Mission under the administrative control
of the State Project Director for facilitating Universalization of Education from Pre-
Primary up to Pre-University within a specified time frame as outlined by Govt. of India
and Govt. of Karnataka. The State works towards improving the transition rates across
the various levels of school education and ensure universal access to children to complete
school education. The scheme also enables in reaping the benefits of technology and
widening the access of good quality education across the State and across all sections of
the Society. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs. 29,940.00 Lakh, the
expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 918.00 Lakh and the number of women

beneficiaries was 28,59,153.
Demand 18: Commerce and Industries

50. Living-cum-Work-shed (2851-00-103-0-55)

This scheme was launched in the year 2009-10. The main objective of this programme is
to construct houses for weavers where they can also carry out weaving activities. During
FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 300.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.
225.00.Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs 200.00 Lakh

51. Weavers Package (2851-00-103-0-62):

Under this scheme, subsidy is provided to weavers for carrying out and sustaining
weaving activities by helping them financially for insurance, power loom and other
equipment. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 11,700.00 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs. 12,696.66 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.
6,900.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs.2,555.66 Lakh and the

number of women beneficiaries was 40,006.
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52. Implementation of Garment Policy (2852-08-202-7-01)

This schemes provides capital subsidy for textile industries, interest subsidy, entry tax
reimbursement, power subsidy, ESI/EPF to workers and additional incentives and
concession funds. The programmes under this policy provide training, incentives and
concession to MSME Textile Units/ Industries. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation
of Rs. 10,000.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 9,733.10 Lakh. During FY 2020-
21, against BE allocation of Rs. 20,100.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020
was Rs.12030.79 Lakh.

53. Assistance to Khadi Sector (2851-00-102-0-74)

This scheme is aimed for providing wage incentive to khadi spinner, weaver and other
artisans involved in the production of khadi products and also assisting for organising
exhibitions and publicity of khadi products. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of
Rs. 7,054.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 7,554.74 Lakh. During FY 2020-21,
against BE allocation of Rs. 3,000.00 Lakh, the expenditure up to December 2020 was
Rs. 1,440.00 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 4,572.

54. Weaver's Package-KHDC (2851-00-103-0-69)

This schemes aims for the developmental activities of Karnataka Handloom Development
Corporation (KHDC). The major components of the scheme are interest subsidy, financial
assistance for purchase of raw material and rebate on handloom products. During FY
2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 2,000.00 Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs.

56. Community Mental Health Programme in all Districts (2210-03-104-0-02)

centres are opened in each district. These centres function as day care and treatment centre
as well as rehabilitation centres for mentally ill person. These centres are run by
recognized NGOs. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 258.00 Lakh, the
actual expenditure was Rs. 141.98 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of
Rs. 258.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs. 21.80 Lakh.

57. National Health Mission (NHM) (2210-03-800-0-18)

National Rural Health Mission has strived to achieve progress in providing universal
access to equitable,affordable and quality health care which is responsive to the needs of
the people. Special initiatives have been taken for reducing child and maternal mortality
thus stabilizing population and maintaining gender and demographic balance. The key
features of the implementation of NRHM in Karnataka includes making public health
delivery system fully functional and accountable to the community by working in a
mission mode, decentralized planning, delegation of powers, human resource
management, community involvement, rigorous monitoring and evaluation against
standards, convergence of health related programmes and flexible financing. This scheme
is aimed to provide accessible, affordable and quality universal health care, both
preventive and curative, which would be accountable and at the same time responding to
the needs of the people. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 1,10,000.00
Lakh, the actual expenditure was Rs. 1,51,773.78 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE
allocation of Rs. 1,39,000.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs
1,09,754.58 Lakh..

58. Opening and maintenance of Government AYUSH Medical Colleges (Under
Graduate and Post Graduate) and Teaching Hospitals (2210-05-101-1-03)

Under this scheme, the allocation is utilized for activities of Bangalore, Mysore, Bellary
& Shimoga Govt. Ayurvedic Medical Colleges and attached Hospitals. The allocation is
also utilized for conducting Continued Medical Education (CME) Programmes,
educational tour, preventive, pro-motive and curative health programmes, home remedy
programmes, research programmes & related activities, AYUSH awareness programmes,

health camps, Expo’s, Training, workshops, seminars, guest lectures, conferences, IEC
programmes and other related activities. The scheme also covers publication and
advertisements, mobile health camps, procurement of Infrastructural materials and
equipment. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 7,400.93 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs. 17.55 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.
10,252.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs 128.23 Lakh and the

number of women beneficiaries was 85,509.

59. AYUSH- National Ayush Mission-CSS (2210-05-200-0-11)

This scheme covers the pay and allowances for CSS Units, procurement of equipment,
instruments, furniture and fixtures, medicines and chemicals etc., apart from other items,
goods and services required for development, maintenance and management of CSS units,
opening and maintenance of ISM&H units on PPP mode, creation of posts, outsourcing
of officers/staff. Salaries etc. It also provides for matching Grants to the works and
programmes related to the National Ayush Mission. and opening of ISM units in District
Hospitals. During FY 2019-20, against RE allocation of Rs. 6,084.29 Lakh, the actual
expenditure was Rs. 12.16 Lakh. During FY 2020-21, against BE allocation of Rs.
2,474.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs 10.82 Lakh and the number

of women beneficiaries was 24,769.

60. Oral Health for BPL Senior Citizens (2210-06-112-0-06)

Danta Bhagya Yojane was introduced with the main objective of providing free
complete dentures/Partial Denture (artificial teeth set) for BPL card holders. The project
is underway in 2 Government Dental Colleges, 7 District Hospitals (having Dental Labs)
and 43 Private Dental Colleges of Karnataka. Under this project for completely
edentulous patients over the age of 45 years having BPL card will be given complete
dentures free of cost and patients with 3 or more missing teeth can get partial dentures.
For each complete Denture an amount of Rs. 750 and for partial denture Rs. 300 is paid
to the Dental Colleges towards expenses of consumables for the fabrication of the
dentures. Apart from giving free complete dentures, this programme also focuses on
prevention of dental diseases and oromucosal lesions as well as educating people about
the importance of maintaining good oral health and hygiene. During FY 2019-20, RE
allocation of Rs. 50.00 Lakh, has been made under this scheme. During FY 2020-21,
against BE allocation of Rs.100.00 Lakh the expenditure up to December 2020 was Rs

14.76 Lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 169.
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61. Ayushman Bharat - Pradhana Mantri Jana Arogya Yojane (PMJAY) (2210-
80-101-0-01)

Since Karnataka already had rolled out Arogya Karnataka Scheme, an integration of both
the schemes Ayushman Bharat and Arogya Karnataka was envisaged to achieve
operational efficiency with common coverage, scope and implementation modalities
under a co-branded name “Ayushman Bharat - Arogya Karnataka”. The integrated
scheme called “Ayushman Bharat - Arogya Karnataka” is implemented in an Assurance
Mode. This scheme was further renamed as Ayushman Bharata - Pradhana Mantri Jana

Arogya Yojane(PMJAY) under HoA 2210-80-101-0-01 during 2020-21.
Under the new scheme the patients availing healthcare services are categorized as:
