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GENDER BUDGET 2025-26: AN OVERVIEW

1. Introduction

Gender Budgeting has been regarded as an effective fiscal
instrument in the attainment of gender equality worldwide. It is a
tool with potential to directly promote women’s development and
empowerment through allocation of resources for women-oriented
programmes. Gender budgets reflect the policy interventions and
their respective budgetary allocations made by the government in the
process of attaining the goals and objectives of gender equity. While
there are specific schemes and programmes for the cause of
women’s welfare there are many others where the benefits accruing to women are engrained in
the overall scheme of government programmes. Eventually these interventions are aimed at
achieving overall empowerment of women and girls. Gender budgeting contributes
significantly for the cause of mainstreaming gender within the overall framework of fiscal
policy of any government.

2. Sustainable Development Goals and Gender Equality:

The importance of mainstreaming gender development has
been widely recognised and is assigned a stand-alone goal-5 in the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) 2030. The primary objective
of the goal is to end all discrimination against women and girls which
is a basic human right and a pre-requisite for attaining sustainable
development. Goal 5 calls for ending all forms of violence, trafficking
and sexual exploitation of women and girls. SDG India Index report
2023-24 emphasises that recognizing and valuing unpaid care and domestic work is a key
component of this goal. The report highlights the importance of full and effective participation
and equal opportunities for leadership at all levels of decision-making in political, economic,
and public life for women. Agenda for SDG is to “leave no one behind”. To measure India's
performance towards the Goal of Gender Equality, nine national level indicators have been
identified. The proposed targets work towards elimination of barriers to achieve gender
equality. Elimination of the deeply entrenched gender inequality and their empowerment is
expected to achieve a holistic transformation of society at large.

Karnataka has been making steady progress in attaining gender equality with an
improvement in the SDG-Goal 5 score from the “aspirant’ category with a score of 47 in 2018
to ‘performer’ category with a score of 51 in 2023-24. Recent initiatives such as ‘Shakti’ and
‘Gruhalakshmi’ have great potential in furthering women’s development through enhanced
female labour force participation, reduced levels of school dropout and economic
empowerment.
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3. Gender Budget in India:

India has long recognised the need for promoting women’s welfare and has attained
global recognition for its gender budget initiatives. The Women Component Plan (WCP),
introduced during IX Plan (1997 — 2002), was the first major step taken by the Government of
India to address women related issues and requirements on a systematic basis. The WCP
ensured that minimum 30 per cent of funds or benefits are earmarked for women under the
various beneficiary oriented schemes and programmes implemented by the Ministries /
Departments. In 2004, the Ministry of Finance (Gol) constituted an Expert Group on
‘Classification of Government Transactions’ headed by Dr. Ashok K Lahiri, “...to examine the
feasibility of and suggest the general approach to Gender Budgeting and economic
classification”. The report titled ‘Report of the Expert Group Constituted to Review the
Classification System for Government Transactions’ (July 2004) recommended that all
schemes and programmes of the Government may be classified from the gender perspective
into the following three categories:

i. Women-Oriented schemes and programmes with 100 percent pro-women allocation;

ii. Schemes and programmes that have a significant (over 30 percent) allocation for women;
and

iii. Schemes and programmes that cannot have gender sensitive elements.

Following the recommendations of the Committee, Gender Budget Statement 20 was
introduced in the Union Budget for the year 2005-06 for the first time. In the Budget speech
2006-07, Union Finance Minister highlighted the significance of gender budget as “Gender
based budgeting helps to prioritize and orient public expenditure to reflect the concerns of
women. To give focus to this, a Gender Budget Cell would be set up in the Finance Department
to identify the quantum of resource allocation and expenditure for women and proper translation
of policy commitments” (para 25). From 2017-18 onwards, Gender Budget Statement is being
published under Statement No. 13 in the Expenditure Profile of the Union Budget. This
Statement categorises the gender schemes and programmes into two parts; Part ‘A’ comprising
100 percent women specific schemes and programmes i.e., those which have 100 percent
allocation for women and Part ‘B> comprising 30 percent women specific schemes and
programmes i.e., at least 30 percent of the allocation for women.

4. Gender Budgeting in Karnataka

Genesis:

The Ashok Lahiri Committee (July 2004) recommended pilot introduction of GB in one
of the states and Karnataka was chosen for this purpose. Karnataka is one of the first few states
in India to undertake Gender Budgeting soon after the launch of the national level initiatives
and has been making steady progress year on year in strengthening the preparation. The state
has been in the forefront in the launch of fiscal reforms and public expenditure management,
starting with the framing of the Fiscal Responsibility Act (FRA) in 2002, the first state in the
country and ahead of the Government of India. Many of its initiatives have been well-
institutionalised.
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A Gender Budget Cell (GBC) was established by the Finance Department, Government
of Karnataka, vide G.O No. FD 21 GIE 2005, Bangalore, dated 29th January 2007, in the Fiscal
Policy Analysis Cell (FPAC).

Karnataka’s first Gender Budget was presented in the State Budget 2007-08 Financial
Year (FY). Since then, Gender Budget has been prepared and presented to the State Legislature
every year. FPAC was merged with Fiscal Policy Institute (FPI) in 2013 and Gender Budget
Cell has been housed at the FPI and assigned the responsibility of preparing the Gender Budget
every year and to build the capacity of the concerned officers with the concepts and preparation
process of all the departments. The Karnataka’s persistent gender budgeting initiative has
carved out a place for itself among the Indian states.

Major Highlights:

e Gender audit: CAG has been conducting GB audit since March 2010. The findings of the
audit of GB have been published in the report of the State Finances audit report from 2009-
10 onwards.

e Categorisation: The State Sector and District Sector Schemes identified under Gender
Budgeting have been published as separate statement in the Gender Budget Document from
FY 2015-16. In case of State Sector, the schemes and programmes have been classified as
‘Direct Beneficiary/ Individual’(Y) and Indirect Beneficiary/ Community Oriented (N)’
schemes and programmes under Category ‘A’ (AY and AN) and Category ‘B’ (BY and BN)
whereas in District Sector; the schemes and programmes have been classified as Category
‘A’ and Category ‘B’.

e Expansion: The state’s gender intervention has expanded over time not merely in financial
allocations, more importantly in increasingly catering to the diverse needs of women. The
schemes and programmes encompass all the phases of the life of a woman, from birth till
old age. Gender schemes that directly benefit women and girls (Category A schemes) have
increased from 44 (2008-09) to 79 (2025-26) schemes over time, while the total schemes (A
and B categories together) have increased from 703 to 953. These schemes and programmes
can be broadly categorised under safety and security, education, health, economic
empowerment, social security etc.

e Monitoring: In an initiative to strengthen the monitoring process, Government of Karnataka
has constituted a high-level committee headed by the Additional Chief Secretary and
Development Commissioner with the Secretaries of all departments to monitor the progress
of the implementation of the programs of various departments during 2013.

e Further, to monitor the implementation of the Mission Shakti Schemes, Committee headed
by the Additional Chief Secretary and Development Commissioner at the State Level and
Committee headed by the District Commissioner of the respective district at the District
level were constituted during November 2022.

e Standard Operating Procedure (SOP): With a view to standardising the set of procedures
and streamlining the processes involved in various activities and aspects in the preparation
of gender budget, the Standard Operating Procedures was published by the FPI during 2022-
23. The aim of the SOP is to guide the officials involved in the task of Gender budget
preparation to conduct the assigned tasks in a more efficient way and minimise errors by
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providing clear cut common guidelines to all departments for categorisation of schemes and
programmes resulting in standardized classification and identification of schemes. SOP
contains step by step guidelines, a set of principles, instructions, directions, and other
information as is required to complete the tasks meaningfully. The SOP is expected to serve
as a valuable resource for all gender budget related trainings and also as an important
reference for planners, stake holders working in various departments in planning and budget

sections for classifying the schemes correctly.

e The gender development initiatives were spearheaded further with the announcement of
schemes that directly benefit women and girls like ‘Gruhalakshmi’, ‘Shakti’ ‘Koosina
Mane’ etc., in the 2023-24 budget by earmarking substantial allocations.

5. Institutionalisation of the GB process:

Government of Karnataka has streamlined the year on year
preparation of the Gender Budget by clearly assigning the roles and
responsibilities. The process commences with the issuance of GB
circular by the Finance Department. GB circular for 2025-26 FY
was issued by the FD to all the Administrative Departments of
Government of Karnataka. (No. FD 28 BPE 2024 (1) dated
07.11.2024) Department of Women and Child Development is the
Nodal Department to collaborate with all the administrative
departments as well as the Fiscal Policy Institute (FPI) in the
preparation of Gender Budget and obtaining required information

in this regard. FPI is a key stakeholder in the compilation of the Gender Budget Statement. FPI
is responsible for the capacity building as well as preparation of the GB Statement in
consultation with Department of Women and Child Development (DWCD), Government of

Karnataka.

6. Gender Budget 2025-26: Methodology

Karnataka has adopted a very unique method of
categorising the schemes and programmes and budgetary
allocations to provide a clear understanding of the nature and
extent of resource allocation to tone-up the informed budgetary
decision making process. The system of classification also enables
an understanding of the mode and manner of the impact of
budgetary allocations towards women development in Karnataka.

The broad categories include ‘A’, ‘B’ and ‘C’. ‘A’ and ‘B’ categories are further

categorised into AY:AN and BY: BN.

Details of the GB categories include:

i) Gender oriented schemes and programmes under ‘A’
Category

Schemes and programmes that are categorised under the
‘A’ are exclusively for women and girls, with 100% financial
allocation to women. These benefits are provided to women in
general and in particular to select categories of women and girls
like Devadasis, victims of acid attack and domestic violence,
widows, adolescent girls, pregnant and lactating mothers, differently abled women, women
from SC, ST and minority background etc.

‘A’ Category is subdivided into ‘AY” and ‘AN’. ‘AY” includes individual based and
direct beneficiary-oriented programmes. The direct and individual specific benefits may be
monetary or non-monetary. Number of beneficiaries and individual monetary/non-monetary
benefit can be identified under this category.

‘AN’ Category includes programmes that render indirect benefits with community
orientation. These are benefits accruing collectively to a group of women and girls, such as
Women co-operative societies, women Self-Help Groups (SHGSs), infrastructure created
specifically for women like working women’s hostels, etc.

i) Gender Oriented schemes and programmes under
‘B’ Category

The Government schemes and programmes that are

not exclusively designed for women, however, cover both

men and women population in the state and the benefits that

category schemes and programmes. The coverage of the .. II
women beneficiaries under the ‘B’ category schemes and

reach women either directly or indirectly, are classified as ‘B’
programmes ranges from 30 per cent to 99 per cent.

The benefits of the ‘BY” sub-category schemes and programmes may be monetary or
non-monetary and are beneficiary oriented. Under the ‘BN’ sub-category, women get benefits
indirectly/ community oriented through creation of infrastructure like schools, hostels,
hospitals, training centres, shelters, community halls, seed farms, fish seeds reservoirs,
rehabilitation centres, community bore wells, sports facilities etc.
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iii) Schemes and programmes under ‘C’ Category
There are certain schemes and programmes which may be universalistic in nature as

they are meant for development of general population at large and do not have any gender
specific purpose. They are categorised under the <C’.
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The criteria for identification of AY:AN:BY:BN and C in State Budget are as follows:

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7. Categorisation of schemes and programmes for Gender Budget:

Methodology adopted by the GoK for categorisation of
schemes and programmes for Gender Budget purpose is very distinct
and unique. This exercise is undertaken every year soon after the \
Gender Budget circular is issued. The FPI, DWCD and the 2o
Department concerned undertake a review of each and every ]]l][l[l_ ’
programme and scheme based on the objectives, the nature of &
benefits, beneficiaries of schemes and programmes and the size of /0‘
allocation at 12 digit budget classification to categorise them as
under AY, AN, BY, BN. We have also used information up to 15-digit budget classification for
identification and categorisation of schemes and programmes. This process has helped in taking
into account changes in the program design, the nature of allocation incurred during the
financial year under consideration while classifying the schemes and programmes and thus help
minimise the categorisation errors. Hence, a programme and scheme which is under one
category in the previous year need not be in the same category in the next financial year. This
process has also helped the administrative departments to make their policies and schemes and
programmes more gender friendly.

8. Processes involved in Gender Budget preparation:

i) Issuance of Gender Budget Circular:
The Finance Department, GoK issues the Gender Budget —
circular to all Administrative Departments every financial year. The J—
circular also contains prescribed formats for furnishing information on —

gender specific schemes and programmes to the Fiscal Policy Institute.
The Gender Budget 2025-26 Circular (No. FD 28 BPE 2024 (1) dated
07.11.2024) was issued to all administrative departments by the Finance Department.

il) Orientation Training Programme:
Fiscal Policy Institute organizes specific orientation and ‘—C/
training programmes to the officers concerned from each of the
administrative departments focusing upon their schemes and
programmes to be included in the Gender Budget, in coordination
with DWCD. The objective of these orientation and training n“
programme is to guide, handhold and enable the departments to
identify and classify their gender specific schemes and programmes
as per the criteria explained above.
Fiscal Policy Institute conducted orientation programme for GB 2025-26 during the

period from 3-6 December 2024, for 124 officers representing all the Departments/Corporations
concerned.

iii) Validation workshop
After the conduct of orientation / training programmes for a o
various administrative departments, Fiscal Policy Institute organises
department specific validation workshops in co-ordination with a o ¢
DWCD. The purpose is to reconfirm and validate the identification and 8 =
classification of gender specific schemes and programmes. The
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department wise validated and consolidated list of schemes and programmes is sent to DWCD
for concurrence.

Fiscal Policy Institute conducted validation workshops for GB 2025-26 during the
period from 16™ to 17" January 2025 for 93 officers from all the Departments/Corporations
concerned.

iv) Concurrence for Identification and Categorization of Gender Budget Schemes and
programmes from DWCD:

As stipulated in the GO No. FD 08 GIE 202 dated 29.01.2021 the identification and
categorization of the schemes and programmes as validated by the administrative departments
concurrence is obtained from the Department of Women and Child Development (DWCD) on
5t March 2025.

V) Preparation of Gender Budget 2025-26

The validated Gender schemes and programmes by the
concerned administrative departments categorised with the
concurrence of DWCD along with their programme descriptions are
presented in this volume both in Kannada and English languages.

. Interpreting the gender budget: Clarifications

The annual GB categorisation undergoes changes depending on the likely modifications
effected in the design, objectives and coverage of the schemes and programmes in the respective
Financial Year. Hence, there is a possibility of an interchange of categories and the number of
schemes by each category also may vary. Such annual variations may give the impression that
identification and categorisation of schemes and programmes is not consistent over the years.
In an effort to prevent such mis interpretations, clarifications regarding the manner in which the
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schemes and programme categorisation is undertaken in the GB Statement are provided below.
Any attempt to draw inferences without taking these aspects into consideration will lead to
erroneous conclusions on the Gender Budget statements.

The programme categorisation as under AY:AN:BY:BN and C can undergo changes
from year to year depending on the:

i) Design of the schemes and programmes:

Design of a program in terms of the intended/targeted
beneficiary is used as a key parameter to assign the schemes and
programmes under AY: AN: BY: BN categories. There have .
been instances of changes in the policy in terms of
intended/targeted  beneficiary which may necessitate
reclassification of a particular programme and scheme under the
respective category. For instance, GoK had launched bicycle
distribution programme for girls in 2006-07 to reduce the
dropout rate among girls studying in 8th standard. As per the nature of benefit, this scheme was
categorised as ‘A’ (Later on ‘AY”’). Subsequently GoK has extended this benefit to boys too in
the year 2007-08. After this change, the programme and scheme gets categorised under ‘B’
(Later on ‘BY’). Hence, the number of schemes and programmes that form a part of the
categories AY:AN:BY:BN not only depends on the new schemes and programmes announced
under the respective category but also on the changes brought about in the existing schemes
and programmes. The changes in the categorisation of schemes and programmes are mainly
based on beneficiary orientation during the year under consideration, hence, classification of
the schemes and programmes is likely to change from year after year. Under such circumstances
it is incorrect to state that GB statement lacked consistency. Therefore, year on year
comparisons of the number of schemes and programmes by GB categories are to be desisted as
they can lead to wrong conclusions.

ii) Budgetary Allocation of schemes and programmes:
For schemes and programmes under the B category 30 percent

of the total allocation of each scheme and programmes under State and
District sectors is apportioned for women including girls. Since the
identification and categorisation schemes and programmes under
AY:AN:BY:BN are subject to change year on year, there is every
likelihood that expenditure indicated under a particular category may l I
reflect year to year variations and may not show a consistent
increase/decrease. Therefore, it will be incorrect to undertake/ attempt
any trend analysis of such budgetary allocations. In addition, there can be instances where even
if an expenditure item by nomenclature may indicate women orientation but the expenditure
incurred could be towards administration of the scheme etc. which does not qualify to be
included under the program expenditure. It is also important to note that one object head can
have more than one scheme related expenditure incurred for varied purposes.
iii) Statements 4, 5 and 6:

For schemes and programmes under the ‘B’ category 30 percent of the total allocation
of each programme and scheme under State and District sectors is apportioned for women
including girls. However, due to data related issues such as apportionment of exact Gender
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allocation under each programme and scheme is not reflected in statement 4, 5 and 6. Instead,
the entire allocation of schemes and programmes is provided in the aforesaid statements.
However, Highlights of Gender Budget in section 10 reflect the 30 percent of the total allocation
as Gender Allocation. Hence, any GB analysis has to take the figures given in the Highlights
(Section 10) for consideration. There is also every possibility that some departments may be
spending much higher or lower than 30 percent.

10. Highlights of Gender Budget FY 2023-24 to FY 2025-26

Gender Budget allocations take into account 100 percent allocation under the ‘A’
category schemes and programmes. As of now, in the absence of gender disaggregate data on
the beneficiaries of each programme and scheme under the ‘B’ category, 30 percent of the total
allocation of each programme and scheme under State and District sectors is apportioned for
women including girls. Category-wise schemes and programmes and allocations under various
Demand Numbers for FY 2023-24 (Accounts), FY 2024-25 (BE & RE) and FY 2025-26 (BE)

are given in Statements No. 1 to Statement 6.

Based on the identification and classification of Gender oriented schemes and programmes in FY 2025-26, gender
allocations are calculated for FY 2025-26 (BE). For comparison purpose, gender allocations for FY 2023-24
(accounts) and FY 2024-25 (BE & RE) are calculated using the same identification and classification of Gender
oriented schemes and programmes in FY 2025-26. Hence, the data presented in table above is not comparable with
the corresponding estimates in previous years.
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I. Gender Budget Allocation:

As seen in table 1, the total Gender Budget Allocations in FY 2025-26 (BE) is Rs. 94,08,351.52
lakh, as against Rs. 69,99,194.04 lakh in 2023-24 (A/c), an increase by 25.60%. Total number
of Gender Budget schemes and programmes has increased from 944 in 2023-24 to 953 in 2025-
26. The share of ‘A’ and ‘B’ categories and their composition in the Gender Budget 2025-26
(BE) and 2024-25 (RE) are given below:

Distribution of GB Allocation for the period 2023-24 to 2025-26 are presented in Fig.1. It can
be observed that the share of Category A has increased from 37.33% to 42.60% and the share
of Category B has decreased from 62.27% to 57.40%.

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EXPLANATORY NOTES ON CATEGORY 'A' SCHEMES AND PROGRAMMES

Government schemes and programmes that are designed exclusively and specifically
for women at large and that benefit women directly (individually) or indirectly (collectively)
are classified under the A category. Hence, schemes and programmes under the A category
are 100 percent women centric.

Category A is further classified into AY and AN. The AY sub-group relates to
schemes which provide direct and individual benefits to women/girls. Direct and individual
benefits can be financial/non-financial. Under this category, the number of beneficiaries as
well as individual financial and non-financial benefits can be identified.

The AN category pertains to indirect beneficiaries under A category which includes
programmes that provide indirect and collective benefits. Such benefits reach women and girl
groups through schemes that provide a collective benefit. Examples include Women Co-
operative Societies, Women Self Help Groups (SHGs), and physical facilities like working
women's hostels that are created especially for a group of women who enjoy a common
benefit.

The allocation and number of schemes and programmes under the AY and AN
category during the last three years are highlighted in the following table:

In the FY 2025-26 Budget document, there are 79 schemes and programmes under A
category out of which 46 are AY, 11 are AN State sector schemes and programmes and 22
are AY & AN District sector schemes and programmes. The total allocation towards A
category is 340,07,431.68 lakh. The allocation for AY, AN and District sector schemes and
programmes is 31064049.32 lakh, ¥34343.67 lakh and ¥2909038.69 lakh respectively.

In the following explanatory notes on category 'A' schemes and programmes, it may
be noted that the Central Share is given first followed by State Share for the Centrally
Sponsored Schemes (CSS). Heads of Accounts are also indicated in brackets wherever two
HoAs are created separately. However, for these schemes, the combined allocations of
Central and State Governments are given in the programme description. For budgetary
allocation details from the Central and State Governments, Gender Budget Statements 1, 2
and 3 may be referred to.
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The description of all schemes and programmes under the AY and AN category given
here contains revised estimate allocations and actual expenditure up to March 2024 for the
year 2023-24 and budget estimate for the year 2024-25. The scheme description, and budget
estimates, expenditure and beneficiary details are as provided by the respective departments.

Details of the schemes and programme under the subcategory AY are as follows:

I. STATE SECTOR SCHEMES
A. Direct/Individual Schemes (AY)

+ Demand No 02: Animal Husbandry and Fisheries

1. Grants to Animal Husbandry Co-operatives (2403-00-195-0-01)

This scheme was started in FY 2022-23. The objective of this scheme is to foster women’s
economic empowerment by promoting backyard farming. Scheme provides 5-week-old 20
chicks free of cost to each of the 85 rural farmer women members registered in one women's
self-help group in one taluk of each district. The government Kukkuta Kendras, and Kukkuta
co-operative societies are registered with Mahamandal to supply chicks. During FY 2023-24,
as against the RE allocation of R100 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 399.99 lakh,
and the number of women beneficiaries was 2,635. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation
was 100 lakh.

% Demand No 05: Home and Transport

2. Free Bus Pass to Widows of Freedom Fighters (3055-00-190-0-08)
This scheme was started in 2009. Under this scheme, free bus passes were issued for lifetime
to the wives and widows of the freedom fighters by all the four Road transport corporations
viz; KSRTC, NWRTC, KKRTC, and BMTC with effect from 2022. They can travel in all
types of buses, and persons above 75 years can travel with one companion. During FY 2023-
24, the entire RE allocation of %2.20 lakh was utilised up to March 2024, and the number of
women beneficiaries was 42. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %1.65 lakh.

3. Shakthi Scheme (3055-00-190-0-16)

This scheme was started in FY 2023-24. Under this scheme all women (including girl
students) and transgenders are allowed to travel free in general and express (excluding AC
and luxury) buses of all the four State Road Transport Corporations of Karnataka viz;
KSRTC, NWKRTC, Hubli, KKRTC, Kalburgi and BMTC across the State of Karnataka.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 22,80,000 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was %3,20,000 lakh (including opening balance), and the number of trip tickets
obtained by women beneficiaries was 1.83 crore. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
%5,01,500 lakh.

% Demand No 10: Social Welfare
4. Micro Credit to S.Ts through Self Help Women Groups (SHG) (2225-02-190-2-
07)
Under this scheme, the Karnataka Maharshi Valmiki Scheduled Tribes Development
Corporation Limited (KMVSTDCL) provides financial assistance to members of women
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SHGs to start small businesses. Each member is provided maximum financial assistance of
325,000 that consists of 315,000 as a subsidy component and the balance 310,000 as loan.
During FY 2023-24, the entire RE allocation of X5,000 lakh was utilised up to March 2024
and the number of women beneficiaries was 190. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
5,000 lakh.

% Demand No 11: Women and Child Development

5. Chetana and Rehabilitation of Devadasi women (2235-01-202-3-01)
The Chetana Scheme was launched in 2012-13. Under this scheme, the Karnataka State
Women Development Corporation (KSWDC) provides financial assistance of 330,000 to sex
workers to lead a dignified life by taking up alternative livelihood opportunities.
The Rehabilitation of Devadasi Women Scheme was started from 1992-93. The scheme is
in pursuit of the attainment of objectives of the Karnataka Devadasis (Prohibition of
Dedication) Act, 1982, with an overarching aim of facilitating economic, social, and political
empowerment of women. The objective of this scheme is to encourage Devadasi women
freed from this practice to engage in income-generating activities and lead a dignified and
decent life. An incentive of 30,000 is given to ex-devadasi women above 45 years of age to
engage in income generating activities to economically empower them. During FY 2023-24,
the entire RE allocation of 3537.20 lakh was utilised up to March 2024, and the number of
women beneficiaries was 667 under Chethana Scheme and 716 under Rehabilitation of
Devadasi Women Scheme. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3555.44 lakh

6. Interest Subsidy for Women through KSFC (2235-02-001-0-10)

This scheme was started in 2014-15. The Karnataka State Financial Corporation (KSFC)
provides financial assistance to women to start small, medium, and large-scale industries. The
assistance is in the form of a loan ranging from X5 lakh to I500 lakh. The Karnataka State
Women Development Corporation (KSWDC) provides an interest subsidy of @10% on the
interest charged by the KSFC for a period of 5 years. During FY 2023-24, the entire RE
allocation of 5,200 lakh was utilised up to March 2024, and the number of women
beneficiaries was 1,545. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %5,500 lakh

7. Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSP Act 2013 (2235-02-001-0-11)
The unspent amount of SCSP under the SCSP Act, 2013, is aimed at being utilized to provide
housing facilities for the ex-devadasis through the Rajiv Gandhi Housing Corporation. The
unspent amount under TSP is utilized to provide no-interest loans up to a maximum of < 20
lakh as per the cost of the microcredit unit plan meant for economic empowerment of
Scheduled Tribe women living in Raichur, Bellary, Chitradurga, Davanagere, Koppala,
Chamarajanagar, Mysore, Coorg, Shimogga, Uttara Kannada, and Chikkamagalore districts
in the state. The physical target is fixed for 17. During FY 2023-24, the entire RE allocation
0f 199.48 lakh was utilised up to March 2024, and the number of women beneficiaries under
SCSP and TSP was 47 and 85, respectively. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
%757.10 lakh.
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8. Interest Subsidy for Women through Karnataka State Women Development
Corporation (KSWDC) (2235-02-001-0-12)
This Scheme was started in 2018-19 to enhance the work efficiency of Women Supervisors
working in the Women and Child Development Department. An interest subsidy for the loan
up to a maximum of 50,000 is provided to Women Supervisors for purchasing any two-
wheeler. During FY 2023-24, the entire RE allocation of %2 lakh was utilised up to March
2024, and the number of women beneficiaries was 04.

9. Hostels for Disabled Women (2235-02-101-0-50)

This scheme was introduced in 2006 to encourage women with disabilities to pursue
education and employment. The department has been providing hostel (lodging) facilities for
disabled female employees, trainees and girl students, and only trainees, and girl students get
boarding facilities. Under this scheme, 25 women’s hostels in 25 districts are being run
through voluntary organisations funded by the State Government to promote the education
and employment of young women with disabilities in rural areas. Lodging facility is provided
for 50 employed women with disabilities, girl students and trainees in each hostel. During
FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 3309 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 3395.08 lakh (including opening balance), and the number of women beneficiaries was
925. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3450 lakh.

10. Bhagya Lakshmi (2235-02-102-0-25)

This Scheme was launched in 2006-07. The Government of Karnataka decided to implement
Bhagya Lakshmi Scheme through the "Sukanya Samrudhi Yojana" of the Department of
Posts, Government of India, from 2021-22 onwards. An amount of 3,000 per annum is
deposited in the name of only two daughters of single BPL families in the Sukanya Samrudhi
Account for 15 years. The approximate maturity amount is X1,27,000. Withdrawals up to a
maximum of fifty percent (50%) of the amount from the account is allowed after the girl
student passes the 10" standard for the purpose of higher education. Pre-mature withdrawal is
also permissible before attainment of 21 years of age in the case of marriage, provided the
girl child is not less than 18 years of age. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of
X18,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X17,940.84 lakh and the number of girl
beneficiaries was 5,80,749. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 322,400 lakh.

11. One stop Centre (2235-02-102-0-42)
This programme was started in 2016. The objectives of the programme are to provide
counselling, medical assistance, legal and police assistance, and temporary shelter under one
roof to violence-affected women. One Stop Centres (Sakhi) are functioning in all 31 districts
in the state. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 533.39 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was X1,054.13 lakh (including opening balance). During FY
2024-25, the BE allocation was %1,500 lakh.

12. Training Programme for Women Entrepreneurs through Women’s Development
Corporation (2235-02-103-0-16)

This scheme was launched in 2010-11. The objective of the scheme is to encourage

economically backward women to become empowered, self-reliant, and self-employed.

Under this scheme, various vocational and skill trainings are imparted to economically
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backward women, widows, destitute and differently abled women in the age group of 18 to
45 years to provide necessary skill training and foster entrepreneurship. During the FY 2023-
24, the entire RE allocation of X200 lakh was utilised up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25,
the BE allocation was %200 lakh.

13. Udyogini — Women Development Corporation (2235-02-103-0-38)

This Scheme was launched in 1997-98. The main objective of this scheme is to provide
financial assistance from the KWDC and loans from the banks to women to undertake
income-generating activities. The unit cost for SC and ST eligible women ranges from X1 to
X3 lakh, of which 50% or X1.50 lakh is a subsidy and the balance amount is through bank
loan, and for women beneficiaries from other categories, the unit cost is X1 to X3 lakh of
which 30% or 390,000 is subsidised, whereas the balance amount is given as bank loan.
Selected women beneficiaries are trained under the Entrepreneurship Development
Programme (EDP) by the government. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of
%2,340.90 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 32,303.58 lakh, and the number of
women beneficiaries was 1,480. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %1,500 lakh.

14. Stree Shakti (2235-02-103-0-41)
The Stree Shakti Scheme was launched in October 2000-01. The major objectives of this
scheme are- to increase the income of women, creates self-reliance and financial stability.
The scheme helps women to access credit financing with an objective to mitigate there
poverty. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of *353.60 lakh, the expenditure up
to March 2024 was %280.13 lakh, and the number of women beneficiaries was 2,438. During
FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X198.18 lakh.

15. CSS-Scheme for Adolescent Girls (SAG) (2235-02-103-0-46 & 2235-02-103-0-69)
The Government of India merged and revamped the erstwhile two schemes, Kishori Shakthi
Yojana (KSY) and SABALA schemes during 2018-19 and named them as “Scheme for
Adolescent Girls”. The main objective of this project is to improve the nutritional status of
out-of-school adolescent girls in the age group of 14-18 years and provide them with life
skills education and vocational training to empower them socially and economically. During
FY 2023-24, RE allocation was 2100 lakh, and the number of girl beneficiaries was 2,081.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was of 346 lakh.

16. Scheme for Protection of Women against Domestic Violence (2235-02-103-0-52)
The Scheme was started in 2007 to provide protection, residence, custody of children,
financial relief orders, medical aid and legal aid to domestic violence affected women
through court. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of %1,435.52 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was 31,346.58 lakh, and the number of women beneficiaries
was 282. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %1,389.64 lakh.
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17. CSS-Pradhana Mantri Maatru Vandana Yojana (2235-02-103-0-61 & 2235-02-
103-0-68)

"Pradhana Mantri Matru Vandana Yojana” was started in 2012. The main objective of the
scheme is to provide partial compensation for loss of wages and adequate rest during and
after the first delivery of the woman and giving incentives will improve the health of
pregnant and lactating women. Under this scheme, during the first childbirth, 35,000 is given
to mothers in 2 instalments i.e. first instalment of 33,000 and second instalment of 32,000 is
paid to the beneficiaries through direct cash transfer. In addition to this, if the 2nd child is a
girl, 26,000 is paid in one instalment after the birth of the child. In addition to the above
incentives, 31,000 is given under the Janani Suraksha Yojana (NRHM). Anganwadi workers
and Anganwadi helpers get an incentive of 3200 and X100 respectively after disbursement of
both instalments to the beneficiaries. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of
X10,733 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 321,740.15 lakh (Including Opening
balance), and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,81,140. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was 322,600 lakh.

18. CSS-Shakti Sadan (Swadhar, Greh) (2235-02-103-0-64 & 2235-02-103-0-70)
This project was started in 2016. The ratio of central and state grants is 60:40 per cent
respectively.
Swadhar Greh: Under Sadhara Greh Yojana temporary shelter, food, clothing, medical
services, counselling, legal aid are being provided to women in distressed situations. At
present 51 Swadhara Kendras are functioning across the state.
Ujwala: Under Ujwala Yojana, Ministry of Women and Child Development is working to
prevent trafficking of women and children. The program also provides rescue, rehabilitation
and reunification services to the victims of trafficking and commercial sexual exploitation. 15
Ujjwala Kendras are functioning in the state. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of 21,200 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %1,630.52 lakh (Including
Opening balance), and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,982. During FY 2024-25,
the BE allocation was %1,200 lakh.

19. Spoorthi-Life skill programmes for Adolescent girls (2235-02-103-0-72)

This project was started in 2022-23. The project aims to improve parent-daughter
relationships to reduce child marriages, reduce school dropout rates, improve nutritional
status and enhance decision-making among adolescent girls. Life skills-based programs are
being organised for adolescent girls under this scheme. “Spoorthi” Adolescent Girl
Empowerment Program is being implemented in 11 taluks (Savadathi, Gokaka, Hukeri,
Hunagunda, Muddebihala, indi, Chincholi, Chithapura, Jevargi, Devadurga and Lingasuguru)
of 5 districts (Belgavi, Bagolkote, Vijayapura, Raichur and Kalburgi). During FY 2023-24,
against the RE allocation of *800 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 3625 lakh.

20. Gruhalakshmi (2235-02-103-0-73)
This scheme is implemented from July 2023. Despite some progress in recent decades,
women in India face significant challenges. To reduce the economic dependency of women,
the Government of Karnataka launched "Gruhalakshmi Yojana" for women in the state. The
role of the head of the family is important in the management of the family, and if the head of
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the family is financially empowered, the management of the family will be of better quality.
The objective of Gruhalakshmi Yojana is to enhance the economic empowerment of women
in the state by providing financial assistance of 32,000 per month to the woman head of the
family. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of *17,50,000 lakhs, the expenditure
up to March 2024 was 16,96,440 lakh, and the number of women beneficiaries was
1,23,95,327. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 328,60,840 lakh.

21. Welfare Programme for Women (2235-02-103-0-99)

This Scheme has three units. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 22,500
lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 32,223.40 lakh, and the number of women
beneficiaries was 25,731. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 2,600 lakh.

a) Hostels for Girls: This project was started in 1991. Girls' hostels are being run by
voluntary organisations to encourage girls in rural and backward areas to study and prevent
them from dropping out of school. At present, 34 girls' hostels are functioning. Under this
scheme, the number of girl’s beneficiaries was 2,110.

b) Santhwana: This Scheme was started in 2001 to provide counselling, legal assistance,
temporary shelter, and financial relief to the victims of rape, sexual harassment, domestic
violence, and dowry harassment. At present, 180 Santhwana Centres are functioning
throughout the state. Under this scheme, the number of women beneficiaries was 23,084.

¢) Working Women’s Hostel: The State Government has started 24 new Hostels in rented
buildings in 6 Districts viz., Bengaluru, Mysuru, Hubli-Dharwad, Belgavi, Dakshina Kannada
and Kalburagi during the period 2022-23. The hostel facility is provided for working women
in unorganised sectors like garments, industries and others. Preference is given to working
women of scheduled castes, scheduled tribes and minorities. Presently 23 hostels are running
in 6 major cities in the state. Under this scheme, the number of women beneficiaries was 537.

22. Dhanashree (2235-02-104-2-07)
This Scheme was started in 2016-17 with the main objective of encouraging HIV-infected
women in the age group of 18-60 years to take up self-employment. Under this scheme, each
beneficiary is provided a subsidy of ¥30,000. This is directly deposited into the beneficiary’s
account through R.T.G.S. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 200 lakh, the
entire grant was utilised up to March 2024, and the number of women beneficiaries was 667.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3200 lakh.

23. State Homes and Reception Centres (2235-02-106-0-06)
The scheme was started in 2006-07 with the objective of providing protection, fostering,
temporary and long-term rehabilitation to women in need under the Unlawful Activities
(Prevention) Act, 1956. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 803.86 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was X756.86 lakh, and the number of women beneficiaries was
2,148. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X776.20 lakh.

a) State Homes for Women: There are eight women's hostels functioning in the state,
providing care, protection, food, accommodation and medical facilities to the residents of
the institution. Residents are being provided with education and skill training to bring
them into the mainstream of society.
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b) Reception Centres: There are four reception centres in the state. These centres admit
women and girls who need care and shelter on a voluntary basis and those sent by the
courts under the Immoral Traffic (Prevention) Act for training and future rehabilitation.
Training Programmes like tailoring, beautician courses, Mehandi application, Kitchen
gardening etc., are provided for the inmates with the NGO’s assistance. Presently, 12
Centres are functioning.

24. New Pension System for Anganwadi Workers (2235-60-103-0-01)
This scheme has been introduced to provide contributory pension benefits for Anganwadi
workers and helpers in 2011-12. The Anganwadi Workers and Helpers in the age group of
18-55 years are required to contribute *150 and X84 respectively, as monthly instalments and
an equal amount is contributed by the GoK. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation
of %1,200 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %1,085.03 lakh, and the number of
women beneficiaries was 63,359. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 1,200 lakh.

+ Demand No 14. Department of Revenue

25. Pension to Devadasis (2235-02-103-0-53)

This scheme was started for financial assistance to the ex-devadasis, for leading their lives
comfortably. This scheme has been transferred to the Social Services and Pensions
Directorate from the Karnataka Women Development Corporation. A monthly pension of X
1500 was given to the ex-devadasis over 45 years of age to provide financial support from
July 2022 and is revised to 32,000 from July 2024. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of 34,860 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 34,652.13 lakh, and the
number of women beneficiaries was 25,738. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
34,860 lakh.

26. Manaswini (2235-60-102-1-06)

This scheme was started in 2013-14 with the objective of providing economic empowerment
to women and mainstreaming them in society. The scheme is to help unmarried, divorced and
deserted women between the age group of 40 to 64 years from rural and urban areas whose
family annual income is less than 32,000 by offering a pension of X800 per woman per
month. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 213,537 lakh, the expenditure up
to March 2024 was 13,387.62 lakh, and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,37,867.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 214,561 lakh.

27. Widow Pension for Farmers Suicide Cases (2235-60-102-1-08)
This scheme was introduced in 2015, to protect the interests of the families facing financial
crisis due to farmers’ suicide. The government provides a monthly pension of 32,000 to the
widows of the farmers who had received compensation from the Agriculture Department.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 28,978 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was %10,181.80 lakh (Including Opening balance), and the number of women
beneficiaries was 6,172. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X 8,069 lakh.
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28. Pension to Acid Attack Victims (2235-60-102-1-09)
The scheme was started in 2015 aimed to enable all women victims of acid attacks to lead a
decent and respectful life in society, the government is providing a revised monthly pension
of 10,000 since 2022. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of %56 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was 58 lakh (Including Opening Balance), and the number of
women beneficiaries was 52. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 263 lakh.

29. CSS-Destitute Widow Pension (NSAP) (2235-60-102-2-01 & 2235-60-102-2-03)
This Scheme is a centrally sponsored scheme launched in 1984. The objective of the scheme
is to help BPL destitute widows in the age group of 18 to 64 years. A revised monthly
pension amount of X800 is given from 2021 to the beneficiary. To avail of this benefit, the
annual family income of the beneficiary from rural and urban areas shall be less than
%32,000. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 1,84,355 lakh, the expenditure
up to March 2024 was 1,80,793 lakhs, and the number of women beneficiaries was
17,52,603. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %1,74,267.74 lakh.

% Demand No 17. Education

30. Reimbursement of fees to girl students studying in Government PU College

(2202-02-107-3-02)

The scheme was started in 2004 to encourage girl students who are studying in non-
government institutions to pursue higher education by reimbursing the tuition fees. During
FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥1,001.63 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was 3915.08 lakh, and the number of girl student beneficiaries was 2,05,089. During
FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3957.60 lakh.

31. Kittur Rani Chennamma Residential School for Girls (2202-02-110-3-03)
Kittur Rani Chennamma Residential Sainik School for Girls, established in 1969 and located
at Kittur (Belagavi District), is a unique institution in the country for girls in the age group of
10 to 18. The aim of this institution is to provide liberal education with special emphasis on
all-round development, discipline, leadership, and Sainik training. During FY 2023-24, the
entire RE allocation of 3501.23 lakh was utilised up to March 2024, and the number of girl
student beneficiaries was 354. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3501.35 lakh.

32. Shuchi Yojane (2210-01-200-0-11)
This scheme was introduced in 2024-25 with an objective to provide sanitary pads to girl
students. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 1000 lakh.

% Demand No 19: Urban Development and Housing

33. CSS-State Contribution under convergence of Vajpayee Housing Scheme with
PMAY (U) (2216-02-101-0-07 & 2216-02-800-0-06)

This is a State Government scheme started from the year 2010-11 with the objective of

providing houses to houseless families of the general category belonging to economically

weaker sections in the urban area. Under this scheme, the State Government is providing a

grant of %1,20,000. The scheme is being implemented by dovetailing with the Central

Government's Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana Urban from 2015-16. The site should be in the
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name of a female member of the family. During FY 2023-24, the entire RE allocation of
%5,977.53 lakh was utilised up to March 2024, and the number of women beneficiaries was
6,964. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 15,000 lakh.

34. CSS-Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Urban (2216-02-800-0-04)

The houses constructed with central assistance under the mission should be in the name of the
female head of the household or in the joint name of the male head of the household and his
wife, and only in cases where there is no adult female member in the family, the house can be
in the name of a male member of the household. Rajiv Gandhi Housing Corporation Limited
is the Nodal Agency, and KSDB, KHB, and Urban Local Bodies are the implementing
agencies for this scheme. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 326,630.33
lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 262,467.93 lakh (including opening balance),
and the number of women beneficiaries was 53,736. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation
was % 40,000 lakh.

35. CSS-State Contribution under convergence of Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Housing
Scheme with PMAY (U) (2216-02-800-0-05)

This scheme was implemented in rural and urban areas for economically and socially
backward SC/ST homeless families from 2015-16. Under this scheme, subsidy of %2,00,000
is being provided by the State Government. In urban areas this scheme is being implemented
by dovetailing with the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana Urban. During FY 2023-24, as against
the RE allocation of %5,443.20 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 313,152.70 lakh
(including opening balance), and the number of women beneficiaries was 3,270. During FY
2024-25, the BE allocation was 225,000 lakh.

36. Ashraya — Basava Vasathi (2216-03-104-0-01)

This scheme is being implemented from 2010-11 for economically and socially backward,
general and minority category homeless families in rural areas. A subsidy of %1,20,000 is
being provided by the State Government under this scheme. The prescribed limit on the
annual income of a female beneficiary is ¥32,000. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of 65,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 357,500 lakh, and the
number of women beneficiaries was 87,231. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
330,000 lakh.

37. Dr B R Ambedkar Nivas Scheme (2216-03-104-0-03)
This scheme is started from 2015-16 to provide housing facilities to the houseless Scheduled
Caste and Scheduled Tribes in rural areas in the state. Under this scheme, state government is
given X2 lakh subsidy per beneficiary. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of
%60,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 345,000 lakh, and the number of women
beneficiaries was 33,473. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 390,000 lakh.

“ Demand No 22: Health and Family Welfare

38. Honorarium to ASHA Workers (2211-00-103-0-11)
ASHA workers, who are working under the Department of Health and Family Welfare, have
been duly trained to identify the beneficiaries by visiting BPL families coming under their
jurisdiction. They provide guidance to the beneficiaries and work as a bridge between the
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Department of Health and Family Welfare and the potential beneficiary group. During FY
2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 325,514.40 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 324,384.91 lakh, and the number of women beneficiaries was 40,942. During FY 2024-
25, the BE allocation was 325,514 lakh.

B) Indirect-Community Oriented Schemes (AN)

% Demand No 05: Home and Transport

1. Setting up of Cyber Forensic Lab cum Training Centre towards implementation
of CCPWC and other facilities under Nirbhaya Fund (2055-00-116-0-03)
This centrally sponsored scheme was launched during 2018-19. The scheme’s objective is to
strengthen women’s empowerment and their safety under the grant of ‘Nirbhaya Fund’.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 48.88 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was 343.11 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 1 lakh.

2. CSS-Safe City Project (2055-00-116-0-04 & 2055-00-116-0-05)

The implementation of Safe City Project in Bengaluru, Karnataka, is a project under the
Nirbhaya Fund initiative of the Ministry of Women and Child Development in collaboration
with the Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India. It is a centrally sponsored scheme
started in 2018-19 with a 60:40 cost sharing between Government of India and Government
of Karnataka. The project aims to create a safe, secure and empowering environment for
women in public places, to enable them to pursue all opportunities without the threat of
gender-based violence or harassment. It also aims to prevent and curb all forms of crimes
against women and girl children in public places by providing safer urban infrastructure and
efficient access to law enforcement agencies. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of 326,143 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 216,675 lakh. During FY
2024-25, the BE allocation was Z5,000 lakh.

3. Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Development Corporation: Micro Credit through Self Help

Women Groups (SHGs) (2225-01-190-2-09)
Under this scheme, financial assistance is provided to members of women SHGs to take up
small businesses like vegetable/flower/fruit vending etc. The unit cost is 325,000 out of
which 15,000 is subsidy and 210,000 is the loan amount. During FY 2023-24, as against the
RE allocation of X1,500 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X1,499.95 lakh and the
number of women beneficiaries was 110. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was % 1,500
lakh.

< Demand No 11: Women and Child Development
4. CSS- Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao (100% Gol) (2235-02-102-0-41)
Beti Bachao Beti Padao scheme was launched in 2015-16 with the aim of improving the

declining sex ratio. Under this scheme, special programmes are being conducted to promote
the birth of girl children, and to provide protection, nutrition and better education to girl
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children. During FY 2023-24, the entire RE allocation of X750 lakh was utilised up to March
2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3900 lakh.

5. State Women Commission (2235-02-103-0-21)
In accordance with the purpose of protecting the interests of women and ensuring their
progress and development, the Government of Karnataka constituted the Karnataka State
Commission for Women (KSCW) in May 1995 under the Karnataka State Commission for
Women Act 1995. This is a Statutory Commission and has commenced work from August
1996. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥579.41 lakh, the entire grant was
utilised up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3589.09 lakh.

6. CSS- State Hub for Empowerment of Women (SAMARTHYA) (2235-02-103-0-
32 & 2235-02-103-0-33)

This project was started in 2022. The objective of this project is to establish a “Women
Empowerment Centre” to implement various projects under Mission Shakti Sambal &
Samarthya sub-projects, including the preparation of progress reports, coordination with
participating departments, awareness programmes, preparation of application letters, etc.
Under this, one State Women Empowerment Centre (SHEW) and a total of 31 District
Women Empowerment Centers (DHEW) will be established as one unit for each district.
During FY 2023-24, the RE allocation of ¥418.40 lakh was utilised up to March 2024.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X 1,000 lakh.

7. CSS-Women Help-line (100% Gol) (2235-02-103-0-82)
This project started in 2016. Under this scheme, Universalisation of Women Helpline-181, a
toll-free telephone service is being implemented to provide emergency help to women who
are victims of violence and distress, and the service is being provided throughout the state
24X7 hours a day. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥94.50, the entire grant
was utilised up to March 2024, and 9,373 calls were registered. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was %75.60 lakh.

8. Correctional Buildings (2235-02-106-0-05)
Under this project, repair and maintenance of buildings of state homes and reception centres
are undertaken. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of X700 lakh the
expenditure up to March 2024 was X173.94 lakh and the number of beneficiaries was 400.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X100 lakh.

9. Centre of Excellence in Sudharane Samsthe Samuchhaya in Collaboration with
NIMHANS and NLSIU (2235-02-106-0-15)

A Centre of Excellence was established in collaboration with NIMHANS and National Law
School of India University (NLSIU) during the year 2021-22. It aims at aiding assistance and
guidance to women subjected to atrocities. The role of these institutions is to assist DWCD in
module preparation for conducting training for the counselling related functionaries and
organising training programmes. In addition, they provide suggestions, expertise in Law and
Psychiatric related issues. During FY 2023-24, the RE allocation was X50 lakh and the BE
allocation was 50 lakh.
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< Demand No 17: Education

10. Women's University-Bijapur (2202-03-102-0-22)
The Women’s University was established in 2003 with the objective of empowering women
by providing higher education and training. The salary expenditures of teaching and non-
teaching staff and development grants are provided under this scheme. During FY 2023-24,
as against the RE allocation of 1,627 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 31,564.66.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %1,737.88 lakh.

11. Maharani Cluster University (2202-03-102-0-43)
Maharani Cluster University was established in 2021 under the “Karnataka State Universities
Amendment Act 20197, and the infrastructure development is funded through the “Rashtriya
Uchchattar Shiksha Abhiyan (RUSA)” scheme of the Government of India. The scheme is
aimed at promoting women towards excellence with a scientific temper and social concern.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 3283.49 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was 3237.24 lakh. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 3133.65 lakh,

12. Payment of Government Guarantee Commission- Rajiv Gandhi Rural Housing
Corporation (2216-03-101-2-05)
Rajiv Gandhi Housing Corporation takes loans from HUDCO/ Other financial institutions for
giving subsidy to women beneficiaries under various housing schemes like Ashraya/Basava
Vasathi Yojane etc. RGHCL must pay a one percent guarantee commission to the
government for availing the loan. During FY 2023-24, the entire RE allocation of X881 lakh
was utilised up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X1 lakh.

13. Repayment Ashraya Loan & Payment of Interest (2216-03-104-0-02)
This scheme was launched during 2000-01. It deals with the repayment of principal and
interest on loans received from Banks or Financial Institutions by the beneficiaries under
various housing schemes. During FY 2023-24, the entire RE allocation of 37,272 lakh was
utilised up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 5,262 lakh.

14. Repayment of Ashraya Loan (Principal) - RGRHC (4216-80-190-0-04)
This scheme was launched during 2000-01. It deals with the repayment of principal and
interest on loans received from Banks/Financial Institutions towards subsidies for various
housing schemes beneficiaries. During FY 2023-24, the entire RE allocation of X 26,307 lakh
was utilised up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 342,452.10 lakh.

< Demand No 17: Education

1. CSS-Central Share-Honorarium to Cook-cum-Helpers (Pradhan Mantri Poshan
Shakti Nirman-MDM) (2202-01-196-6-05 & 2202-01-196-6-06)
The expenses related to honorarium to cooks-cum-helpers working in PM POSHAN scheme
are met under this scheme. Honorarium of 3,700 to head cook and Z3,600 to assistant cook
is paid per month under this scheme. During FY 2023-24, the entire RE allocation of
%12,181.60 lakh was utilised up to March 2024.

2. CSS: Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana - Grameena (2216-80-198-6-02 & 2216-80-
198-6-03)

This is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme (CSS) with sharing pattern of central (60%) and state
(40%) implemented from 2015-16. Under this scheme houses are provided in rural areas to
houseless families of socially and economically weaker sections. The Government of India
has fixed the amount of %1,20,000 per house, in which the central share is ¥72,000 and state
share is ¥48,000. In the case of SC/ST the State Government is providing an additional
subsidy of %¥55,000. During FY 2023-24, the RE allocation was 321,000 lakh. During FY
2024-25, the BE allocation was 326,600 lakh.

« Demand No 23: Labour and skill development

3. CSS-National Rural Livelihood Mission (NRLM) (2501-06-198-6-01 & 2501-06-
198-6-02)

This centrally sponsored scheme with a sharing pattern of Central (60%) and State (40%) is
being implemented from 2010-11. This scheme aims to provide a provision of marketing and
branding facilities to the products produced by rural women through Sanjeevini women
SHGs. The NRLM scheme has four sub programmes launched during 2022-23 aimed at
providing training and financial support/loans to women SHG members. During FY 2023-24,
as against the RE allocation of 327,155.96 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%67,889.88 lakh (including opening balance), and the number of self-help groups was
1,06,821 and the number of Village/ Ward groups was 134. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was 315,000 lakh.

4. CSS- Start-up Village Entrepreneurship Programmes—-SVEP (NRLM) (2501-06-
198-6-03 & 2501-06-198-6-04)
Start-up Village Entrepreneurship Programmes (SVEP) aim to support rural poor come out of
poverty by helping them set up enterprises and provide support till the enterprises stabilizes.
The objective is to develop a sustainable model for village entrepreneurship promotion,
capacity building, and providing loans under mudra etc. During FY 2023-24, as against the
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RE allocation of 2650.75 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %1,301.41 lakh
(including opening balance). During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3200 lakh.

5. CSS-National Rural Economic Transformation Project (2501-06-198-6-07 &
2501-06-198-6-08)

NRETP is implemented in 15 taluks of Gadag, Tumkur and Uttara Kannada districts of the
state. Under this project, appropriate skill trainings are arranged for the members of the self-
help group to become entrepreneurs and provide bank or market linkage for financial facility.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation was 1200 lakh and the expenditure up to
March 2024 was %1,953.82 (including opening balance) and the number of producers group
30. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 1,200 lakh.

B) Indirect/Community Oriented Schemes (AN)

Block grants are allocations for the PRIs. The Head of Account of a block grant in the
detailed estimates of expenditure volume is linked to the ‘Link code’ in the Budget allotment
for Panchayath Raj Institutions (link document), where the details of allocations to each
district are shown. The expenditures towards schemes and programmes at the PRIs
(ZP/TPIGP) levels are met mostly from the block grants.

« Demand No 07: Rural Development and Panchayath Raj

1. Creche for Children (Koosina Mane) (2515-00-196-1-24)

The objective of this scheme is to establish 4,000 creches for children (Koosina Mane) in the
Grama Panchayats, where a greater number of man-days are generated under the Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS), in collaboration with
the Department of Women and Child Development. This programme aims to enhance
women's participation in MGNREGS and provide childcare support for working mothers.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 21,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was X835.99 lakh, and the number of women beneficiaries was 3,845. During FY 2024-
25, the BE allocation was %1,000 lakh.

« Demand No 09: Co-Operation

2. Block Grants (Link Code: 2425-00-197-1-01)
This Scheme comes under the district sector. Under this, there are schemes that are
implemented through the T-aluk Panchayats.
Investment in Women’s Cooperatives (4425-00-101-0-62)
The scheme aims at encouraging the proper functioning of women cooperative societies by
providing assistance to meet the managerial costs during the initial years for engaging the
services of qualified persons in the establishment. The financial assistance at 7,500 per
society is released in descending order of 23,000, 32,500, and 2,000 during the 1%, 2" and
3 years respectively. Further, the societies are assisted with share capital and loan of
25,000 each. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 2215.25 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was 3212.12 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
%216.33 lakh.
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EXPLANATORY NOTES ON CATEGARY ‘B’ SCHEMES AND PROGRAMMES

Government schemes and programmes that are designed for the development and
welfare of both men and women and benefit them directly or indirectly are categorised under
B. The coverage of women beneficiaries under the B category ranges from 30% to 99%.

Under the BY sub-category, the women beneficiaries get the benefit individually and
directly whereas under the BN category, they get such benefits indirectly or collectively
through community-oriented programmes.

The allocation and number of schemes and programmes under the BY and BN
categories during the last 3 years are given in the table below.

During FY 2025-26, there are 874 schemes and programmes under the 'B' category, out of
which 256 are 'BY" and 538 are 'BN' State sector schemes and programmes and 80 are BY and
BN district sector programmes/schemes. The allocation towards B category is ¥54,00,919.84
lakh. The allocation for 'BY’, 'BN' and district sector schemes and programmes is
%12,38,241.56 lakh and %23,90,636.19 lakh and %17,72,042.09 lakh respectively. In the
following explanatory notes on category 'B' schemes and programmes, it may be noted that the
Central Share is given first followed by State Share for the Centrally Sponsored Schemes
(CSS). Heads of Accounts are also indicated in brackets wherever two HOA are created
separately. However, for these schemes, the combined allocations of Central and State
Governments are given in the programme description. For budgetary allocation details from
the Central and State Governments, Gender Budget Statements 4, 5 and 6 may be referred to.

The explanatory notes provided below for some selected programmes under the BY
category comprise of revised estimates for the year 2023-24 along with actual expenditure up
to March 2024. The description also provides Budget Estimates for the year 2024-25. The
scheme descriptions include the number of women beneficiaries wherever available. This data
and the scheme description are based on the information furnished by the respective
departments. Under the BY category, the list of some of the important schemes/programmes is
given under each demand number.
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I. Individual/Direct Beneficiary Schemes (BY)
A.STATE SECTOR
% Demand No 01: Agriculture and Horticulture

1. Mukhya Mantri Raitha Vidyanidhi Programme (2202-80-107-0-06)

This programme was started in 2021-22. Under this programme, scholarship of 2,000 is given
to farmers’ daughters studying in high schools (class 8th to class 10th) to promote their
education and prevent them from leaving school. Scholarships are also given to farmers’
children pursuing their education after SSLC/10th standard up to post-graduation in any
recognised educational institution/universities in Karnataka. The scholarship to the identified
eligible students is credited annually to the bank account of the beneficiaries through Direct
Benefit Transfer (DBT) mode. From 2022-23, Repeater students and other students who have
obtained scholarship from any other departments are not eligible to this benefit. During FY
2023-24, the RE allocation was 9,500 lakh, and the number of women beneficiaries was
42,096. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 327,000 lakh.

2. Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSP Act 2013 (2401-00-001-1-75)
This scheme is being implemented in 2016-17 to promote the usage of farm mechanisation and
to increase farm power availability to 2.5 KW/Ha. The grants provided under this scheme are
used as matching grants for the Sub-Mission on Agricultural Mechanisation-SMAM a centrally
sponsored scheme. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥53.81 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was 53.74 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
%439.93 lakh.

3. Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP- TSP Act 2013 (2401-00-001-2-10)
The scheme was launched in 2013-14 and aims to provide financial assistance of 90% up to a
maximum of %1,00,000 as a subsidy to every beneficiary of SC/ST farmers, for the purchase
of power tiller/power weeder equipment. This will enable them to use it for land preparation,
seed sowing/planting, and spraying activities for growing horticulture crops. During FY 2023-
24, as against the RE allocation of ¥8.43 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %8.22
lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 3. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
%220.60 lakh.

4. CSS- Food and Nutrition Security (Krishonnati Yojane) (2401-00-102-0-08 and
2401-00-102-0-09)

The National Food Security Mission started during 2007-08, has been continued and renamed
as Food and Nutritional Security (FNS) (erstwhile NFSM) in 2022-23. The FNS is a Centrally
Sponsored Scheme, implemented with the objective of increasing production, restoring soil
fertility, and enhancing farm-level economies in rice, pulse, TRFA-pulse, coarse cereals, nutri
cereals, and commercial crops (cotton and sugarcane) in a sustainable manner in identified
districts. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 216,666 lakh, the expenditure up
to March 2024 was %29,221.55 lakh (Including Opening Balance), and the number of women
beneficiaries was 2,83,113. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 316,666 lakh.
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5. Krishi Bhagya (2401-00-102-0-27)
It is an ambitious scheme of the State Government to enhance the income of farmers through
sustainable agriculture in dry climate zone/drought prone areas. The following facilities are
extended under this scheme: Field construction, Farm pit, Polythene covers to prevent water
seepage, Installation of pump set and Drip irrigation. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of 5,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 34,990.50 lakh, and the
number of women beneficiaries was 1,526. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 210,000
lakh.

6. Farmers Incentive and Support Scheme (2401-00-102-0-28)
This programme was started in 2009-10. Farmers through State Level Bankers Committee
(SLBC) who have repaid the crop loan/short-term loan within the stipulated period are given
1% interest. Maximum limit is X1 lakh through government owned commercial banks and rural
development banks. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥425.33 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was 3422.04 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
51,510. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3422.33 lakh.

7. CSS-Paramparagat Krish Vikas Yojane (PKVY) (2401-00-102-0-30 and 2401-00-
102-0-31)

This scheme was started in the year 2020-21. The objective of this project is to promote
comprehensive and sustainable agricultural systems based on natural resources, conservation
of natural resources on which agricultural production depends and sustainability of agricultural
production even during climatic extremes. A Subsidy of 12,000, 10,000 and 9,000 per
hectare (maximum 2 hectares) for first, second, and third years is given respectively for
conversion of agricultural land to organic land respectively. During FY 2023-24, as against the
RE allocation of %2 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %4,671.65 lakh (Including
Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,269. During FY 2024-25, the
BE allocation was %800 lakh.

8. Relief for Crops Damaged by Diseases (2401-00-102-0-32)
This scheme was started in 2023-24. The objective of this scheme is to provide crop
compensation to the farmers of Bidar, Kalaburgi, Yadgiri and Vijayapura districts whose Toor
Dal crop sown in the monsoon season of 2022-23 has been affected by plant disease. During
FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥22,300 lakh, the entire grant was utilized and the
number of women beneficiaries was 75,176.

9. Agricultural inputs and Quality Control (2401-00-103-0-15)

Under this programme following schemes are implemented.

e Seeds: Since 2003-04, both certified and truthfully labelled seeds of paddy, ragi, jowar,
hybrid maize, black gram, bengal-gram, cowpea, groundnut, soybean, sunflower, wheat,
safflower and minor millets are distributed to a maximum extent of 2 hectares per farmer or
his or her actual holding, to whichever is less.

e Agro Processing: This scheme is implemented from 2006-07. The major objective of the
agro-processing scheme is to provide qualitative processing of the agricultural produce. This
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leads to better recovery of grains and quality produce and a reduction in post-harvest crop
losses. This is helpful to farmers as well as consumers and the quality product gives a higher
price to the farmers and improves their economic condition and livelihood. Under this
scheme agro-processing units, small-automated oil mills, and tarpaulins are distributed to
farmers under subsidy.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 346,954.48 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was %50,317.81 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 9,68,230. During
FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 245,616.95 lakh.

10. Organic Farming and Millets Programmes (2401-00-104-0-12)
This scheme is being implemented from 2019-20 to encourage the production of minor millets
and increase farmers’ income.

a) Raithasiri and Millets promoting programmes: The major objective of this scheme is to
expand millets area product, increase production, promote farmers to grow millets and preserve
the millets, creating awareness about the millets and increase the marketing facility for
mainstreaming into agriculture and food.

b) Campaign to increase organic carbon: The main objective of this campaign is to enhance
organic carbon components in soil by adding green fertilizer into soil. This also aims to product
chemical free quality food and to face the famine situation in rainfed areas.

During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 22000 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was %2224.04 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries
was 11000. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 1,000 lakh.

11. State Additional Top up for CSS PMKSY (Agriculture) (2401-00-108-1-15)
This scheme was started in 2005-06 with the objective of encouraging judicious and efficient
use of water in the state and thereby enhancing production and productivity. During FY 2023-
24, as against the RE allocation of 212,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%12,374.48 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was
25,708. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 12,000 lakh.

12. CSS- Rainfed Area Development (RAD)- RKVY RAFTAAR (2401-00-108-1-16
and 2401-00-108-1-17)

This scheme was started in 2014-15. This Programme is implemented especially in rainfed
areas to make farmers financially self-sufficient. This programme is implemented using a
cluster area- approach by providing financial assistance of ¥30,000 per farmer family. Several
related schemes have been converged for this purpose. They include support for Millet crops,
Livestock, Fisheries, Apiculture and vermi compost activities. During FY 2023-24, the RE
allocation was %1,500 lakh and the expenditure up to March 2024 was %3,003.61 lakh
(Including Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,007. During FY
2024-25, the BE allocation was %1,500 lakh.

13. CSS-National Mission on Edible oil-oil palm (2401-00-108-2-18 and 2401-00-108-
2-20)
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This is a centrally sponsored scheme launched in the year 1990-91 under the Central

government scheme- National Mission on Edible Qils- Oil Palm (NMEO-OP) with the sharing

pattern of 60:40 between Centre and State. The main objectives of the scheme are as follows:

e To increase the production of palm oil in the State and country by expanding the palm tree
area.

e To decrease the gap between demand and supply in the Country.

e To increase the economic status of farmers.

e Under this scheme, %20,000/hectare is given for locally developed Palm plants and
%29,000/hectare for foreign based plants.

e For the maintenance of Palm farmland and garden, manure worth X50/hectare up to 5,500
for 4 years is issued to farmers.

e A subsidy of 35,000 per hectare is given to farmers during the first four years to generate
alternative income, by utilising the land effectively.

e A Subsidy for the purchase of machinery/pump set, drilling borewells etc., required for palm
cultivation is given to farmers.

During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥626.50 lakh, the expenditure up to March

2024 was X568.09 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 467. During FY 2024-25

the BE allocation was X700 lakh.

14. CSS- Pradhana Manthri Krishi Sinchayi Yojane (RKVY) (2401-00-108-2-30, 2401-
00-108-2-58 and 2401-00-108-2-59)

This is a centrally sponsored scheme launched in 1991-92 with a sharing pattern of 60:40. The
objective of the scheme is to reduce the cost of production by conserving water resources using
micro-irrigation systems and encouraging farmers to implement micro-irrigation systems on
their lands by giving subsidies, and also to save 50-70% of water, electricity, and labour costs.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 347,100 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was %67,979.48 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women
beneficiaries was 77,751. During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was 334,100 lakh.

15. Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bhima Yojana (2401-00-110-0-07)

As per the Government of India’s directions, the Karnataka Government has been
implementing Karnataka Raitha Suraksha Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojane from Kharif
season 2016 onwards. This scheme is aimed at helping the farmers in the event of crop loss
due to floods, droughts or unseasonal rains, and other natural calamities. During FY 2023-24,
as against the RE allocation of 60,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %1,32,444
lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was 6,50,000.
During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was %1,57,000 lakh.

16. Comprehensive Horticulture Development Programmes (2401-00-111-0-08)
The scheme was started in 2012-13 and its objective is to encourage farmers to adopt new
technology to increase the production and productivity of horticulture crops, improve the
quality of horticulture produce and reduce defects in the post-harvest chain, reduce spoilage of
horticulture produce, encourage the adoption of processing and value addition measures, and
provide information on market opportunities for horticulture products through FPO, etc.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 37650 lakh, the expenditure up to March
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2024 was 7,386.50 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 4,099. During FY 2024-
25, the BE allocation was 7,950 lakh.

17. CSS-Sub-Mission on Agricultural Mechanisation (RKVY) (2401-00-113-0-02 and
2401-00-113-0-03)
This scheme is being implemented from 2014-15 to promote the usage of farm mechanisation
and to increase farm power availability to 2.5 KW/Ha. During FY 2023-24, against the RE
allocation of 25,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 332,923.32 lakh (Including
Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,850. During FY 2024-25, the
BE allocation was 323,000 lakh.

18. CSS- Edible Oil- Oilseeds (Krishionnati Yojna) (2401-00-114-0-01 and 2401-00-
114-0-06)

This is a centrally sponsored scheme launched in 2022-23. The main objectives of this scheme
are to increase the production of oilseed and TRFA oilseed crops in 26 and 7 districts,
respectively, with the aim of increasing the cultivated area and crop productivity in selected
districts of the state. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 31,600 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was X1,264.17 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
15,317. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 1,600 lakh.

19. CSS- National Horticulture Mission (2401-00-119-4-06 and 2401-00-119-4-13)
This Programme was started in 2005-06 with the intention to promote the overall growth of the
horticultural sector crops. Under this programme financial assistance is given to construct
model nurseries, to provide infrastructure for production and processing of vegetable seeds in
the public and private sector etc. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of
%13,095.83 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 312,491.25 lakh and the number of
women beneficiaries was 5,688. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 312,975.17 lakh.

20. Scheme for Integrated control of Pest and Diseases of Horticultural Crops (2401-
00-119-5-02)

This scheme was started in 2009-10 with the objective of providing pesticides to farmers free
of cost whose crops are affected by insects and to give financial assistance to farmers who are
conducting research on plants to control diseases and insects harmful to horticultural crops. A
Subsidy of 310,000 per hectare up to a maximum of 1 hectare (X7,500 as 75 percent for the
general category and 39,000 as 90 percent for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes) for
purchase of plant protection drugs for control of diseases and pests in horticulture crops. During
FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥500 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%498.64 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 2,703. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was 500 lakh.

21. CSS- Rashtriya Krishi Vikas Yojane (RKVY) (2401-00-800-1-57 and 2401-00-800-
1-73)
Under the RKVY-RAFTAAR scheme, various projects have been implemented with 100%
Central Government funds from 2007-08 to 2014-15. From the financial year 2015-16
onwards, funds are released by the Government of India based on a sharing pattern of 60:40
(central: state). The objectives of the scheme are to strengthen the farmers’ efforts through the
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creation of required pre and post-harvest agri-infrastructure that increases access to quality
inputs, storage, market facilities, encourage comprehensive agriculture method, give priority
to skill development, innovation and agriculture entrepreneurship-based agriculture business
models that attract them to agriculture etc. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of
%27,097 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was ¥21,586.67 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the
BE allocation was 325,097 lakh. and the number of women beneficiaries was 10,293.

22. CSS- Project on Management of Soil Health (RKVY) (2402-00-101-0-03 and 2402-
00-101-0-04)
This scheme was launched in 2014-15. The objective of this project is collection of soil
samples, analysis and distribution of soil health certificate and strengthening of soil testing
laboratory. During FY 2023-24, the RE allocation was %8 lakh and the expenditure up to March
2024 was %3,118.35 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries
was 44146. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X8 lakh.

23. CSS- PM Formalisation of Micro food Processing Enterprises (PMFME) (2408-01-
103-0-01 and 2408-01-103-0-02)

This scheme was launched in 2020-21. Grants are provided as per the guidelines of the Central
Government to encourage micro and small-scale food processing enterprises in the unorganised
sector to increase their competitiveness and bring them into the organised sector. Further, it
also aims to encourage farmer producer organisations, self-help societies, and producer
cooperative societies along with their affiliates. During FY 2023-24, the RE allocation was
%8,386.98 and the expenditure up to March 2024 was X7954.98 lakh and the number of women
beneficiaries was 7,320. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %5,532 lakh.

24. Sericulture Development Programme (2851-00-107-1-35)

Karnataka, being a leading silk-growing state, has a considerable number of women engaged
in sericulture. Under this scheme, to improve the quality of sericulture, raw silk and production
of the double-breed silk cocoon, basic facilities such as a silkworm rearing house, silkworm
rearing equipment, chaki-farm maintenance, a mounting hall and reeling machinery are
provided. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 37,833 lakh, the expenditure up
to March 2024 was Z7,757.82 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 2,863. During
FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 5,500 lakh.

25. State Additional Top-up for CSS PMKSY (Sericulture) (2851-00-107-1-49)
The main objective of the scheme is to provide financial assistance for drip irrigation to grow
mulberry plants on the horticulture farms, which saves water. During FY 2023-24, as against
the RE allocation of *683 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was ¥358.19 lakh and the
number of women beneficiaries was 1,674. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3164
lakh.

26. Programmes implemented by Price Stabilizations Fund (2851-00-107-1-51)
The objectives of the scheme are to carry out maintenance works on government sericulture
markets and silk exchange centres and to give subsidies on raw silk, interest subsidies (50 %)
on loans taken by women in sericulture activities, subsidies on butterfly cocoon (90%),
mortgage loans to reelers, and machinery required for reeling activities. During FY 2023-24,
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as against the RE allocation of 35,386 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 34,598.13
lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 642. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation
was 35,311 lakh.

27. Development of Madhuvana and Apiculture (2851-00-200-0-01)

This scheme was started in 2012-13. Its objectives are to train farmers on bee farming and to
encourage more people in bee farming, to promote pollination of agricultural and horticultural
crops through beekeeping, to develop bee farming as a sub-occupation that brings
supplementary income to the farming community and to develop and promote technologies
required to increase production and productivity through IEC activities. Further, under this
programme to organise a training programme in beekeeping for farmers, @ 3400 per day per
beneficiary, maximum of 324,000 per training session may be spent. The honey box, honey
family, and stand are sold to farmers at ¥4,500. For the purchase of these items, a subsidy of
34,050 as 90% to SC/ST category farmers and to others 33,375 as 75% of the cost is given.
During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 3200 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was X198.83 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 474. During FY 2024-25, the
BE allocation was %200 lakh.

% Demand No 02: Animal Husbandry and Fisheries

28. Vidyanidhi Scheme-Scholarship for Higher Education of Fishermen/Fish Farmer's
Children (2202-80-107-0-08)

This scheme was started from 2022-23 with the objective of providing stipends to fishermen’s

children to encourage further and higher education. During FY 2023-24, against the RE

allocation of *100 lakh the expenditure up to March 2024 was 269.67 lakh. During FY 2024-
25, the BE allocation was X100 lakh.

29. Karnataka Sheep and Wool Development Corporation Limited (2403-00-104-0-02)
Beneficiaries will be provided 20 sheep and 1 goat under Amrita Swabhimani Kurigahi
scheme. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥2,917.15 lakh, the expenditure
up to March 2024 was 33943.10 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women
beneficiaries was 2,277. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %3,787.44 lakh.

30. Apathu Nidhi for Accidental Death of Small Animals (2403-00-104-0-12)
Under this scheme, %3,500 for the accidental death of sheep/goats aged between 3-6 months
and 5,000 for sheep/goats above 6 months is given to the owner to make good the financial
loss. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 22,000 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was 31666.67 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 12,941. During
FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 32,000 lakh.

31. Apathu Nidhi for Accidental Death of Cattle (2403-00-104-0-13)
This scheme was started from 2023-24. The objective of this scheme is to give a compensation
of 210,000 to the owners of cattle, buffaloes, oxen, and bullocks in case of accidental deaths
of these to cover the financial loss to the farmers. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of 23,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 1,286.40 lakh and the
number of women beneficiaries was 4,250. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 1,500
lakh.
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32. CSS-Central Share-100% Gol)-Sub  Mission on Feed and Fodder
Development(NLM) (2403-00-107-0-03)
The objective of the scheme is to distribute the produced small pockets of seeds of feed to the
beneficiaries farmers. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 50 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was X3581.70 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number
of women beneficiaries was 4250. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3983 lakh.

33. CSS- National Livestock Mission (2403-00-106-0-03 and 2403-00-106-0-04)
Under this scheme, a livestock insurance facility is provided to cover the loss to farmers due to
the accidental death of livestock. During FY 2023-24, the RE allocation was %1,443.15 lakh.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %60 lakh.

34. Incentive to Milk Producers (2404-00-191-1-17)
This scheme is aimed at providing incentives to the beneficiaries who supply milk to Milk
Producers Co-operative Societies. Under this scheme, an incentive of 5 per liter of milk is
being provided to the members of Milk Producers Co-operative Societies. During FY 2023-24,
against the RE allocation of %1,18,070.40 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X
1,18,064.01lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 4,50,000. During FY 2024-25,
the BE allocation was %1,30,100 lakh.

35. Comprehensive Fisheries Development Programme (2405-00-101-0-03)
This scheme was launched in 2003-04. The objective of the scheme is to promote inland fish
production, and supply fish seed at a subsidized rate to fishermen and encourage fish farming.
During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 1,380 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was %¥1707.97 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries
was 3,000. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 1,380 lakh.

36. CSS- Pradhana Mantri Matsya Sampada Yojana (2405-00-101-0-58 and 2405-00-
101-0-59)

This scheme was launched in 2020-21. The objectives of the scheme are to increase fish
production and fish productivity, encourage increase in fishing infrastructure and fish stocks,
and subsidise the installation of necessary equipment for monitoring, surveillance and control
in marine fishing boats. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 5,875 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was 23,915.61 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
406. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 28,333 lakh.

37. Contribution to Distress Relief Fund (2405-00-103-0-15)
Under this scheme, compensation is provided to fishermen engaged in fishing if they die or
their boat is damaged by natural calamities. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of
%400 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of women
beneficiaries was 27. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3400 lakh.

38. Supply of Kerosine to Conventional Boats (2405-00-103-0-17)
This programme was started in 2013-2014. The objective of this scheme is to subsidise
kerosene used by fishermen in traditional boats. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation
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of 32,400 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X3,838.96 lakh (Including Opening
Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was 2,409. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was %3,000 lakh.

39. Mathsya Ashraya (2405-00-103-0-20)

This scheme was started in 2006-07. The objective of this scheme is to provide financial
assistance to houseless fishermen for the construction of houses under the Matsya Ashraya
Scheme. Under this scheme, a subsidy of %1.20 lakh, Z1.75 lakh and %2 lakh is given to general
category beneficiaries, SC/ST and urban beneficiaries, respectively. During FY 2023-24,
against the RE allocation of 1,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X200 lakh and
the number of women beneficiaries was 40.

40. CSS- Fisherman Welfare (PMMSY) (2405-00-120-0-07 and 2405-00-120-0-08)

Under this scheme, there are two sub-schemes as detailed below:

e Group Accident Insurance Scheme

Under this centrally sponsored Group Accident Insurance Scheme, the premium amount of 320
per fisherman shared equally by State and Centre is paid to the National Federation of Fisher
Co-operative Limited (FISHCOFED), New Delhi, towards insurance coverage of 32 lakh
fishermen of the state.

e CSS Saving-cum-relief scheme for marine fishermen

Under this scheme, a total amount of X1,500 is collected from each fisherman during the fishing
period, and a matching contribution of X1,500 each by the State and Central Governments is
given. Subsequently, during 3 lean months, 34,500 is distributed to the beneficiaries equally at
%1,500 per month,

During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 306 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was %408 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was 7,201.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %306 lakh.

%+ Demand No 05: Home and Transport

41. Compensation on unnatural death of prisoners in State prisons (2056-00-101-0-
06)

This programme was started on 2020-21. The objective of this programme is to pay
compensation to dependents of prisoners who died unnaturally in the state prisons as per the
directions of the Karnataka High Court. During FY 2023-24, the RE allocation of 3225 lakh.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation of 75 lakh was provided.

42. Sainik Welfare Programmes (includes assistance to paraplegic rehabilitation
centre and ex-gratia to recipients of gallantry awards) (2235-60-200-1-99)

Under this scheme, paraplegic rehabilitation center and gallantry awardees are given ex-gratia
grants for bravery, non-gallantry awardees or dependents of soldiers who died in action like
war and injured soldiers, and cash grants in lieu of land, cash grants in lieu of Site. Student’s
stipend for children of ex-servicemen pensioners of Karnataka State is given. Ex-gratia is given
to ex-servicemen who participated in the Second World War and retired without pension and
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their dependents, and the wives of soldiers who died in the war of 1,971. During FY 2023-24,
as against the RE allocation of 3519 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X712.22 lakh
(Including Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was 295(9+286). During
FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3541 lakh.

43. Free Bus Pass Facility to Freedom Fighters (3055-00-190-0-02)
The scheme began in 1995. The KSRTC distributes free bus passes to freedom fighters over
75 years of age and are allowed to travel freely with one assistant. These passengers are allowed
to travel free of cost in all categories of buses operated by the four State Road Transport
Corporations. During FY 2023-24, the entire R.E grant allocation of Rs 58 lakh was utilized
up to March 2024 and the number of girl beneficiaries was 42. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was 343.50 lakh.

44. Bangalore Metropolitan Transport Corporation (BMTC) (3055-00-190-0-03)

Bus passes to students at concessional rates:

The objective of this scheme is to distribute student bus passes to students at concessional rates
by the Bengaluru Metropolitan Transport Corporation keeping in mind the interest of the
students as directed by the government. Under this scheme, free bus passes are being
distributed to students of 1 standard to 7" standard and issued bus passes at discounted prices
to students from 8" standard to Ph.D. An additional discount of 25% was given to high school
girls, and from the financial year 2017-18, free bus passes are being issued to students of all
the standards belonging to the SC/ST category. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of ¥44,219.80 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 334,609.90lakh and the
number of girl beneficiaries was 7,807. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 327,395.51
lakh.

45. North West Karnataka Regional Transport Corporation (NWKRTC) (3055-00-
190-0-04)

Bus passes to students at concessional rates:
The objective of this scheme is to distribute passes at a discounted price to the students by the
North West Karnataka Regional Transport Corporation, keeping in mind the interests of the
students as directed by the Government. Under this scheme, free bus passes are distributed to
students in classes 1-7 and an additional discount of 25% was given to girl students studying
in high schools. Bus passes are being distributed to all other categories of students at discounted
rates and from the financial year 2017-18, free bus passes are being issued to students of all the
standards belonging to the SC/ST category. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation
0f ¥11,369.58 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %11,436.45 lakh (Including Opening
Balance). During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %15,285.77lakh.

46. Kalyana Karnataka Road Transport Corporation (KKRTC) (3055-00-190-0-05)
Bus passes to students at concessional rates:
The scheme was started in 1995. The objective of this scheme is to distribute passes at
discounted prices to the students by the North East Karnataka Regional Transport Corporation,
keeping in mind the interest of the students as directed by the Government. Under this scheme,
free bus passes are being distributed to students of classes 1-7 and an additional discount of
25% was given to girl students studying in high schools. Bus passes are being distributed to all
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other categories of students at discounted rates and from the financial year 2017-18, free bus
passes are being issued to students of all the standards belonging to the SC/ST category. During
FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of *9,487.67 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 9,593.21 lakh (including opening balance) and the number of beneficiary Girl students
was 2,087. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %12,755.64 lakh.

47. Free Bus Travel Facility to the Blind (3055-00-190-0-06)
This programme was started in 1978. The KSRTC distributes free bus passes to the Blind with
100% blindness. The current term of this pass is 05 years. These passengers are allowed to
travel in the city, suburbs, general, and speeding services (including interstate transportation)
operated by the four State Road Transport Corporations. During FY 2023-24, against the RE
allocation of 32,718.14 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of
women beneficiaries was 2,324. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %2,038.61 lakh.

48. Free Bus Travel Facility to the Handicapped (3055-00-190-0-07)

This programme was launched in 2003. The Corporation is distributing bus passes at very high
discounts to people with disabilities over 40%. These passengers can use the discount pass in
the state within 100 km from the address entered in the pass. All the four State Road Transport
corporations allow them to travel within the city and also outskirts, in General, Express and
Rajahamsa buses (including interstate transport buses). During FY 2023-24, against the RE
allocation of %3,126 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of
women beneficiaries was 15,420. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 32,344.50 lakh.

49. Concessional Bus Travel Facilities to Senior Citizens (3055-00-190-0-09)
This scheme was launched in 2008. All four Karnataka State Road Transport Corporations are
offering a discount of 25 percent on tickets to all senior citizens of the state. This facility is
extended by all of them in their general, express, and rajahamsa buses (including interstate
transport) within the city as well as outside. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of
%4,855.99 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and number of tickets issued to
women beneficiaries was 9.27 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %3,642 lakh.

50. Karnataka State Road Transport Corporation (KSRTC) (3055-00-190-0-10)

This scheme was launched in 1960. The Karnataka State Road Transport Corporation
distributes passes to students as a social obligation at a discounted rate, with a free bus pass for
students from 1st to 7th students and bus passes were issued to high school girls at 25 per cent
discount. Passes are also being distributed to students of all other classes at a discounted rate.
During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of %18,966.51 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was %19,142.50 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of beneficiary Girl
students was 4,264. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 323,831.95 lakh.

51. Issue of Free Bus Passes to the dependents of Martyrs (3055-00-190-0-11)
Under this scheme, free bus travel facilities are provided to the dependents of martyrs from
2012-13 by all the four Karnataka State Road Transport Corporations. During FY 2023-24,
against the RE allocation of 2201 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the
number of women beneficiaries was 32. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation X150.75 lakh.
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52. Free Bus Travel Facility to Endosulphan affected victims (3055-00-190-0-13)

This programme was started in 2013. For the well-being of people suffering from Endosulphan
diseases, all the four Karnataka State Road Transport Corporations are distributing free bus
passes for Endosulphan sufferers to travel with their assistants, which is common in the state
coastal area. These passengers are allowed to travel anywhere within the state in city, suburban,
regular, express busses. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 1,072 lakh, the
entire grant was utilised up to March 2024 and the number of women beneficiaries was1,352.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3804 lakh.

53. Free Bus Pass Facility to Goa Activists (3055-00-190-0-14)
All four Karnataka State Road Transport Corporations are issuing free bus passes to the
activists who participated in the Goa Liberation Movement from 2017-18. Pass holders can
travel in all classes of buses of the corporation in state and interstate routes. Pass holders aged
75 years and above can travel free with one companion. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of 2282.66 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024. During FY 2024-
25, the BE allocation was 3212 lakh.

54. Free Bus Pass Facility to Journalists (3055-00-190-0-15)
Free Bus Pass facility is given to recognized Journalists as a social responsibility under the
scheme. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 250 lakh, the entire grant was utilized
up to March 2024 and the number of women beneficiaries was 270. During FY 2024-25, the
BE allocation was %50 lakh.

% Demand No 07: Rural Development and Panchayath Raj

55. Rehabilitation of Bonded Labour [Corpus fund to all DCs] (2230-01-112-0-01)
A Bonded Labour Rehabilitation Fund shall be created at the District level by each State with
a permanent corpus of at least 10 lakhs at the disposal of the District Commissioner which
would be renewable. This fund will be utilised to extend immediate financial assistance to the
released bonded labourers. During FY 2023-24, RE allocation was 10 lakh. During FY 204-
25, the BE allocation was 10 lakh.

%+ Demand No 08: Forest, Ecology and Environment

56. Special Component Plan for Scheduled Castes-Forest Department (2406-01-789-0-
01)
The objective of this scheme is to reduce the pressure on forests by providing refilled cylinders
and the distribution of bamboos directly to the selected beneficiaries of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes, which also improves the standard of living. During FY 2023-24, against the
RE allocation of R200 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 3199.91 lakh and the number
of women beneficiaries was 6,789. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3250 lakh.

57. Tribal Area Sub- Plan - Forest Department (2406-01-796-0-01)
The objective of this scheme is to reduce the pressure on forests by providing refilled cylinders
and the distribution of bamboos directly to the selected beneficiaries of Tribal area, which also
improves the standard of living. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 3200 lakh,
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the expenditure up to March 2024 was %199.93 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries
was 6,253. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3250 lakh.

% Demand No 09: Co-operation

58. Interest Subsidy for Crop Loan, Pledge Loan, SHGs (2425-00-107-2-41)

This scheme was started in 2007-08. The objective of the scheme is to provide accessible credit
through formal financial institutions such as branches of PACs and DCC Banks to members
belonging to socially and economically backward sections of the society and in particular
women. While providing loans to SHGs there is a reduction in the rate of interest on loans on
SHGs. 0% to women SHGs up to %5 lakh and for men SHGs at 4%. The co-operative
institutions, are in turn reimbursed interest subsidy as per the firm commitment of the
government. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of %1,27,722 lakh, the entire grant
was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of women beneficiaries was 55,372. During FY
2024-25, the BE allocation was %1,57,583 lakh.

59. Yashaswini (2425-00-108-0-57)
This scheme started in 2022-23 and was implemented through Yashaswini Co-operative
Members Health Protection Trust. This is an ambitious scheme designed by the department
of co-operatives to improve the health status of cooperative members and meet the medical
expenses of their family members of the urban and rural co-operative societies. The members
of the rural co-operative societies shall pay X500 per family of four members and an extra X100
per person for additional persons above four of the family as an annual subscription to the
Trust. Similarly, members of the urban co-operative societies shall pay 31,000 per family of
four members and an extra X200 per person for additional persons above four of the family as
an annual subscription to the Trust. The State Government bears the annual subscription of SC
and ST members. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 3,128 lakh, the entire
grant was utilized up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %5,000 lakh.

60. Enrolment of BPL, SC, ST, BC, Minority, Women and Physically Challenged as
members of all types of Co-Operatives (2425-00-108-0-58)

This scheme was launched during FY 2005-06 and modified during 2015-16. The aim of the
scheme is to enroll people belonging to BPL, SC, ST, and minority and differently abled groups
as members of all types of co-operative societies, thereby enabling them to obtain the facilities
made available by the co-operatives. Financial assistance equivalent to the value of one share
of the society or 500 whichever is less is provided by the government. During FY 2023-24,
against the RE allocation of 250 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 3249.85 lakh,
and the number of women beneficiaries was 2,630. During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was
%100 lakh.

«» Demand No 10: Social Welfare

61. Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Development Corporation:Community Irrigation Scheme-
Ganga Kalyana (2225-01-102-0-11)

This scheme was started in 1984-85. The objective of this scheme is to provide irrigation

facilities to small and micro farmers belonging to the scheduled caste having 1.5 to 5 acres of

land. Individual bore wells are drilled in that land. The cost of one unit is %3.50 lakh, out of
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this 3 lakh is given as subsidy and 350,000 is given as a loan. During FY 2023-24, against the
RE allocation of 34,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 33999.99 lakh and the
number of women beneficiaries was 08. Dring FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 34,000 lakh.

62. Dr. Ambedkar Development Corporation-Self Employment Scheme (2225-01-190-
2-01)

This scheme was started in 1975.Dr. B R Ambedkar Development Corporation provides loans
to SC unemployed youths to take up self-employment like dairy, petty shops, provision stores,
cycle shops, small industries, businesses and services etc. During FY 2023-24, as against the
RE allocation of *4500 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 34499.85 lakh and the
number of women beneficiaries was 96. During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was 34,500
lakh.

63. Karnataka Thanda Development Corporation (2225-01-190-2-10)

This Corporation was established in 2007 by the Government of Karnataka for the economic
development of Scheduled Caste Banjaras/Lambani in the State of Karnataka. The Corporation
is implementing the following programmes are: Providing infrastructure facilities in the
Thanda area, Self-Employment Scheme, Entrepreneurship scheme, Micro credit scheme,
Ganga Kalyana Scheme and Land Purchase Scheme. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of 26000 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of
women beneficiaries was 197. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 36,000 lakh.

64. Karnataka Adi Jambava Development Corporation (2225-01-190-3-01)

This Corporation was established during 2018-19 by the Government for the economic
development of the Scheduled Caste Adi Jambavas in the state of Karnataka. The Corporation
is implementing the following programmes: Loan for Self-Employment, Ganga Kalyana
Irrigation Scheme, Entrepreneur Development Scheme, Micro Credit Scheme, Land
Ownership Scheme and Training Programmes. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation
of 35000 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of women
beneficiaries was 845. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %5,000 lakh.

65. Welfare Schemes (Bhovi Development Corporation) (2225-01-190-4-01)

This Corporation was established during 2016 by the Government for the overall development
of Bhovi community by providing financial assistance to the needy people to take up profit-
oriented ventures. Under this scheme, the following schemes are implemented: Self-
Employment Scheme, ISB (Industries Service and Business), Micro credit scheme, Ganga
Kalyana Scheme and Land Ownership Scheme. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE
allocation of X5,500 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was ¥5499.99 lakh and the number
of women beneficiaries was 165. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %5,500 lakh.

66. Karnataka State Safai Karmachari Corporation (2225-01-190-5-01)
The Karnataka State Safai Karmachari Development Corporation was established during 2016
for the overall development of Safai Karmachari and Poura Karmikas. The objective of this
corporation is to provide subsidies from government and bank loans to undertake self
employment for the economic development of Safai Karmachari and Poura Karmikas. The
main programmes under this scheme are to provide higher education to children, to impart
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vocational skills training to undertake self-employment in the profession and make them
financially empowered. Projects implemented by the Corporation are as follows: Self-
Employment-Direct Loan Scheme, Incentive (Micro Credit) Scheme, Land ownership scheme
and Ganga Kalyana Scheme. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 22,500 lakh,
the expenditure up to March 2024 was 32499.99 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries
was 2,356. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 32,500 lakh.

67. Coaching and Allied Schemes (2225-01-277-0-02)
This scheme was started in 1983. Under this scheme, Pre-training classes are given to students
belonging to SC/ST who are taking competitive examination conducted by the
UPSC/KPSC/RRB/SSC and Banking sectors. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation
of ¥75.55 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 365.46 lakh and the number of women
beneficiaries was 2101. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 32,093.87 lakh.

68. Maintenance of Residential Schools (MDRSs) (KREIS) (2225-01-277-0-65)

This scheme is introduced in 1999 to provide quality education for SC, ST and, BC students in
rural areas. These 503 residential schools based on the model of Jawahar Navodaya Schools
are started for students who are socially and educationally backward with the aim of providing
quality education and facilitating higher studies in rural areas for students from these
categories. This scheme provides financial assistance for maintenance of Morarji Desai
Residential Schools (MDRS) maintained by Karnataka Residential Educational Institution
Societies (KREIS). During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 379,129.48 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was % 89,129.48 lakh (including opening balance) and the
number of girl student beneficiaries was 74,923. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
%88,790.51 lakh.

69. CSS- Eradication of Untouchability (2225-01-277-0-67 and 2225-01-277-0-71)
This scheme started in 1995. Under this scheme to eradicate untouchability- a social evil, the
Social Welfare Department is encouraging inter-caste marriage among SC youth to marry by
giving honorarium to such couples. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 6000
lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 35634.41 lakh and the number of girl student
beneficiaries was 2026. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 26000 lakh.

70. CSS- Compensation to SC/ST Victims (2225-01-796-0-01 and 2225-01-796-0-03)
This a Centrally Sponsored Scheme and the share of Central and State Government grants for
this scheme is 50:50. The objective of this scheme is to provide compensation to the victims of
atrocities depending upon the intensity of the loss sustained. During FY 2023-24, as against
the RE allocation of 5000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 32962.66 lakh and the
number of women beneficiaries was 1496. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 10,000
lakh.

71. Various Development Programme for Schedule Castes (2225-01-796-0-02)
This scheme started in 2014-15. This scheme aimed to providing basic facilities to Schedule
Castes in priority sectors like education, economic, religious occupational and other facilities
and implementing programmes for improving skills. During FY 2023-24, against the RE
allocation of 344,875 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %59,827.60 lakh (Including
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Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was 38280. During FY 2024-25, the
BE allocation was 344,800 lakh.

72. Unspent SCSP/TSP amount as per the SCSP/TSP Act 2013 (2225-02-001-0-03)
Under this scheme incentives are provided for the following programmes:
e Incentives for wedding events.
e Educational incentives and unemployment allowance for students belonging to the original
resident tribes such as the Beehives and Koragas.
¢ Financial assistance for construction of School/College/Student Hall/Community Hall
During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 2099.01 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was 32,099 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 831. During FY 2024-25
the BE allocation was %1,381.06 lakh.

73. Ganga Kalyana - for Schedule Tribe (2225-02-102-0-04)
This scheme is aimed at providing irrigation facilities to Scheduled Tribe farmers to enhance
their income. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 6,500 lakh, the entire grant
was utilized up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was 26,500 lakh.

74. Self-Employment Scheme (2225-02-190-2-01)
Under this scheme, Sri Maharshi Valmiki Development Corporation provides loans to
unemployed ST youths to take up self-employment like dairy, petty shops, provision stores,
cycle shops, small industries, businesses and services etc. During FY 2023-24, as against the
RE allocation of *6000 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of
women beneficiaries was 100. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 36,000 lakh.

75. Upgradation of Merit of ST Students (2225-02-277-0-36)
This scheme is aimed at encouraging ST students to excel at their studies. During FY 2023-24,
as against the RE allocation of 32000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 1,999.35
lakh and the number of girl student beneficiaries was 1,182. During FY 2024-25 the BE
allocation was %1500 lakh.

76. CSS- Development of Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups (2225-02-794-0-01)
The Government has launched many projects for the development of vulnerable tribal groups,
such as Koraga and Jenukuruba tribes living in Dakshina Kannada, Udupi, Kodagu and Mysore
districts. Under this scheme, construction of dwelling houses for the homeless, economic
upliftment programmes and basic facilities like road connectivity, sewerage, drinking water at
the residential areas etc., are undertaken. During FY 2023-24, RE allocation was 32500 lakh.
During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was 32,500 lakh.

77. Various Development Schemes for Scheduled Tribes (2225-02-794-0-05)
Under this scheme priority sector programmes like housing, education, infrastructure facilities
to ST colonies and irrigation etc., are implemented. This scheme is also aimed to help ST
students to enroll, to continue and to acquire education and to encourage of excellence at
studies. Further, under this programme the following schemes are implemented.
e Nutritious food distribution
¢ Inter caste Marriage/Widow Marriage/Simple Marriage Programmes
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e Distribution of uniforms to students attending pre-matric boarding schools and Valmiki
Ashram schools

e Providing infrastructure, repair and upgradation of buildings to hostel/ashram schools

e Providing necessary equipment to residential schools of Karnataka Residential

The Government has given grants to various corporations to take up the development activities
in that community. Details of a few corporations are as follows: Loan for Self-Employment,
Ganga Kalyana Irrigation Scheme, Arivu Educational Loan, Swavalambhi Sarathi Yojana,
Loan for higher education at foreign universities

a) Karnataka Arey Alemari Nigama: This Corporation was established during 2020-21 by
the government for the economic development of the Alemari community in the state of
Karnataka. The Corporation is implementing the following programmes.

b) Karnataka Savitha Samaja Development Corporation: This Corporation was
established during 2020-21 by the Government for the economic development of the
Savitha Samaja community in the state of Karnataka. The Corporation is implementing the
following programmes.

c) Karnataka Madiwala Machideva Development Corporation Limited: This
Corporation was established during 2020-21 by the Government for the economic
development of the Madiwala community in the state of Karnataka. The Corporation is
implementing the following programmes.

During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 219130 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up

to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 319100 lakh.

79. D. Devaraja Urs Backward Classes Development Corporation Limited (2225-03-
190-0-04)

The D.Devaraja Urs Backward Classes Development Corporation was started in 1977. The

purpose of this corporation is to promote economic development activities and assist the poorer

section of backward classes.

The Corporation is implementing the following programmes for the economic development of

the backward classes:

e D. Devaraja Arasu Self Employment Personal Loan Scheme: Under this scheme,
financial assistance up to a maximum of 32 lakh is provided to the economically backward
classes for self-employment. Out of which a maximum 15% is subsidy and the remaining
amount is a loan at an interest rate of 4% per annum.

e Awareness Education Loan Scheme: The Corporation extends educational loan to the
students of backward community who are studying higher education (Medical, Dental,
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Engineering). The corporation provides loan facility of %1 lakh per year and a maximum
amount of 34 lakh to X5 lakh per course is given as education loan at 2% per annum interest.

e Ganga Kalyana Irrigation Scheme: Under this scheme Corporation provide irrigation
facilities to the small and marginal farmers of backward classes. The maximum unit cost
fixed is 32.50 lakh. The unit cost includes a subsidy of %2 lakh and maximum loan of R0.50
lakh at 4% interest per annum. The maximum unit cost fixed is ¥4.00 lakh in Bangalore
Urban/Rural, Tumkur, Kolar, Chikkaballapura and Ramanagar districts. The unit cost
includes %3.50 lakh subsidy and X 0.50 lakh loan.

e D.Devaraja Urs individual loan scheme: Under this scheme financial assistance upto X 2
lakh per beneficiary is given to take up self-employment activities such as petty business,
service, and agricultural allied activities. Out of the sanctioned amount maximum of 15% is
subsidy and rest is loan at 4% interest per annum.

lakh of the four-wheeler vehicle purchased for self-employment.

up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation of ¥10,000 lakh.

80. Karnataka Vishwakarma Communities Development Corporation Limited (2225-
03-190-0-05)

This corporation was started during 2014-15 for the development of people belonging to
Vishwakarma community. The Corporation is implementing the following schemes for this
purpose: Financial Assistance for Panchavruthi (five occupation) Development, Self-
Employment Loan Scheme, Arivu Educational Loan Scheme, Self-employment loan scheme
in collaboration with banks, Ganga Kalyana Personal Loan Scheme, Microcredit scheme for
women, Amrita Advance Scheme. During FY 2023-24 as against the RE allocation was 31,300
lakh the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
21,300 lakh.

81. Assistance to Nijasharana Ambigara Chowdaiah Development Corporation Ltd.
(2225-03-190-0-07)
Nijasharana Ambigara Chowdaiah Development Corporation was established during 2018.
The objective of the Corporation is to promote economic and development activities and assist
the poorer sections of backward classes belonging to category-l. The Corporation is
implementing the following schemes for this purpose: Self-Employment Direct Loan Scheme,
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Loan and Subsidy Scheme for Microcredit/Self Help Groups, Arivu Educational Loan
Schemes, Ganga Kalyana Irrigation Schemes, Swanthanthra Amruta Mahotsava Munnede.
During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation was 3900 lakh the entire grant was utilised up
to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation of 500 lakh.

82. Assistance to Karnataka Uppara Development Corporation Ltd. (2225-03-190-0-
08)
The Karnataka Uppara Development Corporation was established during October 2017 to
promote economic and development activities and to assist the poorer sections of backwards
classes belonging to Uppara and their subcastes under category-1 from 53(a) to 53(v). The
Corporation is implementing the following schemes to achieve the above objectives: Self-
Employment Direct Loan Scheme, Arivu Educational Loan Scheme, Loan Scheme for Higher
Education in Foreign Universities, Ganga Kalyana Irrigation Scheme,Amruta Munnade Skill
development training programme. During FY 2023-24 as against the RE allocation was X800
lakh the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was
%800 lakh.

83. Karnataka Veerashaiva Lingayath Development Corporation Limited (2225-03-
190-0-09)

To empower the people belonging to Veerashaiva Lingayatha community Karnataka
Veerashaiva Lingayath Development Corporation is established during November 2020. To
achieve the above objective the following schemes are implemented by the corporation:
Kayaka Kirana Schemes, Jeevajala, Vidhesha Vidyavikhasa, Basava Belagu. During FY 2023-
24, as against the RE allocation was 26000 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation of 36,000 lakh.

84. Karnataka Vokkaliga Community Development Corporation Limited (2225-03-
190-0-10).

This Corporation is established during April 2022. The main objective of the corporation is to
provide financial assistance to the people of the Vokkaliga Community to undertake economic
and developmental activities and to assist the poorer section of Vokkaliga Community. The
following schemes are implemented by the corporation to achieve the above objectives. Self -
Employment Loan scheme, Ganga Kalyana Irrigation Schemes, Educational Loan Scheme,
Loan Scheme for Higher Education in Foreign Universities, Subsidy Assistance to unemployed
youths for purchases Tourist taxis/goods vehicles, Swanthanthra Amruta Mahotsava Munnede.
During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of *6000 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up
to March 2024. During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was 36,000 lakh.

85. Foreign Study Stipend, Coaching for Competitive Job Exams and PHD Fellowship

to BC Students (2225-03-277-2-37)
Under this programme to enable backward class candidates to appear for IAS/KAS/Banking
examinations etc. conducted by UPSC/KPSC/Banking Recruitment Authorities, pre-
examination coaching is provided through different coaching institutions at Delhi, Hyderabad
and Karnataka. Candidates are paid a monthly stipend and course fee as per the norms of
Government order. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 3,000 lakh, the
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expenditure up to March 2024 was %2,993.36 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
559. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 34,000 lakh.

86. Post-Matric Scholarship to Backward Classes Students (2225-03-277-2-51 and
2225-03-277-2-72)

This program is funded 100% by the Central Government and the State Government has to
bear the cost of implementation. Under this scheme, a scholarship of %3,500, 23,350, %2,100
and 1,600 is given to the backward class students of A, B, C and D categories, whose annual
income is below X1 lakh, respectively. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of
%18600 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %25,735.19 lakh (Including opening
balance) and the number of girl student beneficiaries was 165857. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was 16,000 lakh.

87. CSS- Pre-Matric Scholarship to Backward Classes Students studying in 9™ and
10 Standard (2225-03-277-2-52 and 2225-03-277-2-83)

The share of Central and State Government grants for this programme is 50:50. Under this
scheme, scholarships of 750 for the 1st to Sth standard, 900 for the 6th to 8th standard and
%1,000 for the 9th to 10th standard are being sanctioned. During FY 2023-24, as against the
RE allocation of 210,500 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 32,690 lakh and the
number of girl student beneficiaries was 97778. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation is
26,666 lakh.

88. Food and Accommodation Assistance- Vidyasiri (2225-03-283-0-03)
The objective of the scheme is to provide financial assistance of Z1,500 per month for 10
months for food and accommodation to the backward classes meritorious students who were
not admitted in post-matric hostels. The sanctioned amount is credited to the bank accounts of
the eligible candidates. During FY 2023-24 against the RE allocation was 8000 lakh the entire
grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of girl student beneficiaries was 16153.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 10,000 lakh.

89. Development of Jain, Buddist and Sikh Community (2225-04-102-0-05)

Under this scheme, scholarships are given to the students of minority community who are
pursuing post-matriculation, graduation, post-graduation, vocational and technical, M.Phil and
Ph.D courses. The scholarship to minority students of Karnataka ranging from 10 lakh to 320
lakh is given depending on their annual income for a maximum of 2 years for higher studies in
the top 500 ranking foreign universities. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of
%4000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %3,932.69 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the
BE allocation of 34,000 lakh.

90. Incentive for Minority Students (2225-04-277-0-03)
Under this scheme financial assistance is given to minority students to pursue higher education.
The special incentive of 325,000 per annum is given to students studying in B.Ed and D.Ed
courses and %2.00 lakh for pursuing higher education in reputed National Institutes of Higher
Education such as, IIT, lIM, IISC, lITs, IlITs, NITs, I[IMs, IISERs, AIIMS, NLU, INIs, INI
and IuSLAs. Pratibha Puraskar for students of residential schools and colleges is also provided
under this scheme. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 800 lakh, the expenditure
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up to March 2024 was %815.94 lakh (Including Opening Balance). During FY 2024-25, the
BE allocation was X800 lakh.

91. Scholarship for Minorities and Fee Reimbursement (2225-04-277-0-04)

Under this scheme, scholarships ranging from 3,500 to 37,500 is provided every year based
on the admission and tuition fees paid by the degree, post graduate and Ph.D students for all
the course/subjects in government, government aided, un-aided and private educational
institutions in the state. Further, for the M.Phil and Ph.D minority students are given a
scholarship of %1 lakh annually and financial assistance of 320,000 to X5,00,000 is given to
students studying abroad for two years. The number of women beneficiaries was 1,01,504.
During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 216,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was 216,225.29 lakh (Including Opening Balance). During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation
was 319,000 lakh.

92. Vidyasiri Scheme for Minority Students (2225-04-277-0-05)
The objective of the scheme is to provide facilities to the minority students studying in post-
matric courses/PUC up to the Ph.D. level in government/aided/un-aided institutions who are
not provided with hostels facilities across the state. Selected students will get an amount of
%1,500 per month for a period of 10 months (maximum X15,000) during their study period.
During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 21,300 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was %1,033.50 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 2,499 lakh.

93. Training for Competitive Exams for Minorities (2225-04-277-0-06)
Under this scheme, pre-training classes are given to students belonging to Minority students
who are taking competitive examinations conducted by the UPSC/KPSC/RRB/SSC and
banking sectors through reputed private institutions. Also, training for CET is given to students
in the 2" PUC. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 21715 lakh, the expenditure
up to March 2024 was X1714.62 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %1,715 lakh.

94. Maintenance of Moulana Azad Schools (2225-04-277-0-09)
This scheme was started in 2017-18. Under this scheme English medium can be started from 6
standard onwards in 200 Maulana Azad model schools having a strength of 60. During FY
2023-24, against the RE allocation of 8029.23 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
X7590.63 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 39622.68 lakh.

95. Minorities Residential Schools (2225-04-277-0-10)
This scheme was started in 2014-15. Under this scheme the State Government has started
Morarji Desai and APJ Abdul Kalam residential schools at district and taluk levels to provide
good education to students from 6 to 10 standards belonging to religion minorities in the State.
There are 126 residential schools and colleges in Karnataka. During FY 2023-24, against the
RE allocation of ¥35137.77 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %30,355.63 lakh.
During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 336,396 lakh.

96. Dr. Babu Jagjivan Ram Leather Industries Development Corporation-LIDKAR
(4225-01-190-0-05)

LIDKAR Corporation was established in 1976 by the Government of Karnataka. The main

objectives of this program are the overall development of leather industries in Karnataka and
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the improvement of the socio-economic conditions of scheduled caste leather artisans in the
state.The development activities of the corporation include various programmes such as :
training programmes, self-employment schemes, infrastructure development and business
promotion activities to revive the commercial activities of LIDKAR Corporation. During FY
2023-24, as against the RE allocation of *3500 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March
2024 and the number of women beneficiaries was 675. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation
23,500 lakh.

97. Karnataka Minority Development Corporation (4225-04-190-0-02)
The government established the Karnataka Minorities Development Corporation in 1986 with
the sole objective of improving the social and economic condition of the minorities in the state
and bringing them into the mainstream of society. The Corporation is implementing the
following programmes:

98. Social Service Complex (2235-02-001-0-03)

The aim of the scheme is to provide free food, accommodation, medical facilities and
protection to destitute mentally retarded women above 18 years of age. Women's Homes are
being run by the department in Bangalore city and Hubli. Social Service Complex for destitute
mentally retarded men is being run by the government in Bangalore, in which the residents are
provided free meals, accommodation, Providing medical facilities and protection. During FY
2023-24, against RE allocation 0f%361.09 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 3244.73
lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 100. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was
%428.17 lakh.

99. Government School for Deaf and Blind (2235-02-101-0-02)

Four residential schools for deaf children are being run by the department in Mysore,
Kalaburgi, Bellary, Belagavi districts for hearing impaired children. Free accommodation,
meals and education are provided to the children in these schools. Special schools for blind
children are being run at Kalaburgi, Mysore, Davangere and Hubli. In these schools, visually
impaired children are provided free meals, accommodation and education. During FY 2023-
24, against RE allocation of R210.64 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 3182.28 lakh
and the number of women beneficiaries was 79. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was
%246.58 lakh.
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100. Scholarship to the Physically Handicapped (2235-02-101-0-05)
This programme was initiated in 1972 to provide financial assistance to differently abled
students. Incentives and scholarships are given to the students under this scheme. During FY
2023-24 as against RE allocation of 3625 lakh the expenditure up to March 2024 was % 306.63
lakh, the number of women beneficiaries was 3133. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was
%525 lakh.

101.Aids and Appliances for the Disabled (2235-02-101-0-52)
This scheme was launched in the year 1992. Under this scheme, aids and appliances are
distributed to people with disabilities whose family income is less than ¥11,500 per annum in
rural areas and 324,000 in urban areas. Hearing aids, and other appliances worth 315,000 are
given free of cost to differently abled persons. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of
5,440 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %5,148.42 lakh and the number of women
beneficiaries was 2,154. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 1,000 lakh.

102.NPDRP Programme for the Disabled (2235-02-101-0-53)

This scheme was started in 2007. The National Programme for Rehabilitation of Persons with
Disabilities (NPDRP) is a flagship programme that aims to provide facilities of education,
employment, training, economic rehabilitation, and social security through differently abled
persons at their residence and to provide other departmental facilities. This programme also
includes honorarium for Village Rehabilitation Workers (VRWS), Multi-purpose
Rehabilitation Workers (MRWS) and Urban Rehabilitation Workers (URWS). During FY
2023-24, against RE allocation of 27603.16 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%6564.72 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,963. During FY 2024-25, BE
allocation was 7,201 lakh.

103.Placement Cell of the Differently Abled (2235-02-101-0-55)
This scheme was started in 2016. Under this scheme, a sum of ¥1,000 per month is paid as
unemployment allowance to unemployed, differently abled persons who have completed SSLC
and higher education. During FY 2023-24 RE allocation was X3 lakh the expenditure up to
March 2024 was %0.54 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 03. During FY 2024-
25, BE allocation was X3 lakh.

104.Welfare of Physically and Mentally Challenged (2235-02-101-0-99)
This scheme was started in 1995. The objective of the scheme is to provide Grant-in Aid to
physically and mentally challenged people for corrective surgery up to X1 lakh. During FY
2023-24, against the RE allocation of 2897.63 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%2573.68 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 3334. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was ¥3344.03 lakh.

105. Creches for Working Mothers-CSS- (2235-02-102-0-13 and 2235-02-102-0-21)
This scheme was launched in 2017 to assist working mothers. The Creches look after children
up to the age of 6 years of working mothers during working hours, both in urban and rural
areas. During FY 2023-24 RE allocation was 3402.29 lakh the expenditure up to March 2024
was 688.10 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of creches was 430. During
FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 2166 lakh.
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106.Special Support for HIV infected and affected Children (2235-02-102-0-33)

The scheme was launched during 2010. The objective of the scheme is to provide care and
support for HIV/AIDS infected and affected children who have lost their parents. Under this
scheme, a cash incentive of X1,000/pm is provided to ensure education, health, nutrition and
care for children affected and infected with HIV to bring them to the mainstream of society.
Financial assistance of ¥3,500/pm is given to children who have lost both their parents in
COVID up to the age of 18 years and for the purpose of higher studies and skill development
LAPTOP/TAB amounting to 335,000 is being distributed to children who have completed
SSLC. For the purpose of marriage, higher education and self-employment X1 lakh is given to
girl children after completion of 21 years who have lost both their parents in Covid. During FY
2023-24, against the RE allocation of 22,200 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%1,832.93 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 6,193. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was Z1,500 lakh.

107.Creche for children (2235-02-102-0-45)
Kindergartens were started during 2021-22 for the benefit of working women and in areas with
high concentration of women. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of %1,500 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was ¥474.57 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
3070. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was X500 lakh.

108.CSS- Integrated Child Protection Scheme (Mission Vatsalya) (2235-02-102-0-48
and 2235-02-102-0-49)

This has been launched during 2022-23 under Mission Vatsalya. The Integrated Child
Protection Scheme brings together multiple existing child protection schemes of the
Government of India under one comprehensive umbrella and integrates additional
interventions for protecting children and preventing harm. ICPS, therefore, institutionalizes
essential services and strengthens structures, enhances protection services, strengthens child
protection at the family and community level, and ensures appropriate inter-sectoral response
at all levels. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of %9,755.65 lakh, the expenditure up
to March 2024 was X10,314.06 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women
beneficiaries was 3,130. During FY 2024-25, as against BE allocation of 310,000 lakh.

109. Senior Citizen Policy (2235-02-104-2-04)
Under this scheme, senior citizen helplines have been set up in 28 districts to solve problems
like harassment of senior citizens, financial exploitation, mental turmoil and emergency
assistance. Day welfare centers for senior citizens will be set up in 30 districts of the state.
During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of *404.08 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 3529.21 lakh (Including Opening Balance). During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 3499
lakh.

110.Financial Assistance to Special Schools for Physically Challenged run by NGOs
(2235-02-104-2-06)

This scheme was started in 2010. The objective of the scheme is to provide financial assistance

to the non-government organisations to run special schools for the differently abled children.

During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 28,350 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
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was 39,853.15 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was
3588. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 28,000 lakh.

111.Rehabilitation of Transgenders (2235-02-200-0-05)
This scheme was started during 2012-13 with the objective of bringing transgenders into
mainstream society. Under this scheme, to empower them economically a grant of 330,000 is
given for taking up economic activities and for undergoing EDP training. During FY 2023-24,
against the RE allocation of 300 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the
number of women beneficiaries was 1000. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3300
lakh.

112.Promotion of Sports Activities (2204-00-104-0-02)
This scheme was launched during 1991-92. The scheme is aimed at giving Ekalavya Award
and cash awards to the sports person who has achieved excellence in sports at national and
international level. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 1,700 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was 22195.45 lakh (Including Opening Balance) and the number
of women beneficiaries was 723. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X1,466 lakh.

113.Scheduled Caste Sub Plan (2204-00-789-0-01)

This programme was started in the year 2011-12. The objective of this scheme is to provide

incentives of X5 lakh, %3 lakh and X1 lakh each to the talented athletes belonging to Scheduled

Castes and Scheduled Tribes who have won medals in international, national and state level

official sports events respectively. In addition to these following facilities are also extended to

them.

e Under the Amrita Sports Adoption Scheme, out of 75 sports persons selected, 10 lakh is
given to each talented four Scheduled Caste and two Scheduled Tribe athletes.

e Gym equipment is supplied to five medal winners in international, national and state level
official sports events for setting up of a gym for self-employment. Out of the total cost, 75%
is borne by the department and the remaining 25% by the medal winners.

e Grant/facility/equipment is provided to five sportspersons trained in water adventure sports
through the General Thimmaiah National Aid Academy.

e In respect of various genres, folk training is imparted to 50 youths from eight districts of the
state (two in each division) in departmental training centers.

Under this scheme incentive of %5 lakh, X3
lakh and 1 lakh are given to each talented athlete belonging to Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes who have won medals at international, national and state level official sports
events respectively. In addition to this the following additional facilities also extend to them.
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e Under the Amrita Sports Adoption Scheme, out of 75 sportspersons selected, an incentive
of %10 lakh is provided to each talented four Scheduled Caste and two Scheduled Tribe
athletes.

e Under this scheme, training is imparted in various types of Janapada to 50 youth (men and
women) in eight districts of the state in departmental training centers.

During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 250 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to

March 2024 and the number of women beneficiaries was 100. During FY 2024-25, as against

BE allocation of *300 lakh.

115.Unspent SCSP-TSP amount as per the SCSP-TSP act 2013 (3452-80-001-0-03)
Under this scheme Karnataka Darshan program is being organized for the students studying in
class 8 belonging to the SC/ST community at 34,000 per student. During FY 2023-24, against
the RE allocation of *112.33 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X112.31 lakh.

116. Tourism Promotion and Publicity (3452-80-104-0-01)
This scheme was launched during the year 2016-17. Under this scheme, Z3500 per student is
released to the schools for the Karnataka Darshan programme for students studying in class 8
in government high schools, Morarji Desai and Christian residential schools. During FY 2023-
24, against the RE allocation of %5,006.40 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%4,366.25 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %5,006.21 lakh.

117.Tourism Policy Incentives and Concessions (3452-80-104-0-04)
This scheme was started from the year 2015-16. Under the Tourism Policy 2020-26 an
additional 5% subsidy along with the fixed subsidy is given to women entrepreneurs who come
forward to invest in tourism projects. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 32,000
lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %1,895.59 lakh.

118.Subsidy for Food grains distribution for AAY and PHH beneficiaries under
Annabhagya Scheme (2408-01-102-0-01)

The aim of this State Sector Scheme is to provide food security to people Below Poverty Line
(BPL) as per the National Food Security Act, 2013 and the Essential Commodities Act 2020.
The scheme was implemented in 2013 and funds are utilised for providing 35 Kgs of food
grains to each Anthyodaya Anna Yojane (AAY) card holder and 5 Kgs of food grains to each
beneficiary of the Priority House Hold (PHH) ration card free of cost every month. During FY
2023-24, against the RE allocation was 8,62,500 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%7,34,467.51 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was %1,65,508 lakh.

119.Subsidy for Rice Distribution for NPHH beneficiaries under Annabhagya Scheme
(2408-01-102-0-07)
The objective of the scheme is to provide subsidies and transportation expenses for distributing
rice to Non-Priority Household/Above Poverty Line (NPHH/ APL) card holders at a
concessional rate. During FY 2023-24 against RE allocation of 1,000 lakh, the expenditure
up to March 2024 was 3506.98 lakh. During FY 2024-25, as against BE allocation of 1,000
lakh.

120.CSS- Monthly Financial Assistance to the Physically Challenged and the Disabled
Poor (NSAP) (2235-02-101-0-20 and 2235-02-101-0-43)

This scheme was launched in 1977. The major objective of the scheme is to provide financial
security for differently abled people. Pension of X800 and %1400 are paid to physically
challenged people with 40% disabilities and more than 75% disabilities respectively. During
FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of ¥15,789.95 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%1,44,318.30 lakh, and the number of women beneficiaries was 3,72,065. During FY 2024-25,
as against BE allocation of X1,45,155 lakh.

121.New Social Security (Sandhya Suraksha) (NSAP) (2235-60-001-0-02)
This scheme has been launched in the year 2006 to protect senior citizens of above 65 years
whose family income is less than 332,000 per annum from the economic crisis and bring them
into mainstream. They get a pension of 21,200 per month. During FY 2023-24, against RE
allocation of %4,84,182.89 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 4,34,825.30lakh, and
the number of women beneficiaries was 1,5,41,222. During FY 2024-25, as against BE
allocation of ¥4,16,231.27lakh.

122.CSS- Old Age Pension (NSAP) (2235-60-102-1-01 and 2235-60-102-1-10)
This scheme was started in 1965 with the objective of providing financial assistance to the
senior citizens whose annual income is less than 332,000 per annum. Pension of 2600 to
persons with age group of 60-64 and 1,200 to persons above 65 years is paid monthly. During
FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 32,18,891.10 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 22,50,504.96 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 9,81,473. During FY 2024-
25 BE allocation was 32,42,745.51 lakh.

123.CSS- National Family Benefit Scheme (NSAP) (2235-60-102-1-03 and 2235-60-
102-1-11)
This scheme was initiated in 1995 to provide lumpsum financial assistance of 320,000 to the
Below Poverty Line (BPL) families, in case of death of the primary breadwinner of the family
irrespective of the cause of the death. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of *10,554.05
lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %10,553.89 lakh and the number of women
beneficiaries was 34,062. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 37,919 lakh.

124.Monthly Financial Assistance to Endosulphan Victims (2235-60-102-1-05)

This scheme was started to provide financial assistance to endosulphan victims in the year
2015. The Karnataka Cashew Development Corporation began aerial spraying of endosulphan
in Karnataka in 1980 as a preventive measure to control the infestation in cashew plantations.
The aerial spraying continued for two decades before it was stopped in 2000 due to the proven
serious adverse effects of this insecticide on the human health leading to developmental and
reproductive delay and damage and also health hazards among children. Under this programme
%2,000 is paid to persons with severity of 25 to 59% and 4,000 to persons with a severity
above 60%. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of %2,737 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was %2,522.62 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 2,701. During
FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 2,796 lakh.
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125.Mythri (2235-60-102-1-07)
This scheme was introduced in the year 2013 to provide financial assistance to the Transgender
community to bring them to the mainstream. Monthly pension of X800 is paid to the persons
of age group of 25 to 64 years. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 3210 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was ¥194.88 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
609. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 3234 lakh.

126. Assistance to Manasa Sarovar Piligrims (2250-00-103-5-08)
Under this scheme, the Government is sanctioning financial assistance to pilgrims undertaking
Manasarovar Yatra, Char Dham, Khashi Yatra, a subsidy of 230,000, 220,000 and 5,000
respectively as per the government guidelines. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of
22,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X1,508.87 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE
allocation was 32,000 lakh.

127.State Freedom Fighter Pension (2235-60-107-0-01)
This programme was started in 2022-23. Under this scheme monthly pension of 210,000 is
given to the following persons for participating in the freedom struggle.
e For persons convicted or imprisoned before 15" August 1947 in any part of Karnataka State.
e For persons imprisoned as under-trial prisoners for the cause of independence.
e To declared criminals etc.
During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 35,370 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 32,871.08 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 2296. During FY 2024-25 BE
allocation was 35,370 lakh.

128.Goa Freedom Fighter Pension (2235-60-107-0-08)
This project was started during 2022-23. Under this scheme, a monthly pension of 39,000 is
given to the activists who participated in the Goa Liberation Movement. During FY 2023-24,
against RE allocation of *691 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 3565.65 lakh and
the number of women beneficiaries was 528. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was X729 lakh.

129. Arya Vaishya Nigama (2250-00-103-9-08)

The Arya Vaishya Nigama started in the year 2019 to make the Arya Vaishya community
financially self-sufficient and to provide low-interest loans for the higher education of the
community. The Arya Vaishya Nigama is implementing the following schemes to achieve the
above objectives: Arivu Scheme, Self-Employment Direct Loan Scheme, Vasavi Jalashakthi
Yojane, Ahara Vahini. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of %1,034.31 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was 1,033.10 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
340. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was %1,037.86lakh.

% Demand No 15: Information Technology

130.Science and Technology Schemes (3425-60-200-0-16)
Regional and Sub Regional Science Centres have been established in the state to encourage
scientific activities. This scheme is implemented in the Public Private Partnership model.
Under this scheme, science education among students will be improved by providing high
school curriculum-based science tool Kits that are conducive to science learning based on the
concept of “Learn by seeing and Learn by doing (Swe¢td 7 3508 8¥)” and encourage Ph.D
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students doing research in science and engineering subjects. During FY 2023-24, against RE
allocation of 2600 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of
women beneficiaries was 39. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was X860 lakh.

131.Reimbursement of fees to Private Schools under RTE (2202-01-102-0-05)

This is a State Sector Scheme implemented in 2011-12 to provide free and compulsory
education for children aged between 6 and 14 years in neighborhood schools till completion of
elementary education. This scheme aims at providing equal opportunity for socially and
economically backward and deprived children to achieve the goals of Universalisation of
Elementary Education (1% to 8" Standard). Under this scheme reimbursement of fees for
private elementary school students and SC and ST students (from SCSP and STSP funds)
admitted under RTE is paid to private schools. The benefit of reimbursement of fees is extended
to LKG students on priority. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of 229,600 lakh,
the expenditure up to March 2024 was 229,479.26 lakh, and the number of girl beneficiaries
was 65,738. During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was 320,000 lakh.

132.Vidya Vikasa Scheme- Incentive for Students (2202-01-109-0-03)

This State Sector Scheme was launched in 1986 and some new features and initiatives were
added in 2006-07. The main objectives of the scheme are to promote children's enrolment,
facilitate access to school and to improve self-confidence among the students. Under this
Scheme free bicycles are provided for the students who are enrolled in 8th standard in
government and private aided schools. In addition, free uniforms, shoes, socks, textbooks and
activity books are provided to 1st to 10th class students. During FY 2023-24, against the RE
allocation of 38,759 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %38,429.68 lakh, and the
number of beneficiary girls was 26,68,510. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 347,193
lakh.

133.CSS- PM Schools for Rising India (PM SHRI) (2202-01-109-0-11 & 2202-01-109-
0-12)
This scheme started in 2023-24. The objectives of the scheme are as follows:
To increase the outcome of learning for every child in the school.
The high school students should pass at least with one skill.
To provide every child psychological well-being and career counselling
Schools should be sustainable and have a green environment

Development of PMSHRI Schools into an efficient school with focus on all-round development
of children.During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of ¥1,259.38 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was %4,400.80 lakh and the number of beneficiary girls was 18,759. During FY
2024-25, the BE allocation was %5,029.52 lakh.

134.CSS- Samagra Shikshana Abhiyana — Karnataka (2202-01-113-0-01 and 2202-01-
113-0-02)
‘Samagra Shikshana-Karnataka’ functions as a ‘mission’ under the administrative control
of the State Project Director for facilitating the Universalisation of Education from Pre-Primary
up to Pre-University level within a specified time frame as outlined by the Government of India
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and the Government of Karnataka. The State Government works towards improving the
transition rates across the various levels of school education and ensuring universal access for
children to complete school education. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of
%1,54,624.88 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X1,38,748.26 lakh and the number
of beneficiary girls was 51,13,416. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X1,54,643.85
lakh.

135.Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSP Act 2013 (2202-03-001-0-02)
Under this scheme, tuition fees are reimbursed to SC/ST students who are admitted to M.B.A
and M.C.A through CET, whose income is less than %2.50 Lakh. During FY 2023-24 RE
allocation was 405.89 lakh the expenditure up to March 2024 was ¥357.27 lakh and the
number of women beneficiaries was 70. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 3206.54 lakh.

136.Scholarship and Exemption from payment of full fees to all girls students (2202-
03-107-1-10)

This scheme was launched to encourage talented students to continue their higher education at
graduation level. Scholarships are given to encourage bright students in the name of Sanchi
Honnamma and Kitturu Rani Chennamma (for talented girls) and Sir C.V. Raman (both boys
and girls). Under the Rajiv Gandhi Loan Scholarship scheme, a subsidy is provided for
educational loans for both boys and girls. Scholarships are also provided to students affected
by HIV and Leprosy. During FY 2023-24 RE allocation was 22,510 lakh the expenditure up to
March 2024 was %493.10 lakh and the number of beneficiary girls was 21,750. During FY
2024-25 BE allocation was %1,094 lakh.

137.CSS- New India Literacy Programme (2202-04-200-1-05 and 2202-04-200-1-06)
The objective of the scheme is to impart basic literacy and numeracy to the public, and critical
life skills, provide basic education and impart vocational skills to learners aged 15 years and
above in the country. During FY 2023-24 RE allocation was %987.39 lakh. During FY 2024-
25, BE allocation was %987.39 lakh.

138.Scholarship for talented students in Engineering Colleges and Polytechnics (2203-
00-107-1-01)

Under this scheme, scholarships for children and dependents of defense personnel studying in

all engineering and polytechnics of the state are given, and other scholarships and fee waivers

are extended to students under the following schemes:

e Talent Award for meritorious students with more than 80% marks in PUC and holders of
BPL card and

¢ scholarship and free education scheme for children of parents suffering from leprosy or HIV
disease and

e A stipend for junior technical school students is given and,

e 100% fee waiver for students who have got admission to government/ aided/ unaided/
private and deemed university colleges/institutions for BE/B.Tech courses through CET and
who have got admission to polytechnics through Centralized Admission Nodal Centres.

e For students selected from PG C.E.T. A 50% fee waiver is given to M.Tech/ M.E students
and students selected in colleges of COMED-K/deemed universities.
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During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 32,092 la kh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 1,423.621akh and the number of women beneficiaries was 227. During FY 2024-25, BE
allocation was 32,400 lakh.

«» Demand No 18: Commerce and Industries

139.Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSP Act 2013 (2851-00-001-0-06)
The objective of this scheme is to provide a maximum subsidy of 75% and an interest subsidy
of 15% for newly established SME textile units on prorata basis. During FY 2023-24, against
RE allocation of *124.26 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024.

140. Assistance to Khadi Sector (2851-00-102-0-74)
This scheme was started in 2013-14. The objective of this scheme is to provide wage incentives
by the State Government to improve the standard of living of artisans (spinners, weavers, khadi
workers) working in Khadi organisations and associations. During FY 2023-24, against RE
allocation of 23,600 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %3,599.99 lakh. During FY
2024-25 BE allocation was %3,700 lakh.

141.Subsidized Industrial Plots for SC and STs (2851-00-102-0-76)
The plots/sheds allotted by KIADB/KSSIDC are being allocated at 75% subsidized rates to
promote SC/STs entrepreneurs to set up industrial units. During FY 2023-24, against RE
allocation of 220,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %20,761.63 lakh (Including
opening balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was 19. During FY 2024-25 BE
allocation was 340,000 lakh.

142.Weavers Package (2851-00-103-0-62)
This scheme was started in 2004-05. Under this scheme, subsidies are provided to weavers for
carrying out and sustaining weaving activities by helping them financially for insurance, power
loom and other equipment. The number of women beneficiaries was 27,140. During FY 2023-
24, against RE allocation of 210,2001akh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and
the number of women beneficiaries was 53,460.

143.Weaver's Package-KHDC (2851-00-103-0-69)
This scheme aims for the developmental activities of the Karnataka Handloom Development
Corporation (KHDC). The major components of this scheme are interest subsidies, financial
assistance for the purchase of raw material and rebate on handloom products. During FY 2023-
24, against RE allocation of 21,200 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024. During
FY 2024-25 BE allocation was Z1,000 lakh.

144.Subsidy for establishment of SME Units under SCSP-TSP (2851-00-103-0-72)
This scheme was started in 2021-22. Individual or partnership firms/ societies/ companies of
Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe should possess 100% members belonging to Scheduled
Caste/ Scheduled Tribe. A maximum project cost under the SME Unit is %5.00 crore, out of
which 50% (on immovable assets) should be availed of as loans from banks or financial
institutions. Out of this, 75% will be paid as a capital subsidy, and 15% as an interest subsidy.
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During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 3,500 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 34,441.3 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was X5,000 lakh.

145.Support to Handicrafts (2851-00-104-0-19)
This scheme is aimed at providing subsidies on raw materials to sandalwood artisans and
rebates on the sale value of articles, and stipends to students who are undergoing training, and
honorarium to master craftsmen. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 100 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was 299.65 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
222. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was %30 lakh.

146. Assistance to Coir Sector- Tengu Bhagya (2851-00-106-0-12)
The Programme was started in 2013-14. Karnataka holds the second best position in the country
for coir manufacturing. Therefore, to educate about coir-based products and to provide an
extensive market for such products, a “Coir Experience Centre” has been established. The
‘Coconut Based Industrial Park’ is developed at Tiptur in Tumakuru district to help the
coconut growers in this area. The objective of the scheme is to provide full payment of a
proportionate amount of coconut fiber workers and payments of incentives to workers in Micro
and Small Coconut Industries and to implement Primary Coconut Cooperatives Coir Policy.
During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of *50 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%104.45 lakh (Including Opening Balance). During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 3600 lakh.

147.Implementation of Textile and Garment Policy (2852-08-202-7-01)
This scheme provides capital subsidy, interest subsidy, entry-tax reimbursement, power
subsidy to textile industries, and ESI/EPF to workers, and additional incentives, and concession
funds. Under this policy, incentives and concessions are given to MSME textile units and
industries, and training is provided. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 28,365 lakh,
the expenditure up to March 2024 was %9,086.04 lakh (Including Opening Balance). During
FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 212,200 lakh.

% Demand No 19: Urban Development and Housing

148.D. Devaraj Urs Housing Scheme (2216-07-800-0-04)

This scheme was started in 2014-15. Under this scheme, housing facilities are provided to 14
special categories, like HIV-effected, Leprosy-cured, physically challenged, Artisans,
Nomadic tribes, etc. The beneficiaries are selected under the chairmanship of Deputy
Commissioners of the districts. Under this scheme, a subsidy of X1.20 lakh for the general
category and X1.75 lakh is being provided for SC/ST beneficiaries. 85% of woman
beneficiaries have been selected so far. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 5,000
lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 32,500 lakh and the number of women
beneficiaries was 7,156.

149.Poura Noukarara Gruha Bhagya Yojane (3604-00-192-0-10)
This scheme was started in 2014-15. The objective of the scheme is to provide accommodation
to houseless permanent Pourakarmikas, loaders, U.G.D helpers, cleaners, and sanitary
supervisors working under Urban Local Bodies. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of
%5,000 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of women
beneficiaries was 363. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was %5,000 lakh.
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% Demand No 22: Health and Family Welfare

150.Mental Health Programme (2210-01-200-0-07)
This programme was started in 2023. Under this scheme, a mental health programme is
implemented in 3 districts viz., Kolar, Chikkaballapur and Bangalore Urban with the support
of NIMHANS. During FY 2023-24, RE allocation was %1,200 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was X757.02 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 654. During FY
2024-25 BE allocation was 1,525 lakh.

151.Deafness-Free Programme (2210-01-200-0-08)
This project started in the year 2017-18. This scheme helps to prevent childhood deafness
through early detection and management of congenital deafness by screening all newborn
babies at delivery points. A newborn with profound congenital deafness is treated with cochlear
implant surgery and related services within 8 months to less than 6 years of age. During FY
2023-24, RE allocation was %¥1,000 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 1,000 lakh.

152.Mobile Health Clinic and Cancer Detection Units (2210-01-200-0-09)
This project started in the year 2023. The objective of this project is to establish mobile clinics
to provide better door-to-door medical services in rural areas and to start a mobile cancer
laboratory unit for cancer diagnosis and treatment with a decentralised approach. During FY
2023-24, RE allocation was %750 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was X100 lakh.

153.Public Private Partnership Programme (2210-03-110-0-08)
This programme was started in 2014-15. Under this scheme, Dialysis, CT-scan, MRI services
are being provided under the public-private partnership mode to citizens. During FY 2023-24,
against RE allocation of 35,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %3,206.63 lakh.
During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 34,037.95 lakh.

154.CSS- National Health Mission (2210-03-800-0-18 and 2210-03-800-0-20)
This scheme was started during 2005. The objective of the National Rural Health Mission is to
ensure universal access to equitable, affordable, and quality health care that is responsive to
the needs of the people. Special initiatives have been taken to reduce child and maternal
mortality, to stabilise the population and maintain gender and demographic balances. During
FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 21,93,193 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%1,65,951.72 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was X1,57,282 lakh.

155.Fee Concession to SC/ST Students Studying in Private Medical Colleges (2210-05-
105-1-13)

Under this scheme, 100% of the tuition fee fixed by the Government for SC/ST students of
MBBS and BDS and 50% for Post Graduate Medical Degree/Diploma and MDS is reimbursed
to students admitted through NEET, whose family annual income is more than 2.5 lakh and
within 10 lakh. The sanctioned amount was credited to the student's bank account through
DBT. During FY 2023-24, RE allocation was %650 lakh the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%1019.62 lakh (Including Opening Balance). During FY 2024-25, as against BE allocation of
%650 lakh.
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156.Karnataka State Aids Prevention Society and Indian Red Cross Society (2210-06-
101-7-15)

The Karnataka State Aids Prevention Society (KSAPS) was registered as a society during
December 1997. It is an autonomous institution and the highest policy-making structure with
respect to HIV/AIDS in Karnataka. KSAPS implements the National AIDS Control
Organisation (NACQO) programmes. During the FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 3558.44
lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 3465.36 lakh. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation
was 23 lakh.

157.To improve the health status of Endosulfan affected people (2210-06-101-7-19)
This scheme was started in 2011. Under this scheme, persons affected by the endosulfan were
identified based on the survey conducted among the people in the coastal areas of Karnataka,
and permanent relief measures are provided through rehabilitation schemes. During FY 2023-
24, against RE allocation of 438 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was ¥330.76 lakh.
During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 3438 lakh.

158. Towards Corpus Fund for Treatment of Rare Diseases (2210-06-101-7-22)

Under this scheme, the Government of Karnataka has been supporting patients with rare
genetic disorders such as lysosomal storage disorders for the past 6 years. In FY 2022-23, the
state government has released X10 crore for the treatment of these children. A total of 23
children were supported through this fund. It is also supporting 40 children of primary
immunisation deficiency with an additional grant of 32 crores. During FY 2023-24, against RE
allocation of 21,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X500 lakh and the number of
women beneficiaries was 31. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 1,000 lakh.

159.Aroghya Kavacha (2210-06-200-0-01)

108- Aarogya Kavacha- Emergency Response Service was started during 2008 by entering in
to a Memorandum of Understanding of ten years duration between Health and Family Welfare
Department with GVK Emergency Management and Research Institute (GVK — EMRI). It is
the first of its kind in Karnataka. A Toll-Free N0.108 has been established to ensure free
emergency medical care to all types of medical, police, fire emergency and road traffic
accident, victims in the state through a Toll Free ‘108’ number, for the first time in Karnataka.
The main objective of 108- Service is to achieve an average response time of 20 minutes in
urban areas and 30 minutes in rural areas. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 215,000
lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 14,218.73 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE
allocation was 320,000 lakh.

160.Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSP Act 2013 (2210-80-001-0-19)

Under this scheme, grants have been allocated for the treatment of SC/ST patients at the
Nephro-Urology Institute, Mandya Medical College Institute, Sri Atal Bihari Vajpayee
Medical College and Research Institute and Government Dental College and Research
Institute. Grants have also been allocated to private medical institutions for the distribution of
laptops to SC/ST students within the income limit of 5 lakh. During FY 23-24 RE allocation
was 3239.91 lakh the expenditure up to March 2024 was 3239.81 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE
allocation was %59.74 lakh.
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161.Ayushman Bharat - Pradhana Mantri Jana Arogya Yojane (PMJAY) (2210-80-
101-0-01)

Since Karnataka already had the Arogya Karnataka Scheme, an integration of both the
Ayushman Bharat and Arogya Karnataka schemes was envisaged to achieve operational
efficiency with common coverage, scope and implementation modalities under a co-branded
name “Ayushman Bharat - Arogya Karnataka”. The integrated scheme called “Ayushman
Bharat - Arogya Karnataka” is implemented in an assurance mode. This scheme was further
renamed as Ayushman Bharata - Pradhana Mantri Jana Alrogya Yojane (PMJAY) during
2021-22. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of ¥1,19,084.01 lakh, the expenditure up
to March 2024 was X1,19,158.49 lakh (including opening balance) and the number of women
beneficiaries was 13,35,456. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was X1,33,497.96 lakh.

162.Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSP Act 2013 (2210-80-800-0-26)
This fund is utilised for the welfare of SC/ST population in reserved constituency areas. During
FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of *110.81 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was
%110.75 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 37. During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was %17.94 lakh.

 Demand No 23: Labour and Skill Development:

163.Ashadeep (2230-01-101-0-05)

This programme was started in the year 2009-10. Ashadeep Yojane is being implemented with
the objective to provide employment to the workers belonging to Scheduled Caste and
Scheduled Tribes in private enterprises. Under this scheme, the government bears the
employees share of the ESI and Provident Fund Contribution of newly employed Scheduled
Caste and Scheduled Tribe candidates up to a maximum %3,000 per month per person for 2
years. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 2250 lakh, the entire grant was utilised up
to March 2024 and the number of women beneficiaries was 721. During FY 2024-25 BE
allocation was 1,250 lakh.

164.Karnataka Labour Welfare Fund Contribution (2230-01-103-4-00)

This programme was started in 1982-83. The following facilities are extended to workers who

contributed to the Karnataka Labour Welfare Fund.

¢ Financial assistance, ranging from a minimum of 26,000 to maximum of 320,000 is given
to students from 8th standard to postgraduate, engineering or medical education.

e Medical assistance of a minimum of 1,000 to a maximum of 325,000 for heart surgery,
kidney transplant, cancer, angioplasty, eye, orthopedic, hysterectomy, gall bladder problem,
brain hemorrhage treatment and X500 to 1,000 for health check-up is provided.

¢ In case of an accident during working hours, the workers will be given financial assistance
from a minimum of 1,000 to a maximum of 10,000

¢ Financial assistance of ¥10,000 will be given to the dependents of the deceased worker for
funeral expenses.

e 31,00,000 will be given as financial assistance for the annual medical camp conducted by
the registered trade unions.
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¢ A financial assistance of X1,00,000 will be given for the annual sports event conducted by
registered trade unions.

e Maternity allowance of 10,000 each for first the two children only will be given to women
workers.

e Concessional bus passes were issued to garment factory workers by BMTC during 2022-
23.

During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 501 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was

X500 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 17,205. During FY 2024-25 BE

allocation was X500 lakh.

165.Karnataka State Private Commercial vehicle Drivers Accident Benefit Scheme
(2230-01-103-7-03)
This scheme was started during 2011-12. Accident compensation facility is provided to private
commercial vehicle drivers, operators and cleaners under this scheme. During FY 2023-24, RE
allocation was X1,000 lakh the entire grant was utilised up to March 2024 and the number of
women beneficiaries was 179. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 21,000 lakh.

166.Karnataka State unorganised Labour Social Security Board (2230-01-111-0-05)
The Karnataka State Unorganised Workers Social Security Board under the Ambedkar Labour
Helping Hand Scheme distributes smart cards to registered unorganised workers of 11 sectors
from 2017-18 to avail the benefits of Board’s schemes. During FY 2023-24, RE allocation was
%600 lakh the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of women
beneficiaries was 11,616. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was X700 lakh.

167.Yuvanidhi Scheme (2230-02-101-0-17)

This scheme was started in December 2023. The objective of this scheme is to provide an
unemployment allowance of 33,000 per month for graduates (including professional courses)
and 1,500 per month to diploma holders who do not get employment even after 180 days of
passing the degree or diploma during 2023. This unemployment allowance is given until they
get employment or for a maximum period of 2 years. During FY 2023-24, RE allocation was
210,000 lakh the expenditure up to March 2024 was %8,887.69 lakh and the number of women
beneficiaries was 12,234. During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was 365,000 lakh.

168.Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSP Act 2013 (2230-02-800-0-03)
This scheme was started in 2013-14. Under this scheme, to facilitate training, uniforms,
stationery and toolKkits are distributed free of cost to SC and ST candidates undergoing training
in Industrial Training Institutes in the state. During FY 2023-24, RE allocation was 2.15 lakh
the expenditure up to March 2024 was 32.14 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
05. During FY 2024-25 the BE allocation was %4.17 lakh.

169.Centre for Entrepreneurship Development of Karnataka (CEDoK) (2230-03-003-
0-01)

This scheme was started in 2017-18. Under this scheme, training, motivation and guidance are

given in entrepreneurship development programmes for potential entrepreneurs. During FY

2023-24, against RE allocation of ¥500 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024
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and the number of women beneficiaries was 5,645. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation X500
lakh.

170.Karnataka-German Multi Skilled Development (KGMSD) Centre (2230-03-101-
0-57)

This scheme was started in 2012. The KGMSDC Society has established multi skills
development centres at Bengaluru, Kalaburgi, Belagavi, Hubballi and Mangaluru. The basic
objective of these centers is to impart training in modern and advanced technical subjects
required by the industries to trainees to provide them with value-based employment
opportunities. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of %1,500 lakh, the entire grant was
utilized up to March 2024 and the number of women beneficiaries was 1,879. During FY 2024-
25 BE allocation was %1,500 lakh.

171.CSS-Pradhan Manthri Kowshalya Vikas Programme (2230-03-101-0-59)
This scheme was started in 2017. Under this scheme, short-term skill-based training is provided
to youths (both male and female) in the state. During FY 2023-24, RE allocation was X500
lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was X1 lakh.

172.Apprentice Training under Karnataka Apprenticeship Training Scheme (2230-
03-102-0-01)
This scheme was started in 2021. Under this scheme, 21,500 per month, per apprentice trainee
is paid to the industries as incentive towards apprentice training. During FY 2023-24, RE
allocation was 1 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was 698. During FY 2024-25
BE allocation was X100 lakh.

173.CSS- National Urban Livelihood Mission (3604-00-191-5-52 and 3604-00-191-5-
53)
This is a centrally sponsored programme started during 2014-15 with 60:40 share of Central
Government and the State Government. The objectives of this programme are
e To uplift the urban poor above the poverty line through formation of city level women Self-
Help Groups (SHGs) and city/area level federations and empowerment of its members,
e To provide free employment-oriented skill training to urban unemployed youth,
e To arrange loans through banks for the urban poor to start individual and group enterprises,
e To provide interest subsidy to identified urban street vendors, and ID cards issued to arrange
for their linkage with other social security schemes and to provide 24x7 shelter facilities for
the urban homeless.
During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 34,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 4,375 lakh (including opening balance) and the number of women beneficiaries was
1,24,989. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 34,000 lakh.

174.Financial Assistance to Rangayanas and Drama Training Institutes (2205-00-101-
0-07)
Under this programme, students are being trained in the fields of dramas, films and new plays
being staged. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of *496 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was %448.31 lakh. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was 3488.55 lakh.

175.Pension to Artists in Indigent Circumstances (2205-00-102-1-18)
This scheme was started in 1980. This scheme is aimed at providing financial assistance of
%2,000 per month for the artists who are in financially difficult condition and ¥500 is paid to
deceased artists’ wives as widow pensions. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of
23,300 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %3,718.04 lakh (Including Opening
Balance). During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was %3,300 lakh.

176.Schedule Caste Sub Plan (SCSP) (2205-00-102-1-44)

The objective of the scheme is to provide remuneration and grant to encourage literature and
artists belonging to the SC category. Under this scheme, remuneration is paid to organisations
and artists for musical instruments, costumes, exhibit film and sculptures. Under Janapara
Utsav programme remuneration is paid to art troupes to provide platform to artists and
encourage them to arrange their art exhibition. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of
%1,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was 3996.16 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE
allocation was 31,000 lakh.

177.GIA to Kannada Sahithya Parishath (2205-00-102-4-22)
The objective of the scheme is to provide grants for the activities of the Kannada Sahitya
Parishat and organising classical language programmes, special lecturers, classical language
camps, seminars, taluk, district Rajyotsava and all India Kannada Sahitya Sammelana. During
FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of *966.47 lakh, the entire grant was utilized up to March
2024. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was %1,500 lakh.

178.National, State and District Festivals (2205-00-102-4-01)
Under this scheme, the art groups participating in the programmes organised by various
organisations in 31 districts are given honorarium to the artists and also provide sponsored
programmes. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of 22,716 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was 32,833.97 lakh (Including Opening Balance). During FY 2024-25 BE
allocation was %3,300 lakh.

179.Tribal Sub Plan (2205-00-796-0-01)

The objective of the scheme is to provide remuneration and grant to encourage literature/artists
belonging to ST category. Under this scheme, remuneration is paid to organisations and artistes
for musical instruments, costumes, to exhibit film/sculptures. Under Girijanautsava programme
remuneration is paid to art troupes to provide platform to artists and to encourage them to
arrange their art exhibition. During FY 2023-24, as against RE allocation of X300 lakh,
expenditure up to March 2024 was 3296.67 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 3300
lakh.

«» Demand No 27: Law

180.Stipend to Law Graduates (2014-00-102-0-06)
Under this scheme, incentives are provided to the passed-out law graduates before starting their
legal careers to support the early stage of their entry into the career under the guidance of
qualified senior advocates. During FY 2023-24, as against RE allocation of 3200 lakh, the
expenditure up to March 2024 was X187.14 lakh and the number of women beneficiaries was
640. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 3200 lakh.
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181.Lawyers Welfare Fund (2014-00-114-0-03)
Under this scheme financial assistance is given to all the deserving advocates. During FY 2023-
24, against RE allocation was 3150 lakh and the entire grant was utilized up to March 2024
and the number of women beneficiaries was 150. During FY 2024-25, BE allocation was X100
lakh.

a) Assistance to Sericulturists (2851-00-104-0-30)
Under this scheme, incentives for planting new mulberry are given to sericulturists. The
activities such as field festival, workshop, exhibition, study tour, printing of brochures etc., are
undertaken to promote sericulture.
b) Apiculture development programmes (2851-00-107-0-33)
The main objectives of bee farming scheme are as follows:
e Training farmers in apiculture, and encouraging more people to engage in apiculture
e Develop beekeeping as a sub occupation to bring supplementary income to the farming
community
e Development, promotion and dissemination of technology required to increase production
and productivity through beekeeping.

During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 210,586.18 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was %10,487.23 lakh. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was %10,198.57 lakh.
Under this Block Grant, the number of women beneficiaries under Sericulture was 9,448 and
594 under Apiculture.

“+ Demand No 7: Rural Development and Panchayat Raj

2. CSS- Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Assurance Scheme (2505-
60-196-6-04 and 2505-60- 196-6-05)

This project was started in 2006-07. The main objectives of the scheme are producing the
required quality and resources by providing physical employment to each family at the Grama
Panchayat level for not less than 100-man days. The cost of the project is borne by the Central
and the State Governments at a ratio of 90:10. During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation
of %1,60,000 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %2,00,349.48 lakh (Including
Opening Balance). During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was 32,39,000 lakh.

«» Demand No 10: Social Welfare

3. Block Grants (2225-01-196-1-01)
During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of ¥52,210.56 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was % 52,380.27 lakh (Including Opening Balance). During FY 2024-25, the BE
allocation was X 53,566.52 lakh. The following programmes were implemented under this
Block Grant:
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a) Assistance to college students/other concessions/Assistance to Meritorious SC
students (2225-00-101-0-37)

This scheme was started in 1961. Under this scheme, incentive is given to the meritorious

students those got the first class in the first attempt in PUC/Degree/Post

graduates/Agriculture/Veterinary/Medical/Engineering and other courses. A number of women

beneficiaries was 53,996.

b) Grant-in-Aid to Private Hostels (2225-00-101-0-42)

This scheme started in 1972. Under this scheme, boarding costs are provided to students

residing in Scheduled Caste hostels operated by private institutions. A total of 2,452 female

students benefits from this scheme.

¢) Residential schools for SCs (2225-00-101-0-32)

This scheme began in 1961. It provides lodging and educational facilities under one roof for

Scheduled Caste students in grades 1 to 5. Currently, 2,137 girl students are benefiting from

this scheme.

4. Block Grants (2225-01-197-1-01)
During FY 2023-24, against the RE allocation of *73,250.08 lakh, the expenditure up to March
2024 was X 73,188.20 lakh. During FY 2024-25, the BE allocation was X 74,780.01 lakh. The
following programmes were implemented under this Block Grant:

a) Maintenance of Pre-matric hostels (2225-00-101-0-61)

This scheme was started in 1959. The hostels are being maintained to facilitate SC boys and
girls studying from 5% to 10" standard, living in rural areas to continue their higher studies.
The cost of meals, and books, stationery, uniform, bed, blanket, shoes and other expenses are
covered at 1,650 per student, per month who are admitted in pre-matric hostels.

b) Payment of additional Boarding and lodging expenses (2225-00-101-0-65)

This scheme was started in 1965. Under this scheme, SC and ST students residing in
Government College students’ hostels are eligible for Government of India scholarships. The
State Government bears the additional expenditure incurred towards boarding and lodging
charges incurred by the hostels over and above the scholarship amount paid to students.

c) Pre-Metric scholarship to SC Students (1t to 08" STD) (2225-00-101-0-70)

This scheme began in 1969. Under this scheme, the Pre-Matric scholarship is awarded to
students from Scheduled Castes (SC) who are studying from grades 1 to 8. The aim is to
encourage parents to ensure their children continue their education and to reduce dropout rates.
The number of girl students benefiting from this program is 212,377.

d) Incentive for Scheduled Caste Law Graduates (2225-00-101-0-80)

This scheme was started in 1990. This scheme is designed to help the SC law students to
purchase books required for pursuing legal career independently. During the training period of
2 years, stipend of X10,000 per month is given to those selected for judicial training. The law
graduates are given a subsidy ranging from 250,000 to %1,00,000 for setting up their own
offices.
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5. CSS- Pre-Matric Scholarship to SC Students (2225-01-197-6-07 and 2225-01-197-
6-08)
This scheme started in 1969. Under this scheme Pre-matric scholarship is sanctioned to
encourage the scheduled caste students of classes 1 to 10 to continue their studies and avoid
dropouts. During FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of ¥5,057.52 lakh, the entire grant
was utilized up to March 2024 and the number of beneficiary girls was 1,01,160. During FY
2024-25, the BE allocation was %5,001 lakh.

6. Block Grant (2225-02-197-1-01)
Under this scheme, activities such as pre-matric scholarship, post-matric scholarship,
maintenance of ST hostels and providing infrastructure to ST colonies are undertaken. During
FY 2023-24, as against the RE allocation of 36,622.16 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024
was 30,425.11 lakh and the number of beneficiary girls was 98,612. During FY 2024-25 BE
allocation was X7,138.96 lakh. The following programmes are implemented under this Block
Grant:

This programme is designed to facilitate the students of the Scheduled Tribes studying in the
recognised and government college students' hostels to continue their studies after SSLC.

7. CSS- Post-Matric Scholarships to ST Students (2225-02-197-6-03 and 2225-02-
197-6-04)
This Centrally Sponsored Scheme is being implemented by providing post-matric scholarships
to encourage the Scheduled Tribe students studying post-matric courses to continue their
education. During FY 2023-24, as against RE allocation of 14,625 lakh, the expenditure up
to March 2024 was 330,074.73 lakh (including opening balance) and the number of beneficiary
girls was 48,297. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 15,000 lakh.

8. CSS- Pre-Matric Scholarship for ST Students (2225-02-197-6-05 and 2225-02-
197-6-06)

Under this scheme, pre-matric stipend is being sanctioned to encourage the scheduled tribe
students of classes 9 to 10 to continue their studies and avoid dropouts. Students studying in
government schools and recognised aided or private schools are eligible for scholarship of
%3,000. During FY 2023-24, as against RE allocation of ¥2,001.04 lakh, the expenditure up to
March 2024 was 34622.90 lakh (including opening balance) and the number of beneficiary
girls was 36,576.

9. CSS- Integrated Child Development Service (ICDS-SNP) (2236-02-197-6-01 and
2236-02-197-6-02)

The ICDS scheme in Karnataka was started in 1975. The key objectives of this scheme are to
improve the nutritional and health status of children between 0-6 years and to reduce incidence
of mortality, morbidity, malnutrition and school dropouts. During FY 2023-24, against RE
allocation of ¥1,93,998 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %1,82,445.85 lakh, and the
number of beneficiary girls was 21,05,827. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was X1,09,000
lakh.

10. Nutrition Program:Additional Grants from GoK (Ksheera Bhagya, Srusti,
Maatru Poorna) (2236-02-197-1-02)

The ICDS scheme in Karnataka was started in 1975. The scheme focusses on welfare of
pregnant women, nursing and lactating mothers, adolescent girls and children below 6 years.
The key objectives of this scheme are to improve the nutritional and health status of children
between 0-6 years and to reduce incidence of mortality, morbidity, malnutrition and school
dropouts. Under this scheme, six services viz; (i) Supplementary Nutrition, (ii) Immunization,
(iii) Health Check-up, (iv)Referral, (v) Pre-school education and (vi) Nutrition and Health
Education are implemented to achieve the above objectives. During FY 2023-24, against RE
allocation of ¥89,300.01 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X83,395.60 lakh, and the
number of beneficiary girls was 21,05,827. During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 374,000
lakh.

«» Demand No 17: Education

11. CSS- Cooking Cost (Pradhan Mantri Poshan Shakti Nirman-MDM) (2202-01-
196-6-02 and 2202-01-196-6-03)

This is a centrally sponsored scheme to provide one hot meal in government and government
aided schools from 2021-22 to 2025-26. This was earlier known as midday meal scheme. This
scheme covers all school children studying in classes 1 to 10 in government and government-
aided schools. The Government of India is funding the scheme for children studying in classes
1 to 8. The Government of Karnataka is providing hot cooked meals to students of classes 9
and 10 of government and government-aided schools and milk to students of classes 1 to 10 on
three days a week from its own resources. During FY 2023-24, against RE allocation of
%68,393.36 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was %90,449.75 lakh (Including Opening
Balance). During FY 2024-25 BE allocation was 280,000 lakh.

+ Demand No 18: Commerce and Industries Department

12. Block Grants (2851-00-196-2-01)
The objective of the scheme is to provide advanced equipment/tools to artisans free of cost and
provide an interest subsidy for artisans of tiny industries. Under this scheme, study tours,
exhibitions and other programmes are also conducted by the Zilla Panchayaths. During 2023-
24, against RE allocation of X 5,308.11 lakh, the expenditure up to March 2024 was X 5,261.45.
During 2024-25 BE allocation was X 5,422.92.

13. CSS-Deen Dayal Upadyaya Grameena Koushalya Yojane:DDUGKY (NRLM)
(2501-06-198-6-09 and 2501-06-198-6-10)
The objective of the scheme is to transform rural poor youth into economically independent
and globally relevant workforce. It ensures wage employment to rural youth. During FY 2023-
24, RE allocation was %3,200 lakh, and the number of girl beneficiaries was 2,542. During FY
2024-25 BE allocation was %3,200 lakh.

I1. Indirect Beneficiary/Community Oriented Schemes (BN)

Some of the significant schemes and programmes under Category 'BN' cover a minimum
of 30%-woman beneficiaries. There was a total of 555 schemes, including 505 state sectors
and 50 district sector schemes, during FY 2024-25. Under this category grants to corporations
and Commissionerate’s, extension and technology development, Research and Education,
promotion activities for productive firms, programmes for trainings, capacity building, and
awareness, seminars and other related academic programmes, Construction and Maintenance
of Schools/Colleges/Hostels/Building, procurement of equipment and other civil works,
transportation facilities, basic amenities such as, drinking water, roads and sanitary other
facilities, employment assurance programmes, Rural development and campaign programmes,
maintenance of libraries, afforestation, reformation of parks and tanks, various community
development programmes, rehabilitation programme for orphans, women and child
development and welfare programmes, health and safety programmes, consumer welfare
activities, people friendly centres and helplines, housing programmes, educational reform
programmes, promoting higher education and vocational programmes, incentive programmes
for entrepreneurs, health centres, hospitals, safety and secure initiatives etc.
